Impressive Services at the Residence, at
Plymeuth Charch and at Crown Hill
—Tributes to His Memory.

———

FUNERAL CEREMONIES,

Buarial of Dr. MeCulloch—Private Services at
the Hesldence,

All that was mortal of the late Oscar C.
MeCulloch lies buried in Crown Hill the
beautiful city of the dead. The remains
lay in state fram 10 o’clock yesterday morn-
ing until 2 o'clock in the afternoon in the
cornidor of Plymouth Church. Asearly as
9 o’slock many people gathered about the
doors of the edifice, and when they
were opened hundreds passed through
to view the remains for the last time,
Before the removal to the church of the
dead pastor's remains, private services
were held at the home on North Pennsyl-
vania street, These services were deeply
impressive. There were few beside the

family present, and these few were the im-
mediate friends and neighbors of him
whose life on earth bas ended, cut shortin
the midet of his usefalness. There was a
scriptural by Rev. H. A. Cleveland, D, D,

of Menidian M. E. Charch, and Dr. N. A,
Hyde, D. D., who wasa one of Mr. MeCul-

loch’s predecessors as pastor of Plymouth,
gave a memorial address.

Dr, Hyde, in his remarks, dwelt upon Mr.,
 MeCulloch’s eareer, particularly during the
past five years. He said that during that
period especially he bad been one of our
most conspicuous citizens; that he had been

the ruling spirit in the organizations which
have dealt with the great problems of

human want and suflering, and the means
for their relief. He was not only conspicu-
©us here, but his reputation had become na-
tional as a leading promoter of the new
philanthropic movements of the day.
“He had,” said Dr. Hyde, “some marked
intellectual qualities and tastes. He loved
good books, and his reading took a wide
range in different tields of literature and

science. He nad s rare appreciation of
try, and knew whers to find the best.
ew professional men had the treasares of
their reading at command as he did. His
ml to grasp the leading thought of &
, and sirt out its substance and hold
‘it =m» a retentive memory made bhim
in reality as well as in appearance, a full
man. made him easily a leader in con-
versation. No one could be more missed in
she i circles to which he belonged
that he will be. His love of nature was
charming quality of the man, He knew
trees and flowers as friends. He
%nd to spend his vacations in the woods.
hen he retarned it was evident he had
communed with the spinit of the
mountains and of the foreats. Hislove of
nature extended to the dumb animals. He
had a kind word and touch for them: their
Jnstincts quickly taught them that he was
sheir friend. fund of anecdote and
r htly thought never failed. Bometimes
on bis opinions were stoutly
combated, but he never allowed himself to
be frustrated or angered. He could bear
contradiction and cherish no resentment.
He was tolerant of those who differed from
bhim. Hé never seemed to dream that di-
versity of thought should disturb the per-
sooal ip and feliowship of £ liow-
workers and associates,

If he was all this among his friends, what

filled in this home circle! Here his whole
heart gave out the wealth of its affections
snd its thought. I cannot trust myself to
speak of the loss that has come to this
house. would never ask me to dwell on

AT THE CHURCH.

Tributes to the Beloved Dead-A Beautifal
and Impressive Service.

The funeral obsequies began at Plymonth
Church shortly after 2 o’clock, and con-
tinued until after 3 o’clock. Since 10 o’clock
in the morning there had peen a constant
stream of people, members of the Plymouth
congregation and others, who had learned
to love the dead pastor through his good
works, viewing the remains as they
Jay in the rose-bedecked coffin in
the ecorndor of the chureh, and long before
the time for the services to begin a great
throng stood waiting for the doors to be
thrown open.

dead, but deep-rooted and sin-
cere love for the man _ whose
kind ministrations, during his abode of
wsefulness in thie ecity, had lifted the pall
of gloom and discouragement from many a
poor woman’'s heart; whose love-laden
fh"i? had carried happiness into the
ife of many a puny, sick-born child.
Men loved him, too, and many waere the
bonest tears that found their way down
furrowed cheeks.

A few moments before the formal obse-
?ulu an the casket was carried to the

oot of the pulpit. Potted plants, roses in
bloom and festoons of evergreen formed a
fitting background to the place where re-
foud the clay of the pastor, who in life
oved to have his pulpit so adorned.

FPlymouth Church was crowded to 1ts nt-
most capacity, outside the corridor was
full and the throng extended to the side-
walks, along whieh a long line of carriages
was drawn up, The service begap with
the singing of “Lead, Kindly Ligh®#in a
most solemn and impressive manner
by the choir. This was followed
with prayer by the Rev. N. A. lHyde,
and Secripture reading by Rev. M, L.
Haines. Next Rev. H. A, Cleveland read
“Crossing the Bar,” one of Tennyson's
beautiful gems which was much admired
by Rev, MeCulloeh. The choir sang “Je-
sus, Lover of my Soul.” which was fol.
Jowed by remarks from Rev. M. L. Haines.
He spoke as follows:

