A TALK ON STATE POLITICS

-

Chairman Gowdy, of the Republican
Committee, Speaks at the Marion Club.

——

He Places Great Stress on Organization sad
Good Local Nominations—Presperity
Means Hepublican MSaccess.

i

The Marion Club last evening had, as
one of their guests, Major Gowdy, of Rush-
ville, chairman of the Repablican State
central committee., He was asked to make
a few remarks, and after the club had trans-
acted some business, did so. A part of this
business was the formal announcement to
the club that the removal from their pres-
ent quarters to the new location, the bmld-
ing on Ohio street adjoining the City
library on the west, would take place carly
next month. It was stated that the build-
ing had been leased for one year, with the
privelege of two years more, and that
about $1,000 would be expended in fitting
it up to meet the demands for a first-class
home ror the elub.

Major Gowdy, ashe began to talk, desired
it to be understood that while he had
spoken during the past year 138 times and
bad visited every county in Indians, he
was no speech-maker. He said he was
much encouraged by the Republican pros-
pects in Indiapna, notwithstanding the
Demoecratic plurality of 20,000 votes. ““The

main cause of our defeat,” said the Major,
“came through local troubles. Of these
we had enough to lose the State by 10,000
votes. The passage of the MeKinley law loat
us the State by aunother 5,000—not the pass-
ing of the law, but the time at which it
was done—only thirty-two days before the
election. It should have been passed four
months before, We lost largely by the
Australian ballot law because we did not
educate onr votes in regard to
it. In my own county 132 Republican votes
were lost, and only seventeen Democratio
votea. Wo require time to organize. The
Democrats can organize the day before the
election after the sun goes down. In a
county that ordinanly has given three
thousand Republican majority, becauss of
loeal troubles we lost 1,502 votes on the
State tioket. This was becanse every man
on our county ticket was from one locality
in that county. In another county, forthe
same reason, we lost 347 votes. In this see-
ond connty of which I speak four men on
tue ticket were lawyers. They were good
men, but the agricultaural voters resented
it as a class nomination. I hold fonr qual-
ifications to be necessary to the success of
candidates. The eandidate should answer
to the questions: 1. Is he qualified to fill
the position he seeks! 2. ill he be hon-
est and faithful 1f elected? 8. Will he be
a true Republican? 4. Is he a hustler?
“You take care of ihe local nominationa
and they will take care of the State ticket
every time. We eannot carry anything
without organization. There was rnother
reason for our defeat—the fourth-class post-
masters were afraid to acknowledge that
they were Republicans. They were fright-
ened about civil service, apparently not
understanding that there is but one
postmaster in Indiaca, Mr. Thompson,
of this ecity, who is under the
civil - service law. will admit
it is a little embarrassing, this twenty
thousand Democratic plurality against us,
bat I find thas forty.eight thonsand Re-
publicans failed to vote and only twenty-
one thousand Democratic voters remained
away fromn the polis at the November elec-
tion in 18%0. 17 all the Republicuns had
voted we wonld have carried the State b
over nine thousand. If we have an organi-
zation these forty-eight thousand voters
will come to the pells. Speaking of tho
Republican eounties in which we lost last
year, I am reminded of another in which
we lost 340 votes on the State ticket and
elected a Democratic county anditor. The
Republican candidate for auditor bad
built a new house with an observatory or
something of that kind on sop of it
and bhis meighbors had it in for
him on that account, In another
county a eandidate om the HRepublican
ticket had built himself a $3.500 house in
the city with an east front and & veranda
and had Eut two coatd of paint on the
house. The consequence was that the
Demoeratio candidate was elected, a man
who lived six miles out in the country on
his father-in-law’s farm, 7The buik of our
loss was among the farming element, be-
cause the farmers were dissatistied. But
the farmer is getting in good shape now. I
am glad we Republicans don't have to pray
for the cyclone, the chinch-bua or
the grasshopper to eat up our neighbor’s
corn in order to achieve a victory. With
adversity 1o the peovle comes & Demo-
cratic triumph; with prosperity to the peo-
ple comes & Republican vietory. [ am also
proud that I belong to a party no member
of which ever firod upon the old flag. I am
often asked *Are yon an admiunistration Re-
publican? 1 pever hesitate to answer that
I am; hecanse it is a Republican adminis-
tration; because | am one of the Republie-
sns in Indiana who hel tomake this ad-
ministration. 1 shall for it until the
last day 1n President Harrison’s term.
Then there comes the question, *Who are
yvou for for President?’ | answer that who-
ever is nominated in Mioneapolis next
June will be my candidate for President.
1 am pot here in the interest of any candi-
date for President. There is no lack of Re-
publican timber, It1s a great deal better
to talk about how to get together and de-
feat the enemy and leave the matter of the
presidency to the national convention.”

