What a Mlnourian Sajs About the Mills-Cris- p

FIht The First Overture,
ej'fd&l to tlie Indianapolis Journal.

Washington, Dec. IS. Indications of
the "beautiful" harmony which will exist
between the two wings of the Democratio
party in the House of Representatives this
session are already beginning to crop out.
The Mills-Cris- p light will leave scars that
cannot be healed in this Congress. It is
the same old story how the free-trad- e wing
in Congress, four years ago, fought Mr.
Randall and his few protection followers
just as bitterly and even more vindictively
than they fought tbe Republican party. This
same feelinir is now cropping out again. A
Missouri member who had supported Mills,
and therefore considered himself one of tbe

Forty Europeans Captured Years Ago Still In
the Hands of the Dervishes.

Cairo. Dec 18. More news of the Aus-
trian missionaries whose arrival at Llo-ras- ko,

near Wady-IIalf- a. after escaping
in g from the hands of the ilshdi's follow-
ers, was reported from here on the 14 tb
mst., has bsen received. In anjnterview.
Father Ohrwalder.oneof the members of tho
Anstrian Soudan mission who fell into the)
bands of tho Mahdists when Kordofan was
captured, states that fcrty Europeans are)
still held in captivity at Omdurman
These captives, bo sayj. are kept loaded
with mauaoles, are often cruelly beaten,
and aro so striotly guarded tbat they havo
lost all hope of ever being able to eflect
an escape. The priest tells his inter-
viewer that food in the Soudan is now
cheap. He declares, however, that the peo-
ple are tired of strife and desire to have tho
Egyptian government of the country re-
stored. Ho avers that the dervishes ara
losing their ascendency. He says Jhey havo
a big camp at Fashoda, and that their posi
tion there is strengthened by the possession
of a steamer, but that they dare not vent urn
far from the Nilo for fear of being attacked
by hitherto friendly tribes. Father Ohr-wald- er

also states that the province of
Darfur, which was formerly overrun by the;
dervishes, has been deserted by them and
is infested with wild beasts, blatin Bey,

DON'T WANT FREE TWINE.

Nebraska and Other Statee Will Soon lie
Making E&oagh to Hind All the Crops.

Special to the Indianapolis Journal.
Washington, Dec. IS. There is going to

be a great deal of opposition from unex-
pected quarters to the Crisp plan oi attack-
ing the tar ill law by speciflo bills, and it
will spring from the development of in-dnstr- les

under the operation of the McKiu-le- j
act. One of the bills Mr Crisp has con-

fidently expected to pass with a whirl
through both house?, places binding twine
upon the free list. The idea is that no one
would dare to voto against this proposi-
tion, because it is in the interest of tho
farmers.

Senator Manderson, of Kebrnska, re-

ceived notice to-da- y from his State that an
earnest protest would be made against
making binding twino free, because facto-
ries for the manufacture of that article
were being established in Nebraska, and
would, within a year or two. supply the
entiro country at a less price than is at
present paid. One factory at Fremont,
Neb., he was informed, would this year
manufacture more than two million pounds
from hampgrown in thePlatt'e-rive- r valley.
It was proposed to establish another enoi-nio- us

factory at Omaha. Tho statistician
at the capital of tbe State has informed
Senator Manderson that but another year
is necessary to not only enable the binding-twin- o

industry in this country to stand
npdn its feet, but to make "its children
walk and compete with the world." A half
dozen factories are expected to spring up
in Nebraska, Kansas and Minnesota next
year.

This announcement will be a (treat sur-
prise and disappointment to the tariff
tinkerers in the House, as they fully ex-
pected the representatives from the states
named to carry tho free binding-twin- e bill
through the Senate. It will be found upon
investigation, it is predicted, that so many
industries have sprung into existence
under the McKinley law that specific legis-
lation on the tariff will be a failnre from
the start, as no step can be taken in any
direction1 that does not run counter to a
home industry of tho most promising char- -
acter .

COllS TOll RUSSIANS,

Plan to Feed Starving Feasants and at the
Same Time Adverilsa Oar Products.

