COMPROMISED WITH HOEY.

Nor. 29. inoculations for the ex-
periments were made. The herds
were divided into three lots, eighteen inoc-
ulated by Dr. E. C. Sobnrder (bureau's
method), eighteen iuocnlated by George C.
C ft dwell (BillingVa method) and nineteen
left uninocnlated. The two inoculated lots
were turned together immediately after in-

oculation in one held, the uninocnlated
being kept by themselves in a liehi some
distance away. All went well until Dec.
8, when one pig showed symptoms of the
disease. Dec. 10 this pig died, and. by the
number in its ear-ta- g. it was discovered to
be one of the animals inoculated by the
Billings method. This death was followed
by another Dec. 12, a third and fourth
and a lifth Deo. IS all hojts inoculated bv
the Billings method. Tho uninocnlated
pigs and those inoculated by the Bureau
of Animal Industry are still all alive.
Deaths among the bnreau piss in tho near
future would hardly be surprising, as the
direct exposure produced by tho Billings
method of inoculation long before any in-
oculation could produce immunity is not
calculated to go wholly without evil re-Mil- ts.

The farmers, who havo been watch-
ing the experiment with a great deal of in-
terest, feel jubilant over the results and are
hoooful that the government's method of
inoculation marks an epoch in tho history
of hog-raisin-g.

the laws of New Jersey, baring a capital
stock and outstanding mortgage bonds ag-

gregating :,GCO.OCO. The company was
organized Ly tho City of London Corpora-
tion, & promoting institution which, dar-
ing recent years, has been extensirely en
gaged in floating in England and in this
country breweries and other industrial
concerns. One of its latest ventures was
tho purchase of 1S0.C00 shares of the Union
Stockyard and Transit Company, of
Chicago, aggregating $13,000,000 par
Talue. These shares it purchased in
liSO at something in excess of
tar, and made them tho basis
of tne New Jersey company, which was or-

ganized exclusively for their purchase. In
July, lSW, the New Jersey company's stock
was ottered to the public simultaneously
in London, Uoston. New York and Chicago.
The securities of the company consist of
fG.500,000 common stock and the same
amount of six-per-ce- nt. preferred stock,
and S10.0CO.C0O live-per-ce- nt. debentures,
the latter being secured by a trust deed to
the Central Trust Company of New York,
covering 120.CC0 of the 1SO.C0O shares of the
Chicago Stockyards Company.

Since tho formation of the company it
' lias been in a peek f trouble. The public

subscribed very aparicgly, and in conse-
quence the underwriters were loaded with
more than 10 per cent, of the securities.
Armour & Co., Swiit & Co. and Nelson
11 orris & Co., known as the "Big Three,"
were heavy holders of the shares of the
Chicago company, and at the time these
abates were sold tbey sold out their
bold in 3 to the English syndicate at
$150 per share. At that time tho cap-
ital stock of the Chicago com-
pany was ?1.VJC0.C00, it having been
increased tnirteen times from its original
capital, which was Si.00O.0OO. The "Big
Three," having sold out. stood smilingly by
while the New Jersey company was being
organized and securities underwritten ana
sold to the public. No sooner was the New
Jersey company an accomplished, fact,
when the UigThrep,w being no longer in-
terested in the dividends of the Chicago
company as stockholders, awoke to the
Jart that they were paying the Chicago
company excessive ratos tor railway tolls,
trackage, yardage, and for feed and care of
heir live stock, v.

DEAL XX INDIANA SWAMP LAND.

consigned to them without the same being
handled at the Chicago stock-yard- s, with
a View thereby of avoiding payment of
yardago and. other charges. For many
years the Chicago company has charged for
yardage 5 cents per head for cattle. 8 for
sheep, 15 for horses and 8 cents for hogs, in
addition to charges for freight, and track-
age, and feed.

The iV'eK Jersey company, with its $23.-O0O.0- CO

liabilities, thus found itself in the
dilemma of loiug tho "Big Three's" busi-
ness or dividing with them a part of their
income.

Chicago, Dec. 19. A notable gathering
of Kepublican leaders from all over the
West took place to-da-y at tho Grand Ta-cili- c.

