The great feature of
the day was the continued purchases by
the foreigners, and the stocks which are
the greatest favorites abroad were the
most prominent in the marget on this side,
Among these were Erie, Louisville &
Nashville. They were specially conspicu-
ous, the first being again the
Jeader in poins of activity, while scoring
s marked advance, and the lasi making
the largest final gain of anything of the
active list, The bank statement, while it
bad no apparent influence upon the course
of prices, by reason of its extremely heavy
gnin in eash, bringing the surplus reserve
up to the bhighest figures known in monthes,
notwithstanding the very liberalexpansion
1z loans, cannot fail to improve the tone of
speculation 1n the near future. Wabash
preferred was also again very aotive and
etrong. further 1ncreasing its substantial
sin. Among the low-priced shares Cotton

il. the lowa Centrals, Central Pacitio
and Hocking Valley led in the upward
movement, all scoring material ad-
vances. The B8t. Paul & Daluths
were weak, the preferred reacting 1% per
cent, The market in general opened guiet
but higher, and, while “bear” pressure
caused the loss of the opening xains in the
early dealings, sthe concession was only
momentary, and the whole list soon re-
sumed its steady upward march. No sigos
of reaction were seen until the final deal-
ings, when realizatious on the advances
accrued cansed some hesitation. The close
was still active and firm to strong, ator
near the highest prices of the day. Among
the active shares the final prices show
small gains as a rule, but Loaisville &
Nashville is up 1%, and Cotton Oil 1 per
cent.

Railroads were again specially active,
displaying the same stubborn strength as
has been seen in the share hist.  While the
more prominent issnes failed to score any
substantial improvement, all prices were
higher last evening.

Some Hustling to Get Under Cover.

Foreign Prices Booming and Russian Agents
Buying Large Quantities of Wheat in Rou-
mania—Liberal Selling of Corn.

TRADING AT CHICAGO.

Malze Grading Up Betier and Hog Products
Reported Lower.

CHICAGO, Deec. 18.—There was a de-
cided improvement in the amonnt of busi-
ness in the wheat-vit on the Board of Trade
to-day, .n comparison with that of the past
tew days, thongh it was chiefly of a local
character. Prices started at about the
closing figures of yesterday, but the tone
of the market was hesitating and uncer-
tain for a time. The controiling ivfluence
here during the week has been the foreign
situation, which has been intensely
bearish. Both the British and continental
markets have not only been quoted lower
from day to day, but acenmmulated stock,
and a very limited demand were noted in
the cable advices. For the Jast two days,
however, sentiment has secemed to be veer-
ing toward the “bull” side, and operators

weore more and more inclined to think that
prices had reached apoint at which it wonld
pay to buy. It needed but a turn in the
trend of foreign advices to translate
the sentiment into a moderate buy-
ing movement. The only advice from
across the water this morning was
couflictin The board’s Liverpocl eable
quoted wheat futures %z lc higher and the
market active, but its London dispatch
noted a decided decline in values. This
was thought to be an error, but it was suf-
ficient to cloud the situntion somewhat and
to cause the uncertainty noted. A fow
“longs” made an eftort to unload, and the
““bears” sought to inaugurate a raid, but
it proved a failure. The later cables
showed that foreign markets were really
stropger, that thero were liberal
acceptances of last ni{z’ht’s offers and that
foreigners were good buyers at New York.
Paris was said to bave advanced sharply,
and one private cable said that Russian
agents were buying large quantities of
wheat in Roumania. This news soon
turned the trade. Early sellers covered
and went “long.” and the selling pressure
was quickly relieved. Ream, who had sold
liberally around the opening, was quick
to see the drift of things and hbegan
to buy. Pardrige, who was popu-
larly supposed to be [ 18
“sbort,” bought ¢cenerously on the nupturn,
partly to even nup and partly for a scalp on
the “bull” side. The crowd at large was
bulhshly ineclined, and as soon as the mar-
ket showed its strong undertone there
was liberal buying by scalpers. Sam
Androws, who has been a pronounced
“bLear,” openly announced that he had
abandoned that side, and was now looking
for a healthy “bull” murket, basing his
opinion entirely on the werits of the situa-
tion at home and abroad. There was no
big spurt, bLut a strong, confident feel-
ing and good liberal buying. Trade,
however, was rather heavy. May opened
at ¥7'%c, touched $i%e, weakened to 97%e¢,
reacted to (ec, beld around 977%c¢ for a time,
weakened to ¥ive, but rallied some near
the close and closed firm at 97%e¢.

Corn was decidedly weak early. The re-
ceipts were seventy cars wmore than ex-
pected, and included rifty-nine cars of the
contiact grade, This improvement 1n the
mspection started pretty liberal selling,
Driver and Norton Worthington being
i the lead. Weakness was at
onco apparent, A drop of 2¢ in December
corn at New York increased the depression,
Later, on the advance in wheat, the tone of
corn improved, but 1t became unsettled
during the last hour, going still lower, and
cloeing near the bottom. The market acted
rather nervous, and the crowd scared easi-
ly, selling freely when it broke and buying
back as eagerly when it turned strong.
December opened 1%20 lower, at 47'we, flue-
tuated, as noted above, to 45%c¢ and closcd
at 40c. January shows a loss of l¢, and
May %e.

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LYMAN ABBOTT'S BELIEF.

The Distingulshed Clergyman Arrests State-
menits Attributed to Him.
New York Sun.

The Rev. Dr. Lyman Abbott declares
that erroneous reports of a recent address
of his before the 'nitarian Club in Boston
have appeared in some of the newspapers
in this city. The passage in his address
which has attracted most attention has
been thus reported: “We believe in pun-
ishment which has for its end redemption.
We do not believe 1n thodwlnit’ of Chrnist,
but in man divine through God.”

Dr. Abbott repundiates this report. He
said in conversation yesterday:

*“lt 1s fortunate that my speech in Boston
was taken down by a stenographer, and it
will be pnblished soon n full in the
Christinn Register. the UUnitarian organ. I
have looked over the slips of my addreas
sent to me in advance by the editor, These
copfirm my recollection that I said the
very oiposlto to what [ am reported to have
said. I said in substance that | did believe
in the divinity of Jesus Christ,” and that
He 18 God manifested in the flesh. This
week's Christian Union contains one of
my editorials on the same subject as my
Bosaton address, and in1t I declare my faith
im and distinetly recogunize the divinity of
Jesus Christ, Iam & very rapid speaker,
and the reporters were at fault. My view
of Christ is the New Testament view,
which represents Jesus Christ as God man-
ifeated in the tlesh. God is inflnite and
man is finite; God is perfectly puare, and
man impnre. God has entered into human
life in the man Jesus, & perfectly pure and
sinless man, filling that man with himself
in order that He mmay show mankind what

God is and what man should be-
come through Jesius Christ. This
18 the creed of 185 ‘We  Dbe-
lieve in Jesus Christ, His only Son,

our Lord, who 1s one substance with the
Father, by whom all things are made,” [
signed this creed when it was adopted. 1
believed 1t then, and | bol_ie\'o it now.
heid that all men are made in God's image;
tiat however much they mu.f have dese-
crated that image, they still bear it, I
bold as a necessary cousequonce that when
God takes on human, as | believe He did in
Jesus Christ, He takeson a pature which is
not foreign to Him, but which is akin
to Him.
