TRADING AT CHICAGO.

Maize Grading Vp Better and llcg Products
lieported Lower.

CHICAGO, Dec. IS. There was a de-

cided improvement in the amoont of busi-
ness in the wheat-pi- t on the Board of Trade
to-da- y, .n comparison with that of the past
lew days, though it was chiefly of a local
character. Prices started at about the
closing figures of yesterday, but the tone
of the market was hesitating and uncer-
tain for a time. Tho controlling influence
here during tho week has been the foreign
situation, which has been intensely
bearish. Poth the British and continental
markets have not only been quoted lower
from day to day. but accummulated stock,
and a very limited demand were noted ia
the cable advices. For tho last two days,
however, sentiment has seemed to bo veer-
ing toward the "bull17 sido, and operators
were more and more inclined to think that
prices had reached a point at which it would
pay to buy. It needed but a turn in the
trend of foreign advices to translate
tho eentimrnt into a moderate buy-
ing movement. The only advico from
across tho water this morning was
conflicting. The board's Liverpool cable
quoted wheat futures Vi'ic hiuber and the
market active, but its London dispatch
noted a decided decline in values. This
was thought to bo an error, but it was suf-
ficient to cloud tho situation somewhat and
to cause tho uncertainty noted. A few
"longs" made an effort to unload, aud tho
"bears" sought to inaugurate a raid, but
it proved a failure. The later cables
showed that foreign markets wero really
stronger, that thore were liberal
acceptances of last night's offers and that
foreigners were good buyers at New York.
Paris was said to have advanced sharply,
and one private cable said that Kussian
auents were buying largo qnantities of
wheat in Poumania. This news soon
turned the trade. Early sellers covered
and went "long." and the selling pressuro
was quickly relieved. Kesm, who had sold
liberally around the opening, was quick
to see tho drift of things and began
to buy. Pardrigo, who was popu-
larly supposed to be t big

short," bought Generously on the upturn,
partly to evon up and partly for a scalp on
the bull" side. The crowd at lareo was
bulhshly iuc'ined, and as soon as the mar-
ket showed its strong undertone there
was liberal bnyiug by scalpers, bam
Andrews, "who has been a pronounced
"bear." openly announced that he had
abandoned that side, aud was now looking
for a healthy "bull" market, basing his
opinion entirely on the merits of the situa-
tion at home and abroad.
