Popo Leo Insists on Attending to Ilis
Duties Against His Doctors' Orders.

Seized with a Fainting Fit Darin: the Last
Consistorj Preparations Made for Death

An Address to Cardinals Yesterday.

t,T.O CANNOT LIVE LONG.

Ills Growing Weakness Made Apparent at
tho Last ConsUtory Advice Disregarded.

London. Dec. 23. The Lancet's corre-
spondent at Rome, who has on a number of
former occasions given information regard-
ing the Tope's health which subsequently
proved to be absolutely correct, telegraphs
to-da- y confirming a rumor, which has here-

tofore been treated as doubtful, that his
Holiness was seized with a fainting lit after
presiding at tho last consistory. It was
thought for a timo, tho correspondent
states, that death had supervened, but tho
efforts of the physicians attached to the
Vatican, who were hastily summoned,
sufficed to restore animation, and tho
eutlerer rallied, though his condition re-

mained critical for several hours. The
fact that the Pope had fainted was kept a
profound secret at the time, in compliance
with a standing order strictly imposed up-

on the personnel of tho Vatican, according
to which, even in the event of the Pope's
death, the fact is not to be divulged until
the cardinals present in Koine at the
time have completed certain acts prelimi-
nary to the conclavo which is to choose the
new pontiff. These acts are prescribed by
ft secret bulletin lately issued by the Pope,
and their exact nature is not known out-
side of the Pope's advisors. It will be im-
possible to get ft word from the Vatican au-
thoritatively of the 1'opo'o death until
6ome time after it occurs.

Few believe that his Holiness can sur-
vive much longer. The chronic intestinal
catarrh, from which he has long suifered,
is prone to take an acute turn during such
severely cold weather as that which is now
prevalent, while the senile anemia, which
causes the doctors greateranxiety than any
other symptom, is always more pronounced
after the aeed puntill has undergone un-
usual exortion, as in the case of the consis-
tory. This being tho case Saturday next is
looked forward to with great apprehension
in view of the fact that his Holiness
will again, on that day. be sub-
jected to a strain which, in bis en-
feebled condition, ho is not lit to bear.
Despite tho protests of his physicians and
confidential associates ho has promised to
assist actively at the ceremonies attendant
npon the unveiling of tho monument to In-
nocent III and to receive the numerous
bishops who will visit Korae on that oc-

casion. Fifty of these guests have already
arrived. The monument, which stands in
the liasilica of St. John Lateran. has been
erected at the Pope's personal expense, tbo
outlay being half a million francs. In re-
ply to tho appeals which are made to him
to abandon his intention, the Pope simply
says: "I am in the hands of tho Lord."

The doctors complain that his Holiness is
always enlarging his field of work, instead
of confining his labors to absolutely routine
matters, ns ho ought to do iti order to con-
serve his strength. One instanco of this
tendency was furnished by his undertak-
ing personally the arduous correspondence
and series of interviews involved in organ-
izing the foreign hierarchy for the purpose
of holding a council of bishops of all
countries every year, at which tho temporal
and spiritual welfaro of the various peo-
ples may beconsidered from the viow-poin- t
of the church universal. The only way to
account for tho Pope's persisteut disregard
of medical advioa on these subjects is to
assume that ho regards his course as nearly
run, and is resolved to literally die in the
harness, occupied to the last moment in
zealons exercise of such faculties as are
vouchsafed him.

The Pope received the College of Cardi-
nals in state to-da- y. The Pont ill looked
very weary and feeble, and both in manner
and appearance showed that he was far
from being in good health. His tone also
showed weariness and disappointment In
his address to tho cardidals his Holiness
expressed his sorrow that the pilgrimages
of workingmen to Home had ceased
on Recount- - of recent occurrences.
Tho Pontitt alluded especially to the
American Catholic pilgrims, whom wo
hoped to see in Homo again. His Holiness
went on to complain of the inditlerenoe of
tho powers to the evil of slavery and their
failure to assist the ellorts of the church
for the suppression of the tratlic. The gen-
erally despondent spirit of the papal utter-
ances is said to have made a deep impres-
sion on the cardinals, and that the succes-
sion to the papacy is being actively can-
vassed among them.

