this realizing, forced small concessionsin al-
mosteverything traded in, whilea few of the
Jeading sbhares made material declines from
Monday night's prices. The movement be-
gan in London, which came lewer yester-
vay morning., and the market from the
start was inclined to follow. The strength
shown by the Gonld properties, and Mis-
souri Pacifio in particular, checked the de-
elining tendency during the whole of the
forenoon. Later, however, the coalers
were selected to bear the severest pressure,
and when marked losses had Dbeen sus-
tained in theseshares, the Gould shares fol-
lowed and lost their early improvement
with something in addition. The strength
displayed in apecial stocks, however, was
still one of the features of the market acd,
in the face of the general weakness, Omaha
common was forced up over 3 per cent.inthe
ufterncon and, while not closing at the best
tigure, scored & marked gain for the day.
As usual of late the industrials were quiet
and without feature, and the grangers fol-
lowed the rest of the list throughout the
day, though Baurlington was specially
weak and lost a material amount. The

Au old horseman gives the following as
his method of training horsea to stand
withont Inelmg tied: After young horses
bhave become bridle-wise, 1 first endeavor
to teach them the meaning of every word [
say to them. This is not a ditlicnlt matter,
provided too miny words are not unsed at
once, The first thing is to adopt some word
at the sound of which they are to under-
stand they must stop. Words whiech
are ensy to speak. and which can
be made emphatie shonld be chosen, such
as “ho.” “whoa,” ote., sand every time the
word is used the horse to which it isepoken
should be made to obey it carefully. Care-
lessness in regard to this matter will do
more to unde what has been taught than
an{thinz else.

When o horse fully understands the
meaning ot the word at which yon wish
bim to stop and stand still the greatdt
part of the work 18 accomplished. He
then cun be trusted with safety while
you leave him for ashort time. To take
no risk and to make the work more
effective it 18 a good plan for two to get
into the wagon to which a horse 18 hitched
and having stopped aiter a short drive one
shonld get ont and Jeave bim at a short
distance. Should the horse start the one
in the wagon can draw the lines sudaenly
nad thus prevent his getting away. There
will be mno trouble 1n teaching any horse
with an ordinary amount of good common
sense to stand as long as yon desire with-