Weare all mourners here to-day. None of na
has come up to this plase out of mere formality.
The cloud of sorrow that s over us is one that
Peaches every beart. But that cloud, though
dark, has a sliver lning. Through it there
gleamws the stars of blessed memories and of rich
coRsolations. Above it there shines a light of &
great hope—the hope which the Redeem-
er Lolds out to al who walk In His
footsteps. We look around and see bere
an asgemblage, remarkable for its representative
character—representing o many elements in the
Ite of our eity. This is far more than a private

lifo that has veen lived among ua. We cannot
but be lmpressed when we think Now many
relationships this man sustained; how many
sphiercs he tilled; on how wany points he touched
life, and dwnfu touched to tiner issues. I speak
of what yoa all do know when [ say be lov his
home, loved his church and people,
he loved his fellow-man—ne loved his God.
We are only beginning to estimate his work for
this city, enriched by bim in many ways. I be-
lieve that as the days go on our understanding
of the varied sand Dbeneflcent character
of that -work will enlarge and deepen.
Every ome speaks pf his work for the
poor, and the r and the outesst. Were all
those amoug the afflicted and the needy whose
lives have been bettered and brighiened to
gather about this building, what an sarmy t.t.mro
would be—old people, *‘pensioners of labor,” as
he loved to ecall them, little ehildren, so dear to
his heart, rescoed, reformed and the great arm
of discouraged and defeated, to whom he hel
out a belping hand, -~ * *

Osear MeCnlloch had €lements of grcatness,
but, better than these, he showed hlmself pos-
sessed of certain elements of the most heroie,
unseltish manhood. Not that he was a perfect
man. The best of men are fractions. There
never was but one perfeot man on earth. But in
our brother's life, as lved amounx us for
these fourteen years, there was exhibited a
rare combination of manliness and gentleness,
broad-minded catholicity and an indomitable
wiil, united with what the gpostie oalls “a heart
of mercies.”” His kindness of disposilion wWas no
“weak miidness”—it was his strength that was
kind. His was a spirit that was not easily pro-
vokea —that bore with dignity provocations and
assaul.s.

He did not grow discouraged over difficulties
or resentful over opposition. Through all the
vexations and collisions of a busy life he carried
that sweet tewmper, that broad sympathy, that
cheery hopefulness that wade his presence an
inspiration and his face like a gleaimn of sunshine.

e lived not unto himself. It was the great
controlling purpose of his life not to enrich bim-
self, put 1o belp and bless his fellow-men. He
gave ur leisure, he gave up comforts, he gave
up health, and finally life itsesf in his eflorts to
accomplish this purpose. &o the old law 1s ful-
filled. *“He that loseth his life shall find 10"
His was the power and beauty of unselfish liv-
ing. That is heroism; that s nobility; that is
Christ-like manhood.

8o while we mourn to-day we will not mur-
mur; while we sorrow it is not the sorrow of

hopeless despair. We will, even in the midst of
our sorrow, lift up our eyes and thank our
Father in heaven for the giit of such a precious
Iife—the inspiration of such an exsmple, and
pray Him to grant that memory and spirit
may rest like a golden benediotion upon us all.

Day before yesterday, just when the shadows
of the night were fleeting and the dawn was com-
ing on, the Redeemer whom he served looked
down from the realms of light and said to our
friend and brother: “Come, ye blessed. For I
was hungered and ye gave Me meat; naked, and
ye clothed Me. was sick and Eo visited Me.
inasmuch as ye have donpe it to the least of My
children, ye have done it unto Me. Come, in-
herit the kingdom prepared for you from the
foundation of the world.”

Rev. H. A. Cleveland next spoke. Among
other things he said:

Among friends it is pleasant to speak of thosa
we love and of whom we have been bereft. We
are here to-day as the friends of this good man,
grateful thatsuch a privilege has been ours,
and sad that the sweet earthly relationship has
beensevered. All whoever knewjthis good man are
now proud that they could call him their friend.
All who knew him longest and most intimately
will suffer most deeply their loss of him.

It ia my privilege to speak a few words of him
g5 pastor of this chureh. Ido mnot have to per-
luz'l:don of his excellence—you are aiready
pers l.u:ld- So long you were blessed by the
tine 3 ties of his mind and heart; so long you
stwod near him in his life's battle that ita story
s written openly and indellbly in your memo-
ries, You know what signal benefits he has be-
stowed upon this community, making all human
life here more noble and beautiful. Yon know
what he has beeu to this church.

Itisa grief to you that he will no more
stand in this place. His genial, fomiliar presence
here and his words of light and sweetness you
will miss more deeply and sadly than I can ex-
press. To you, through all the yvears, he wns
constant, steadfast and true. Other churohes
held out to him inducements which many men
would not have resisted; but no Erlzo or impor-
tunity ever shook his fidelity to this soclety. He
chose his howe with you, and here he stayed,
m to you the ripest fruit and best energy of

e. you he was loyal even unto death.
You had great reason to love him. You dia love
bim. You never sutagonized him in any of his
en but alwaye sought to aid kim. Now

With mind ever alert and many-s ded, he brought
you llvm&gjum for living needs.

Shortly after 3 o'clock the funeral cor-

tege began to move toward the cemetery,
The services there wore brief and impres-
sive. When the procession reached the

gate & large crowd had already gathered,
which was swelled to about five hundred

people by the oceupants of the carriages.

He was
fond of saying that th purpose of the board
was quite a8 much to command the faithful
Bervants of the State as to blame those who neg-
lected or abused their position,

He often reminded us that if we gained in ten
Years' {ime all the reforms which even in our
first year's work we saw to be necessary, we
might be well content with our suceess,

How much we shall miss his genial presence
from our meetings, his quiet voice of counsel
from our deliberations, we do not yet realize.
We feel that his loss is irreparable. Be it ours
to continue the work he has helped us to begin,
and to make this board, which his influence
mainly ereated, and whicli his wisdom organized,
fulfill all the purposes of usefulness and bless-
ing to the State of Indiana, and to the afilioted,
distressed and broken of her citizens, which he
foresaw to be possible.