MACHINISTS' MASS-MEETING.

Able Addresses from Beveral Labor Leaders
Listened to Last Evening.

—— e ————

The Machinists’ Hall on Bouth Illinois
street was well filled last night, the occa-
sion being an open meeting for the discuss-
ion of union pnncisﬁu M. W. Milford
was elected chairman of the meeting.
John O’Day, president of the union, was
the first speaker. He impressed upon his
hearers the necessity of mutual forbear-
ance, if the great objects of orgamzation
are to be accomplishea, Ile described a
good union man as one who vaid his dues,
who attends the meetings and who 18 will-
ing to share in the labor necessary to carry
out the objects of the union. A good
union man, he also sald, would avoid the

discussion ot lodge matters in the shops
during working bours. He paid a tribute
toUsecar C. McCulloch as a friend of union-
ism. His remarks were nuttered with much
earnestness, and were received with favor.
Mr. O’Day stands among the first labor
leaders of the city.

Johun Craig, a member of the union, who
is a native of England, was the next speak-
er. He favored organization, bo said, Le-
cause it enables the wage-earner to pro-
tect his own interests, and to resist op-
pressive conditions. It enables him
also to sccure higher wages. He
urged greater zeal upon the part of
the members. “Do not be tinnd,” said he,
**but assert your rights, and in your lodge
meetings lot your voice be heard. Say
something, however little it may be; it is
your privilege as well as duty. Away back
in 1858, when I was in England, things
were diflerent. The laws would not
recognize & labor orgapization. If
we raised & big swn of money
we could not putitin the bank as an or-
ganization. We had to deposit itin the
name of individoal members, and if they
stole 1t there was no law that could
punish them. We wanted the laws
changed ana the Amalgamated As-
sociation of Machinists, Blacksmiths
and Pattern-makersappointed a committee
of which I was one to lay our petition Le-
fore 1Visraeli, Prime Minister, afterward
Lord Beaconsfield. We were each pledged
to say something, but nothing we could
say and nothing we wanted had pleased
D’lsraell. It finally came the turnof a
blacksmith—a big, hard-fisted fellow, who
wns a trune trades-umion man., He felt
the oppression we were under, but he could
not talk mueh. When it came his turn vn-
der the pledge to speak to D'lsraeli, all he
could say was, as he strueck his fist down on
the table with a thud: ‘By God! this has
got to come.’

“And come it did.” continued the speak-
er. Lord Beaconsfield was compelied by
what he beard and saw at our hands to
come to his feelings as » man, and give us
a reform bill. The blacksm:ith did not say
much, but what he sa:d had effect.”

D. F. Kennedy, president of the Central
Labor Union, was next introduced. He ad-
vanced the idea that the greatest thought
of the age is the brotherhood of man. Itis
occupying the attention and holding the
devotion, the speaker said, of the highest
and best people in the world. It is npper-
most in the thought of all right-thinking
people. On the other hand, distrust
of one another and aspersion of
motive are among the groatest evils
of theaay. It is the lesson of brother-
bood, the speaker said, that one nelvs him-
sclf most when he helps others. Mr. Ken-
nedy spoke feelinglv of the late Oscar C.
McCulloch. and said that now, since he
was gone from earth, it would be-
hoove all who are interested im the
human race to be up and doing with
even' greater diligence to make up for the
great loss sustained in his death. The
speaker said Oscar C. MeCulloeh ocenpied
a place in the hearts and memories far sur-
passiug what eartbly riches or honors
could give. He closed with a plea to be
faithful to the cause of unionism,

The last speaker was Jerry MeCarthy,
president of the International Boiler-
makers. He advoecated that all wage-
workers organize, but said 1t was not best
to force a man into the union. Forced
uniou men, he said, are like drafted wen in
the army. Did any one, he asked, ever
hear of a drafted regiment gaining
a great battle! There are two
classes in labor unions, in the speaker’s
opinion. One is the fault-finders whe, in
the meetings, are chair-warmers, but on the
street-corner are free lances in criticism.
The other class is know as the home-gznard.
They stay at home when they onght to be
at the meeotings. The coapitalists tend
to business Dbetter. They always
have & quorum. The speaker then
reproved the machinists, who are 425
strong. for vot turqlni out better at such
s meeting. He raised a great laugh and
much applanse by saying that in order to
get a laboring man to move in his own be-
half his appetite must be touched.

After the meeting adjourned those pres-
ent were given refreshments of ice-cream
and cake, and an hour was given up to
social conversation.