Washington, Dec' 15. Secretary Rusk
and Senator Paddock havo agreed upon a
striking plan for the introduction of Amer-
ican corn as a food article In Europe. They
have bad a conference, and concluded to
ask the farmers of Nebraska and Kansas to
contribute a train-loa- d of corn, to be ship-
ped to the suffering inhabitants of Knssia.
They believe this wou'd call the attention
of the civilixed world to our corn and its
nses, and result in a very material inaeaee
in its consumption. The trouble has been,
and is now, that the Europeans cannot
conceive how one could cat corn, which
they regard as an animal diet
only. Beside the enormous advertise-
ment it would giro our domestic
corn, and also the States .mplying
it, there would bo an act of charity in it
which would be a gratitication to all who
contributed, it is believed that the corn
would be transported free to its destina-
tion, and that it would be wisdom to di-

vert a portion of it from Russia to other
countries, where it is desired that onr corn
should be introduced. Agents could be
sent along with the corn to look alter its
proper distribution, and teach the Euro-
peans how to cook and uao it. nud give
practical lesson! in corn cookery in all of
its branches. Jioth Secretary Kusk and
Senator Paddock are enthusiastic over the
project, and are inclined to take it lor
granted that Nebraska and Kansas farmers
will gladly respond, a the contribution
would work no hardship to any of them.
The various local boards of trado in those
States would bo expected to collect the
corn at railroad stations and the railroads
would transport it to the sea-boar- d, where,
it is believed, there would be uo trouble in
securing free shipment to its destination.

in the mugwump and Democratic New
York city newspapers. They charge Mr.
Elkius with being one of the chief conspir-
ators in the star-rout- e business during th
Dorsey-Brad- y days, and with being deep
into the alleged seal fisheries and Peruvian
guano jobs. Tho newspapers which have
attacked the character and reputation of
Mr. Elkins are the same ones that pounced
upon Presideut Garfield during his stormy
days in Congress and the White House,
and those which charged General Grant
with all sorts of moral, social and
political crimes. They are tho
same cues that have maligned the
Sherman brothers, and heaped odium on
General Sheridan and nearly all the great
heroes of tho war. Publio and private citi-
zens, who are conversant with the careers
of these newspapers, have come to regard
their assaults upon public men as the best
possible certificate of good character.

The fact is. Stephen 1). Elkius never had
anything to do with the star-rout- e busi-
ness, except to earnestly indorse and recom-
mend the expedition of mails in New Mexi-
co, where he was at the time. It will be re-
called that about 1S70, when last and fre-
quent mails were being given
all the remote sections of the
West and Southwest as a means
of civilization and development of country,
Stephen H. Elkins was a prominent citizen
of New Mexico, where he had largo inter-
ests, and the people of that Territory were
most keenly interested ill the development
of the countiy, and especially in the in-
crease of mail facilities.

TILI, NOT EXHIBIT.

Liverpool Manufacturer Decline to Take
Part In the Colombian Exposition,

freclai to the Indianapolis Journal.
London, Dec 18. Considerable stir has

been cauiedin commercial and manufactur-
ing circles by the action of the Liverpool
Chamber of Commerce in deciding that
Liverpool, as a British center of trade and
traffic should not take any part in the
Chicago exhibition. The ground assumed

'by the representatives of Liverpool's com
merce and mercantile interests is that the
McKinley law has greatly injured and, as
to certain interests, has stopped altogether
business tbat was formerly nourishing.
Another and serious argument, from a Brit-
ish stand-poin- t, is tbat the British
exhibits will be copied by Americans to
tbe great detriment of industries that bare
cost Great Britain years of effort and great
expenditure of capital to develop; and
that, therefore, it would be worse than a
waste of time to assist in tbe American ex-

hibition. It is understood that the action
of the Liverpool chamber has been prompt-
ed, not only by commercial interests in that
city, but also by a sentiment among manu-
facturers and merchants elsewhere. It is
claimed in behalf of tbe Liverpool chamber
that the conrse of tho government in pro-Tidi- ng

for British participation on a large
scale in tho exhibition docs tvot really voice
the general feeling in England, and that
the SloKinley law was a blow at British in-
terests tbat should not go unrebuked.