What was done at a secret confer-
ence, which lasted from morning until
evening, is best known to those who were
present. Those present were numerous,
but tbey were decidedly averse to increas-
ing the number of those who know what it
was all about. Those who submitted to in-

terviews during the day talked national
politics freely, aud the Blame men ap-
peared to he unopposed. liut at night they
denied that any such topic as candidates
was discussed at tho meeting.

Among the most notable men who were
there and took au active part in the delib-
eration or awaited the result s in the corri-
dors, were J. S. Clarksou, of Iowa, chair-
man of the national committee, and presi-
dent of the National League of clubs;

A. L. Conger, of Ohio, mem-

ber of the national committee; ex-Unit- ed

States Senators Sabin, of, Minnesota, and
Spooner, of Wisconsin; A. M. Jones, chair-
man of the Illinois State committee,
and Sergeant-at-arm- s Meek, of the
national lloueo . of Kepresentatives.
The presence during the morning
of Kmmous Blaine was looked upon
by the outsiders as somewhat significant,
and the arrival of Gen. ltussell A. Alger
from Detroit added to the gossip. Colonel
Conger, however, assumed all the responsi-
bility for Mr. Blaine's presence, ana stated
that the latter bad called on bnu up-
on purely private business. Both Emmons
Blaine ana General Algor were in retire-
ment during the morning, and neither of
them returned to the hotel in tho after-
noon.

Among the matters discussed at the secret
sessions were tho preparation and circula-
tion of political literature and the disburse-
ment of league funds from Chicago as well
as from New York.

Hill Holding on the Governorship to Teach
Dolter Jones a Lesson.

New York, Dee. 19. The Mail and Ex-

press's special says: Governor and Senator
David B. Hill proposes to overcome the ob-

jection tiled against his taking his seat here
by conveying back into the treasury the
salary which, as United States Senator, he
would bo entitled to ud to the moment he
leaves the governorship of New York.

In a private Conversation Governor Hill
told a confidential personal friend that he
was remaining in the Governor's chair to
teach a bolting Democrat a lesson which
he would not forget that ho would rather
be kept out of the seat awaiting him
in the Senate during tho entire six
years to which he was elected than
permit Lieutenant-governo- r Jones, a bolter
and a traitor to his party, to occupy tho
Governor's chair for thirty minutes, much
less the thirty days he would have occu-
pied it had it been taken when Congress
convened. Governor Hill assured his friend
that the election of Koswell V. Flower as
Governor of New York was a Hill victory
from the ground np; that the nomination
was directed by his friends and that it
meant a eolid delegation in the national
nominating convention for Hill.

After a long and frank conversation with
Governor Hill the gentleman assures your
correspondent that Hill will surely be the
next nominee for the presidency and that
Mr. Cleveland is already relegated to the
nast. Mr. Hill says that he will have tho
South solid for him in tho convention,
while a majority of the West will support
him, and that New York tato will stand
as one man for David B. Hill.

THE ELKIN3 APPOINTMENT.

Mr. Clarkson Bays the West Virginian Was
One or Harrison's Warmest Supporters.

CniCAGO, Dec. 19. Chairman James 8.
Clarkson, of the Kepublican national com-
mittee, gave what he alleges to be Presi-
dent Harrison's reason for the appointment
of Stephen B. Elkins as Secretary of War.

The Ex-Presid- of the Adams Express
Company Make a Settlement.

New Yonir, Deo. 19. Itamors were cur-
rent all last week that a settlement of the
controversy between the Adams Express
Company and John Hoey. the former presi-
dent, who was discharged from his of-

fice by the directors on Oct. 22, was
imminent. The' discbarge was followed,
it will be remembered, by the institution of
numerous suits, and other legal proceed-
ings, by which it was nought to recover a
large sum of money Which, it was alleged.
Mr. Hoey had, during his connection with
the company, wrongfully converted to
his own use, in violation of tho
rights of the company. The rnmors
were declared by Mr. Hoey to be without
his knowledge, and the attornejH in the
case refused to make any statements. The
rumors excited some public comments, di-
recting the attention of the district attor-
ney to the situation as suggesting an ap-
proach to the compounding of a felony.