FLOTTING IN KOUMAXIA.

Russian Intriguers Score a Victory Id the
Dissolution of Parliament.

Srerlsl to tLe Indianapolis Journal.
Vienna, Dec. 23. The dissolution of the

Roumanian Chamber is considered a vic-
tory for Russian intrigue The Russians
havo been laboring with unusual earnest-
ness of late to secure a predominant influ-
ence in Ronmania. It is said in Vienna
that Russia is only waiting to be sure of
Roumania's neutrality or on to
attack Bulgaria. The recent attempt to
drive King Charles into abdication is at-
tributed to Russian influence, the Russians
being jealous of tho presence of a German,
and especially a Hohenzollern. on tho
throne of the leading Balkan state. King
Charles and his ministers have shown a
stubborn determination to prevent Rus-
sians from violating Roumanian territory,
and the Russian maneuvers on the Pruth
havo not onlv been vigilantly watched,
but also reported throughout Europe, to
tho great chagrin of the Russians, who
want secrecy lor their military operations.
This has made Russian agents the more
active in their plots against King Charles
and his advisers, and the dissolution of the
Chamber is the result. The elections to bo
held in Februrary will bo a test of tho
strength of Russian inlluence, ami are ex- -

He is sup-
posed to be worth 10.000,000. Ho is a tee-
totaler, but ha uo belief in religion."

Disorders have occurrod
in varions parts of the State, where the
civil or military authorities have attempted
to suppress tho independents. The peoplo
nre becoming inflamed by tho success of the
revolters, and the movement is spreading
rapidiy.

Sixty Killed and 170 Injured.
LisnoN, Dec. 23. Advices have been re-

ceived from south Africa to the effect that
while tho Cortlnhoss expedition was en
route from Quillimano to Maghamba, an
explosion of gunpowder occurred, by which
sixty persons were killed and 170 wounded.

Acensed of Plotting Against the Czar.
Warsaw, Dec. 23. Tho Polish historian,

Vladislav Smolenski, has been arrested.
Tho charge against him has not been made
public, but it is generally understood that
he is accused of plotting against the Czar.

Jules Simon Dying.

Emperor William has conferred the star
of the Order of Hohnzollern upon Prof.
Krnst Cnrtins. the distinguished Hellenist,
whose iubilee as a professor was appropri-
ately observed Tuesday. In an autograph
letter, the Emperor thanked tho professor
for his services to his father, tho late Em-
peror, "who valued Professor Curtins as a
teacher, as a faithful friend and as a coun-
selor."

LOST ALL THEIR BAGGAGE.

None of the Abytftinla's Passengers Saved
Anything from the Horning Steamer.

London, Dec. 23. Tho North German
Llovd ateamer Spree, from Kew York, hav-
ing on board the passengers and crew of
tho burned Abyssinia, arrived at South-
ampton last night. The third ofiicersays
that after the Abyssinia left Now York, on
Dec. 13, everything proceeded as usual
until Friday. At 1:L0 o'clock that day
smoke was noticed issuing from beneath
tho hatches of the third hold, in which
cotton was stored. An investigation re-

vealed the fact that the cotton was on lire,
and tho flames had gained such headway
that all ellorts made to subdue them or
even hold them in check wero of no avail.
Captain Mnrry ordered tho life-boat- s to be
made ready. Water aud provisions were
placed in them, and the crew and passen-
gers abandoned the burning Abyssinia. Ho
gavo orders to the captains of the life-
boats to lie in the vicinity so that if a ves-
sel boro down to see what was burning
they might all be picked up. This wns
done, and the Spree soon hove in sight.' In
a short time all hands in the boats reached
the deck of the Spree in safety. All the
passengers7 luggage and every bit of the
carco was lost.