GEIlilAN TREATIES PASSED

Adopted by a Ills; Majority, After Which the
Ilelchstae Adjourned CaprlTl's Talk.

Berlin, Dec. 13,-- In tbe Reichstag to-

day the now commercial tieaties came
np on their third reading. During the de-

bate IIerr KardorH. who has been particu-
larly prominent in opposing tbe treaties,
again appeared in opposition, basing bis
objection upon the length of time (twelve
yeare) it is proposed to keep them in oper-
ation. He spoke at some length and ex-

pressed fears as to tbe result that would be
effected by tbe treaties. Chancellor Von
Caprivi responded to the arguments ad-yanc- ed

by Herr KardorfT. Ho contrasted
the fears expressed by that speaker with
the hopeful prospects tbe treaties present-
ed. The Chancellor added that if KardorfT
failed to sea the political significance of
the McKinley bill and the pan-Americ- an

policy, he must decline to discuss questions
of foreign policy with him.

After a protracted debate tbe German-Austrian-Hungari- an

treaty passed its third,
reading by a voto of 23 to 43. The House
afterwards adopted the German-Italia- n

and tbe German-Belgia- n treaties. After
the throe treaties had been finally adopted,
the Keichstag adjourned. It will not re-
assemble again until after tho Christmas
holidays.

Tho Kaiser was attending the opening of
a hall at Telto. a town in Brandenburg,
near Postdam, to-da- y, when the uewj was
brought by telegraph tbat the commercial
treaties had been approved. The Kaiser at
the moment was finishing a speech. He
fiausod aud looked at the telegram placed

hands. Then, in a delighted voice,
be exclaimed: "We owe this to our great.
Caprivi." The Kaiser called for "boohs''
for Caprivi, and himself led in tbe about
that went up in the hall, and was repeatel
time after time.

When quiet bad been restored the Em-
peror said: "This satisfactory result is due
to the devoted labor of the Chancellor, a
simple, honest Prussian General. In two
years be has succeeded in becoming con-
versant with and mastering problems of
extreme difficulty. With raro politi-
cal insight, bo has. at tbe right
moment, saved the fatherland from evil
consequences. It is only natural that sin-
gle individuals should make sacrifices in
order that the whole people might reap the
advantage of their achievements." The
conclusion of tho treaties, said hniptror
William, was for posterity. It was cue of
the most important and vital events in the
history of tho Keichstag. The largo major-
ity by which the treaties were adopted
showed that the Keichstag had recognized
the far-seei- ng political visionjof this man,
and had associated itself with him. It bad
by so actinic made for itself a ruark and a
monument in tbe history of tho German
empire. Despito the supicions aud diff-
iculties the Chancellor and his own advisers
bad met within many Quartern, they had
succeeded in guiding the fatherland into
new paths. "I am convinced," continued
the Emperor, "that not only the
fatherland, but tho millions of subjects of
the other countries united with us in tho
customs league will sooner or later
bless this day. I ask you to
drink to tbe health of General
CountVon Caprivi." The Emperor further
said that all the nationsof the world xnitfht
well envy Germany. On such an occasion
tbe people met their sovereign as members
of one family. Their father hoped that the
farmers and rural population of the wholn
empire would feel new as ever tbat he and
they belonged to one another and would
recognize tbe old Hohenzollern motto,
"suuin unique," as being applicable in the
highest degree to agriculture,

in -- recognition of General Caprivfe
services, the Kaiser nas raised htm
to the rank of a Prussian count. This
elevation comes to General Caprivi near
bis fiftieth birthday anuiverearv, which
will be on Feb. 24, 12. General Caprivi
was not of noble birth, being tho son ot an
eminent Berlin jurist, and bis promotions
have been wholly iu the line of military
and civil service.

A dispatch from Washington &ya: The
ratification by the Keichstag to-da- y of tho
commercial leclprocitv treaty between
Germany ana Austria-Hungar- y insures the
completion of the reciprocity arrangement
between the United States end Germany, so
far as tho latter country is concerned, but
its ellectiveness still depends on the cotiou
of the Austria-Hungaria- n Keichsrath, us
under its terms our agreement is contin-
gent on the ratification of the German-Austria- n

treaty by each of those govern-
ments.