To-da- y it was announced that a settle-
ment had been made, but beyond this state-
ment the interested attorneys refused to
ay anything. Leopold Wall, counsel for

Henry Sanford, said: "There ha ien a
complete and honorablo settlement, satis-
factory to all parties. Everything has
been explained and everyone is satisfied.
The suits against Mr. Hoev will be aban-
doned and the attachments lifted."

Westing-hous-e Makes a Settlement with His
Company and Gets 8350,000.

Pittsburg, Pa., Dec. 19. It has just
leakeaout that at a recent meeting of tho
directors of the Westinghouso Air-brak- e

Company it was decided to turn over to
George Westingbouso's credit $1,000,000

when the company was organized. Mr.
Westinghouso was guaranteed, in writing,
the unlimited right to regulate the selling
price of the brakes. The directors recently
became convinced that unless he surren-
dered this right, the New York Air-bra-ke

Company, a rival company, might obtain
a monopoly on the manufacture of air-
brakes. Upon being approached on the
terms of settlement. Mr. Westinghouso
wanted 31.000,OOU. He was reminded that
he owed the company $C50.000, which he
had borrowed. Ho agreed to cancel the
debt, and was given tbo difference in Union
Switch and Sigual Company 5 percent,
bonds and cash. It isbelioved that the com-
pany will be benefited by the transaction,
unless it removes the last vestige of power
which Westinghouse held iu it, except as
an ordinary stockholder.

Huslness Embarrassments.
New York, Deo. 19. The difficulty between

The collection includes a handsome-
ly bound vol u mo containing the portraits
and autograph letters of every President of
the United States. Besides these are Tom
Moore's family Bible with the family
register in the poet's hand, a copy of Hood's
"Comic Almanac" for on the rly-ie- af of
which is a manuscript poem- - which Has
never been published, and manuscripts of
Leigh Hunt. Hawthorne. Bryant, Lowell,
Cooper, Willis, (Jray, Bulwer and other
noted writers.

be organized. If it is organized and every-
thing is satisfactory to mo I shall resign
from the bench and accept the position, as
I have told the gentlemen who are talking
about this new company." The na mo of
the new company with which tho Judgo is
said to be willing to cast his fortunes is
tho Illinois Insurance Company, which
was recently organized with a capital stock
of Sl.C00.CO0 and incorporated by a number
of well-know- n and wealthy men, so that
there seems to be little doubt that it will
soon begin business with Judge Blodgett at
its head.

The Times this morning says that Judge
Gresharn is said to be disgusted with the
selection of Judge Woods as a circuit judge,
and gossip says that the information is con-

firmed that Gre6hm may resign. It is
claimed that President Harrison's action
is looked upon as a personal insult to
Gresharn.

NEGROES IN OKLAHOMA.

Four Car-Loa- ds Arrive in the Territory Seek-

ing Land Not Yet Opened to Settlement.

KiNCFisnER, O. T.. Dec. 19. Fonr car-
loads of negroes came into Oklahoma this
morning on the Kock Island railroad from
Memphis, Tenn. Half of them, about
twenty families, or an aggregate of about
eighty persons, stopped here and the others
went on to El Keno. They claim to be
well provided with money, horses and
mules, farming implements, housohold
goods aud provisions. They are all well
clothed, and ore certainly a superior-lookin- g

class of colored people. Tbey
had been led to believe that
the Cheyenne and Arapahoe reserva-
tion would be opened to settlement
by the 1st of January. Of course, this can-
not bo done, as the work of allotting tho
lands on this reservation cannot bo ro-sum- ed

until after Congress makes an ap-
propriation for this purpose. As every
house of every character in this town is oc-
cupied it was impossible for them to secare
even temporary shelter here. During the
day the greater portion of the negroes were
taken np into the blaok-jac- k country,
north of Cimarron, and distributed among
tho colored people in that part of the coun-
try, whero they will havo to remain for
several months. They report that they
are to bo followed by several hundred more
negroes from Tennessee aud other portions
of the South.