It was 4 o'clock this morning when tho
first of the Abyssinia's people, comprising
thirty-fou- r passengers nnd eighty-eigh- t of
tho crew, reached London li' rail from
Southampton. Tho party was conducted
by Purser Brendt, and they looked do-press-

ed

in tho midst of tho don so log which
tilled Waterloo Station. Thoy were met
by the ageut of tbo Guion line, who fcent
tho party immediately to Liverpool. Prior
to their departure an interview was bad
with Purser Brendt. Ho said that the
Abyssinia had a fair passage until 1 r. m.,
Dec. 18. At that timo he was told that tho
ship was on lire. Ho looked and saw smoke
looming from the hold. Purser Brendt
added: "Wo got tho hose stretched and the
engine started. We worked as hard as
we possibly could to get ut the lire,
but almost immediately the llames burst
through where wo were working and drove
us oil. At the same time the watch re-
ported that th e Spree was standing np in
the oil n g. We signaled to her aud she
bore down to us and sent off boats to our
assistance. Before two hours and a half
had elapsed thn Abyssinia was a seething
mass of llames." Tho purser further said
that when the firo was first discovered
great anxiety prevailed for a time. This
was speedily quieted, however, and the
passengers and crew afterwards behaved
admirably. When the order was given to
abandon the 6hip everyhody left her ns
coolly as though they were going aboard
the tender at Liverpool. Mr. Brandt spoke
very highly of tho treatment accorded tho
Abyssinia people on board the Spree. Capt.
Willinger and ollicers and crew did every-
thing for their comfort and treated them in
the kindliest manner possible.

The owners of the burned stesmer desiro
to deny the etatement that two of the
AbyBsinia's crew jumped overboird.uml thut
ono was drowned. There was no lossof lite.
Tho mistake in the previous accounts arose
from the fact that the Spre picked up a
boat contamg two men, who had put out
from tho steamer I on a to ask assistance.
ono of whom whs drowned.

THE COURSE OF PRICES AND WAGES.

Senator Aldrlch Talks or the Senate Finance
Committee's Inrefttlcation.

Washington Special In Philadelphia Frets.
Senator Aldrich is now the recognized

authority in the Senate on taritT matters.
Senator Aldrich was asked early this

week it he thought there would be any
tarill lecislatiou ai a result of the investi-
gation which was begun last summer nnder
the auspices of tho linance committee.

"It is a mistake' said Senator Aldrich,
"to assume that we are engaged solely in
investigating the operation of tho recent
tarift law. The inquiry which wo are con-
ducting is chielly into the course of prices
and wages for the past lifty years. The
nearest approach we will make to consider-in- g

the eilects of the recently enacted law
will bo in the inquiry into the course of re-
tail prices of the articles of general con-
sumption for the period from June, 188J, to
September, 181)1. We are engaged in a
purely statistical inquiry. When this is
fully completed, the committee will, of
course, take into consideration the causes
which have influenced changes in prices
and averages. The inquiry, however, will
not be completed, probably, before May or
June next."

lu answer to a question in regard to the
nature of the data already received, the
Senator said:

"The committee have decided, as 1 think
very properly, not to make any statement
or partial report of the progress of their
work, or to give out for publication any in-
ferences of their own in regard to its sig-nificauc- o."

In regard to the naturo of the report
likely to be made, the Senator said:

"I believe that the committee will be able
to agree unanimously in their statement of
ascertained facts and in regard to many ot
the causes that Imve been from time to time
effective in producing economic changes.

"In regard, however, to tho single ques-
tion as to the eilect which tariff changes
have bad npon the people's welfare within
the period named, it is too much to expect
that an agreeineut will be reached between
the majority and minority of tho commit-
tee."