A dispatch from Vienna says: The com-
mercial treaties committee or the Keichs-
rath to-da- y adopted the German. Belgian
and Swiss treaties by a vote of '25 to 3. and
the ItalUn treaty by a vote of 2- -' to ('. Herr
Klaic, on behalf of the minority, an-
nounced his intention to introduce a mo-
tion In the Kciclibrath calling upon tho
government to open- - fresh negotiations
with Italy.

THE QUEBEC CABINET ROW.

Ex-Premi- er Hercier Threatens to Mats It
Warm for Lieutenant-Governo- r Angers.

Quebec, Que., Dec. 18. Ex-Premi- er

Mercier to-da- y made public the interim
report of tho royal commission which in-

vestigated tbe Dai des Chaleurs scandal,
and on the strength of whose finding Mr.
Mercier was dismissed from office, together
with Lieutenant-governo- r Anger's letter of
dismissal and the ex-Premie- r's reply
thereto. The commission's report, which
is signed by only two members tho third.
Judge Jette. being incapacitated by illness

finds that, while Mr. Garinea, Minister of
Publio Works, gave proof of care in busi-
ness, there is nothing to show that he bene-
fited in any way by the transaction, and that
when Mr. Lauclier, Provincial Secretary,
accepted money from Paoaud, he was per-
fectly aware of its source. As regarda
Mr. Mercier, the report says that it was not
proved tbat he inew of the existence of
the bargain between contractor Armstrong
and Pacaud. The other members of the
Cabinet aro declared to have derived no
advantage whatever from the transaction.

In transmitting the report to Mr. Mercier,
Lieutenant-governo- r Angers states that it
proved carelessness and illegalities, and
forced upon him the conviction that the
Ministry was not in a position to advise
the representative of tbe crown, and that
therefore he must dismiss them. Mr.
Mercier, in his reply, declares that tbe re-
port is that of two partisans, and tbat the
allegations made in it are contrary to
proof. lie charges the Lieutenant-governo- r

with haviug arrested the working of
the government in refusing to call the
Legislature, at tho request of its majority,
to transact public business, and with hav-
ing carried out one of the most odius con-
spiracies ever entered into against tho
constitutional liberties enjoj ed by a free
people. In concluding, he cays: 'I will
try to undo your nefarious work w'lth tbe
assistance of my colleagues and my politi-
cal friends, and willingly expend all tbat 1
possess. I denounce you before publio
opinion, and it is not far distant when the
representatives of the people will again re-
sume the power of which you stripped
them and vindicate tbe constitution which
yon have broken."

Mouster mass-meetin- gs are being or-
ganized by the Liberals throughout the
provinces.

SHADOWED BI OFFICERS.

Precautions Taken Against the Flight cf Dr
Graves Theory of tho Defense.

Cj ecJal to the IrAlanarojis Journal.
DENVEn, CoL, Dec. Tiie --report that

Dr. Graves, who is on trial charged with
tho poisoning of Mrs. Barnaby, had made
an unsuccessful attempt to commit suicide
last night created a groat deal of excite-
ment in this city to-da- y. The report start-
ed from the f aot that tho Doctor was dis-

covered in a drug store purchasing mor-
phine, which ho has been taking of late to
induce sleep. The trath is tho accused is
a very nervous man. The strain of the
trial and evidence adduced, which the
Doctor admits apparently implicates him,
has been raoro than his constitu-
tion could endure. The eiTcct of
the great nervous excitement from
which he is sutiering is so percepti-
ble that it has not only been noticed
in tho court-roo- but by boarders at tha
Vallejo, where he stops. The prosecution
have received information that an attempt
to escape is a likely probability, and the
Vallejo has for several days and nights past
been shadowed by omcers, who are in
structed to intercept tbe accused, in case of
an att' tnpted llight. Tho trial will be re-
sumed Monday, when Judge Macon, who is
sick, will be able to appear in court.

Judge Macon stated this evening that the
theory of the. defcn.se is that Mrs. liarnahy
died of embolism of the heart, andtbat this
disease cannot be caused by arsenic. The
witnesses to this fact will form the most
material part of the defense.