When asked if the Republicans would
propose any amendments to the law at the
present session, the Senator replied:

"The friends of the measure would nat-
urally prefer that all of its provisions
should be fairly tested before any
amendments are adopted. The Senate has
no power to initiate changes, and with the
present organization of the House it is safe
to assume that all attempts at modification
will be in their nature unfriendly to the
general purposes of the act. I take it for
granted that uo plan of attack has yet been
agreed npon in tho House, and that none
will be. until it is known who is to lead
tho assault."

Cheap Politics.
Boston Advertiser.

The announcement of the Democratio
programme, headed by Senators Voorhees
aud Turpie, of Indiaua, to prevent tho con-
firmation of District Judge Woods, of that
State, to the place on the new Appellate
Court, to which the President has appointed
him, is suggestive of a cheap bit of politics.
Jrtdgo Woods, for reasons which were satis-
factory to him, did not lend himself to the
political move of indicting W. W. Dudley
for alleged bribery of voters in Indiana
in 188. For that reason the two eminent
copperheads to whom we have referred
say that they intend to reject bis nomi-
nation. They ought to know, if they do
not, that the way to try Judge Woods
for any oirenso whiob he committed at that
time is to Impeach him. Of course they
know that ho has committed no offense,
and this action of theirs is a piece of politi-
cal jockeying to hurt the President in his
own State. Judge Woods will be con-
tinued, but it is not pleasant to have to go
through any kind ot a contest with such a
spirit as is being manifested by Voorhees
and Turpie.

No Significance, but
Washington Special in Philadelphia Record.

The speakership light had nothing to do,
necessarily, with persons in connection
with the presidency, although its eli'ect on
policies in connection with tho presidency
wasof tho lirst importance. It was evident
then, asit iscvideut now. that if the Demo-
cratio party, with 140 majority in
the House, elected for tho ex-
press pnrpose of reforming the tarili,
should slight or iguoro that duty, and at
tho e.iino time should go wandering oil
after seventy-tive-cent-doll- ar free coinage,
it would bo useless and needless to bold a
Democratic convention for the purpose of
nominating a candidate for the presidency
next year, because the Kepublican candi-
date, no matter who he was, would bo as
ctriain of election as the wrath of disap-
pointment could make him.

John A. J. Crestrcll, Sena-
tor and Postmaster-Gener- al Under Grunt.
Washington, Dec. 23. John A. J.

this morn-
ing at Klkton, Md.

Mr. Creswoll was norn Nov. 13, 1828, at Port
Deposit, Cecil county, Maryland. Ho grad-
uated at Dickinson College, Carlisle. Pa.,
in June, 1S4S, sharing tho first honor of his
class with Prof. James W. Marshall, and
delivering tho valedictory on the day of
commencement, lio was admitted to the
bar in 150. In politics Mr. Creswoll was a
Democrat, being a delegate to the conven-
tion which nominated Buchanan, but at
tho beginning of tho war he joined the Ke-

publican party. In 11GI he represented tho
First Maryland district in Congress, and
in March, 1861. he was chosen by the Legis
lature to fill the unexpired term of Thomas
II. Hicks in the Senate of the United
States. He was appointed Postmaster-genera- l

at the beginning of President Grant's
administration, and after successfully con-
ducting tho aflairs of that department
lor five years and four months the necess-
ity of engaging in business caused his res
isnation. In accepting it. PresidentUranr,
in a letter of June 4, lb74, expressed his
sincere regret at tho loss of an officer so
efficient, faithful and satisfactory. On
July '22. Ib74, he was appointed counsel for
the United .States before the Court of Ala-
bama Claims, retaining that position until
the court expired in December, 187(5. Ho
was reappointed counsel to the reorganized
court by President Arthur in lSK'l and
served until 1KH'. Mr. Crcsxrell was one of
the commissioners for closing up the af- -
fairs of the Pieedman' Savings Hank. He
then became presidt-n- t of tho Citizens' Na-
tional liank. of Washington, D. C. and
vict-preeid- cnt of the National Bauk, of
Elkton.
