NOT COMPELLED TO TESTIFY,

Gresham's Ruling in the Counselman Case
Set Aside by the Supreme Court.

Wasmixarox, Jan., 1L.—It has now be-
come settled that witnesses cannot be com-
pelied to testify in any criminal cases
where the answers might tend to criminate
them in any way or subjeot them to possi-
ble future prosecution. It 18 held that the
fifth amendment to the Constitution, giving
persons the right to refuse to answer ques-
tions which might ve used against them in
eriminal cases, must be construned in its
broadest sense. Such is she effect of the
decision of the United States Supreme
Court to-day in the celebrated interstate-
commerce case of Charles Counselman, ap-
pellant va. Frank Hitchoock, marshal of
the United States district for Northern Illi-
nois. This case is one of great interest

to railroads. and has attracted wide-spread

attention. Counsclman was asked whether
be had ever obtained from any railroad
rates on grain shipments lower than the
open rate to all shippers. ~ He refused to
auswer on the f.tlound that it might crim-
mais him, and claimed the protection of
the Constitution, the guarantee conferred
by the fifth ameudment. Judge Gresuam
decidad against him, and held him in con-
tempt of court for refusing to answer the
nestions, and 1t is on appeal from Judge
resham’s court that the case decided Ly
she Bupreme Court to-day came up. The
court’'s ruling is that Judge Gresham's or-
der was erroneons, and that Counselman
cannot be compelled to testify. It has been
said that the ellect of a decision Ly the
courts that witpessess cannot be com-
lled to teatify will seriously hamper the
nterstate-commerce act. The court’s de-
€18100 WAS UDADIMOUS.

The Counselman case had its origin in an
investigation beguu in 1590 by the grand
jury of the United States District Court
for Northern (llinoig into certain alleged
violations of the interstate-commerce act
by the officers and agents of the Rock
Island, tbe Barlington and the Chieago,
St. Panl & Kansas City railway companies.
Conpselmsa was asked whether he had ob-
tained from railroads coming to Chicago
from points outside the State a rate for
grain transportation less than the tariff
rates, His reply to this and similar ques-
tiors as to whether or not he had received
rebates, drawbacks or commissions from
specially named railroads, was that he de-
clined to answer, on the ground that it
might tend to criminate him. The grand
jury repurted the refusal to the District
Court, aud it found that Counsel-
man’'s excuses were insufficient, and
directed bim to angwer., He still refusiog,
the court adjuded him in contempt, fined
him §500 and coats, and directed the mar-
shal to take him 1n ecustody and hold nim
until he should have answered the ques-
tions asked and others of similar import.
After further Broceodlnsl the Cirenit
Court, Judge Greshasm delivering the
opinion, discharged a writ of habeas
corpus it had issved Counselman pending
its decision, and made an order sustaining
the District Court. From Judge Gresham's
order the appeal in this court was prose-
cuted and Counselman meantime admitted
to bmil. Counsel for the witness (appellant),
besides urging the plea that the witness
was protected bLy the fifth amendment to
toe Constitation from answering any ques-
tions whieh might tend to eriminate him
in any case, also attacked the rignt of the
grand jury to proceed in such investiga-
tions,

THE COURT'S OPINION. 3

The court, in its opinion, rendered by
Justice Blatchford, says, however, that 1t
does not find 1t necessary to consider any
other than the point raised under the Con-
stitution as to the privileges of witnesses.
Jt is broadly contended, says the opimion,
that & witness is not entitled teo viead the

privilege of silence execept in a criminal
case against himself, but such is not the

langunage of the Constitution. Its provision
is that no person shall be compelled 10 any
criminal case to be a witness against him-
self. This provision must have a broad
construction in favor of the right which it
was intended to secure, The matter under
investigation by the grang jury was a
criminal matter, and the reason given by
Counselman for his refusal was that his
unswers might tend to eriminate him. His
spprehension was that the anawers might
show that he had committed a crime against
the interstate-comimerce ac]t:i for which
be might be prosecuted. is answers,
therefore, would be testimony against him-
self, and he would be compelled to give
them 1n & criminal case, It was impossible
that the meaning of the constitutional pro-
vision can only be that a person shall not
be compelled to be a wituess 1n a criminal
prosecution against himself. The object
was to 1nsure that a person should not be
compelled, when acting as a witness in an
investigation, to give testimony which
might tend to show that he himself bhad
committed a crimwe. The privilege is lim-
ited to eriminal matters, but it is as broad
as the mischief against which 1t seeksto
guard. The court then takes up the con-
tention that the investigation vefore the
grand juary was not a criminal case, but
soiely to ascertain whether a crime had
been committed, and it reaches the con-
clusion that the guestions asked Counsel-
man and his relation to the inguiry show
that it was such a case as entitled him
to inveke the protection of the Constitu-
sion.

The court then considers the allegation
that Section 830, which says that no evi-
dence obtained from a witness by means of
& judicial proceeding shall be in any man-
ner used against him in any eriminal pro-
ceeding, or for the enforcement of any pen-
alty or forfeiture, removes the protection of
the constitutional privilege of Connselman.
The court says this provision, of gourse
protected Counselman against the use o
his testimony agsinst bimself or his prop-
erty, but that it could not and would not
prevent the use of his testimony to search
ont other testimony to be used against him,
1t could not preveut the obtaining and the
use of evidence which should be attriba-
table directly to the testimony he might
give under compulsion. Section 560 is not
co-extensive with the counstitutional pro-
vision, and legisiation cannot detract from
the privilege afforded by the Constitution.
A mere net of Congress cannot amend the
Constitution,

& The opinion of Justice Blatchford then
makes an exhanstive review of the decis-
ions by this court and by State courts in
cases arising out of the existenoce of similar
zrovinonn in State constitutions, and says:

It is quite clear that legislation cannot
abridge a eonstitutional privilege and that
it cannot rep .. ¢e orsupply one, at least un-
Jess it is 80 Uroad as to have the same ex-
tent. * * * Weare clearly of opinion
that no statute which leaves the party or
witness subject to proseoution after he
answers the eriminating questions put to
him ean have the effect of snpplanting the
privilege conferred by the Constitution of
the United States. Section 500 of the Re-
vised Statutes does not supply a complete
protection from all the perils against which
the constitutional prohibition was designed
to quard, and isnota full substitute for
the prohibition. In view of the constitn.
tional provision a statutory ensctment, to
be valid, must afford absclute immunity
sgainst future prosecution for the offense
to which the question relates. ”

The court therefore rules that Counssl-
man was sntitled to refuse to answer, and
directs that the judement of the Circoit
Court be reversed and the case remanded,
with direction to diecharge Counselman
from custody.

“Requiescat in pace,” was the parting re-
‘uark of Justice Brewer to-day when the
Justice dismissed from the further atten.
tion of the court the cass of the United
States va, Des Moines River Navigation
and Railway Company. The court, for the
eighth or nirth time, rendered a decision
kolding good the title of the navigation
company. A ripple of subdued lsughter
passed along the bench at the remark of
the Justice, which doubtless refiected the
wish of the whole court that it has passed
upon the case for the last ime.

Alleged Scheme to Inflaence the President—
Delay in Confirming Judge Woods.
Special 1o the Indiapapolis Journal,
Wasmingrox, Jan. 1L—An effort is be-
ing made by some Senators who want ecer-
taln appointments to the Cirenit and Dis-
triet Courts to delay confirming the
judicial nominations pending till the Pres-
jdent has not only filled the Cirenit Court
vacancivs existing, but also the vacancies
which may be created by appointments to
eizreuita. The purpose of such a movement

isplamn. It 18 to ferce the President to
yield to the demanda of Senators :n mak-
Ing appointments or suffer the penalty of
an a lin;e‘eI fvmi: the ljamomt? ﬁ:x_- the
purpose of defeating pending nominations.
The effort will undoubtediy fail. In the
first place, the President cannot be forced
to make any appointments. The majority
of the Senate, which may include some
Democrats, do not believe in such tactics
to secare any end, much less judicial ap-
pointments, which shounld be free from
ward politics and chicanery and maohiua-
tions of every character.

There was a meeting of the Senate com-
mittee on judiciary this morning whieh oe-
cupied two hours, bnt no repors on judicial
nominations was agreed upon, It was the
mtention of the committee to first take up
the nomination of Judge William A.
Woods, of the Indiana eircuit, but immed:-
ately upon the convening of the committee
it was stated that Senator Vorhees, who
had asked to be beard in opposition to the
confirmation of Judge Woods, was in
Indiana, and bad nested that final
action be deferred till he retarned to the
city and was heard. It was stated that
Senator Voorheea intended to be there on
next Friday or Saturday, and, that he
wonld then request no further postpone-
ment. It is customary to grant such
& courtesy, and when the committee ad-
journed it was with the understanding
that it wonld be called together again on
Friday or Saturday for the purpose of hear-
m1 Senator Voorhees, after which a favor-
able report will unquestionably be made
upon that and the other judicial nomina-
tions pending.

Will Hamper Federal Grand Jaries.
CHicaco, Jan. 11.—Judge Blodgett, of
the federal court, when told of the decision
of the Snpreme Court in the Counselman
case, said it was a severe blow to the inter-
state-commerce law. “Aslam a judge who

may be called upon to try cases under the
law, I do not feel like saying much about
the Prohnble effect of the decision,” said
he, “but I think federal grand juries will
find themselves serionsiy hampered in their
Inveatigations until the law Las been
amended, It is probable that Congress will
80 amend the interstate-commerce act as to
make it more eflective than it has ever
been.”

United States District Attorney Milehrist
said that it would not seriously affect pros-
ecutions under the law in the other similar
cases pending. The decision merely ex-
empted shippers and agents of railroads
who wonld be incriminated, and the de-
partment bad never been able to get any
evidence from them anyhow. The decision,
however, did not exemot shippers and rail-
road clerks from giving evidence, and they
could be made to testify.

VILE CHINESE PAMPHLET.

The Kind of Stuff Used to Work Up Seanti-

ment Against Missionaries.

Loxpox, Jan. 11.—The translation, by L.
G. Hopkins, of the snonymous Chinese
pamphlet, about which so much has been
said, and which was distributed free during
last autumn along the river Yangtse, is be-
ing quietly circuiated in this city. It is
entitled: *“‘Death to the Devil's Doctrines.”
The pamphlet is maae up of atrocious

statements und sentiments clothed in the
most abominable language. So vile is the

work that 1t is impossible to do more than
to refer to its matter. From the story of

the immacaulate conveption of the Virgin
Mary down to the most ordinary features
of present Christian mssionary work
in China this obscene pamphlet
touches nothing but to  defile.
It was clearly written to excite the fa-
natioism of the most ignorant of a totally
debased population, for to no other counld
it appeal with the expectation of exciting
anything but disqust and contempt. The
writer, who declares that he is seventy-
five years old, says: *"Also they (the Chris-
tian devils) rate women more highly than
men, and alike in the government of the
state and of the bousehold, the control, in
most cases, is exercised by the devil wom-
an.”

IRISHMEN ARE SORE.

Will Not Present an Address on the Ocea-

sion of the Duke's Marriage.
Ejecinl to the Indianapolis Journasl.

Dvsrin, Jan. 11.—The meeting of the
Dablin corporation to-day,at which the
question of adopting an address to the
Queen, the Prince of Wales and the
Duke of Clarence on the occasion
of the Duke’'s approaching wedding was
debated, was remarkable for the mod-
erate tone which characterized the discus-
sion, Mr. Dobson, in moving the address,
said he was encouraged to do so by the cor-
dial manner to which the toast to the

Queen’s health was respounded to at the re-
cent mayoralty banquet. Mr. Brown, in
seconding the motion, nrged that political
feeling be discarded and ihat the mewmbers
consider only their loyaity to the Queen as
subjects ot her world-wide empire.
Ex-High Sheritt Shanks proposed an
smendment, which was seconded by Alder-
man Perry, taat “while the occasion of the
Duke’s marriage elicits our hearty good
wishes, the council does not feel justified,

while exceptional laws are applied to Ire-
land, in presenting an addresa.” The sup-

porters of the amendment repudiated any

idea of disloyalty, and expressed the hope
tbat when the unjust and exceptional co-

ercive laws now apolied to Ireland should
be repealed and the desire for a national
Parliamont acceaed to, an address of oon-
gratnlation on such an occasion might be
presented from all representative bodies in
Ireland. The amendment prevailed, and
the debate was at an end.

IN FAVOR OF A TREATY,

Prominent Frenchmen Want to Enlarge
Their Trade with the Unitea States.

Paris, Jan, 1L—Deputy Siegfried, who
was active in establishing the negotiations
for the commercial treaty with the United
States, said recently to au Associated Press
representative: *‘Iconsider that the treaty
will be favorable to both countries. It will
facilitate the entry into France of several
leading American agricultural and mining
products, Wwhile France’s industrial and
artistic produects will have a large sale in
the United States. This movement is op-
portune, a8 the French Parliament has
just asked the government to endeavor ¢
lessen the price of the poor people’s light—
kerosene. The government of the Unpited
States, rather :than let Russia get
all the benefit of the marked lowering
of duties on petroleum, onght to ask are-
duction of one-haif of our actual tariff on
petrolenm aud pork, olfering 1n exchange
an equal reduction on French silks and
woolens, besides pictures and art works.
On these couditions an arrapgement can
le obtained by whieh the commerce be-
tween the two countries, now scarcely
amounting to sixty willion francs, will be
doubled jn five years.”

Deputy Georges Berger, speaking on the
same topic, sald: **Our ports have been
opened to American salt meats and the
United States should give something in re-

turn. The United States shounld reduce the
taril on wines and dreas goods.”

Louis Graudeau, a member of the Snper-
rior Council of Agricnlture, said: “‘In re-
sponse to the injury done by the McKinley
law Irance might retaliate by placing a
high daty on Awmerican graln whileencour-
aging the importation of Australian, In-
dian and Rnsasian grain. A treaty on a fair
basis is desirable for both countries.”

He
declared that the Liberals were not
wise in trosting the government’s
foreign policy. There were times when

the traditional non-interference by the op-

doned. He believed that neither Germany
nor France wished for an alhance with
England, since voth cherished desigos on
Belgiom, whose meutralit England
bad guaranteed. Lord Salisbury was
allowing that wmatter to drift while Eng-
land ought to be very jealous of every en-
croachment in that direction, and should
make up her mind whether or not to tight
in order to preserve the autonomy of Bel-
gium.

25, at St. Etienne, France, was con-
demned to two months’ imprisonment, to
pay a fine of $§200, and to be expelled from
the country wbhen his time of imprison-
ment had expired. The institate will
not assist John Cooper, an English-

man, who was at the same time
sentenced to fifteen months’ imprison-
ment, to pay a fine of §600, and to
also be expelled from France, when re-
leased. The two men were convicted of

attempting to secore samplea of the French
and Russian carbines for Eaglish govern-

ment coptractors, lKudnel in his defense

claimed that he had been sent to Bt
Etienne by the anthorities of Coventry to
study the process of ribbon weaving and

the manufacture of steel, so that he might
become a professor in the Coventry Tech-
nical Institute.

Children Killed for Their Blood,

Funeral Procession Lost in & Snow-Storm.
DusBLiN, Jan. 1L.—The heavy snow-fall in

the north of Ireland has greasly impeded
traffic. The roadsin many places are utter-
ly impassable, Irn consequence of this
state of afiairs it was impossible for many
clergymen to reach their churches yester-

day, and religious services were therefore
not held. At Tyrone a funeral procession
became lost in the storm, and, after many
fruitless attempts on the part of those tak-
1ng part in it to tind out where they were,
the horses became exhausted, and it was
found necessary to abandon the hearse in a
snow-drift,

‘Anarchy in the Famine Districts.
81. PETERSBURG, Jan. 11.—A state of an-
arcby in several districts of the govern-
ments of Penza and Saratoyal, where the

starving peasants have looted and burned
the houses of the Jews, whom they asoccuse
of monopolizing the grain grodnct. In a
number of instances the mob tfuriously at-
tacked the Jews, killing several and wound-
ing many. The local authorities appear to
have been either unable or unwilling to
protect the helpless people.

Scenes in Berlin’s Slums.

BERLIN, Jan. 11.—As the result of Em-
peror William’s strictures upon immoral-
ity, the police are making sweeping evio-
tions throughout the slum districts of this
city. Their proceedings have revealed a

dreadful state of overcrowding in those
noisome localities, including the living to-
ether .ot persons of both sexes in rooms
or habitation completely lacking sanitary
appliances.

Maprip, Jan. 1l.—There were 1,000 men
in the riotous anarchistic band tnat at-
tacked the city of Xeres on Friday night.

Ringing Speeches Made by Hon. Etanten J,

Peelle, Merrill Moores, the New Mipister

Prof. William D. McCoy was given a
rousing greeting at the Odd-fellows’ Hall
on indiana avenne, last night, by his col-
ored friends, upon the occasion of his ap-
pointment as minister to Liberia. The
meeting was under the auspices of the Col-
ored Republican League, and its president,
Don D). Wells, presided. Mr. Wells called
the mnssembly to order at 5:30 o'clock, and
stated briefly the oceasion of the meeting.
He referred to Professor McCoy as a man
of whom his race had just right to feel
proud, and as one who reilects credit upon

it and his town.

‘I'he first speaker introduced was Mr.
Merrill Moores, Mr. Moores said that he
rejoiced to be able to congratulate Prof.
McCoy upon the high hounor that had been

thrust upon nim, and that he knew such
an important trustin so capable bhands
wonld be taithfully and ably fulfilled, *1
bave known Professor McCoy for a namber
of years, and have enjoyed his friendship,
and feel that in his going from us this city
is losing one of her stanchest and most
worthy citizens. A man who by his grit, en-
ergy, persoverance and saving has brought
bimseif up to what he i1s to-day, Professor
McCoy’s life and career is a story of what
can be accomplished by work and deter-
mination to succeed. He bad not bailf the
advantages in his youth that any of your
children have to-day, yet he improved
what meagro opportunitiecs came to him
nntil now he is & man ol broad intellect,
superior education and a high knowledge
oif public affaira. What greater honor
could a man want than to be chosen by the
chief executive of his country to be sent to
a foreign nation as her representative, the
protector of her interests and her
righta in the commerce of nations?
Prof. MeCoy goes as the sponsor of the
greatest nation on God's earth; a nation of
65,000,000 of free, eunlightened peouple who
lead the world in all the arts and sciences
known to civilization. Above his head
shall float the stars and strips and they
shall protect bim and he will see to it that
all deference and respect is paid to them.”
MR. PEELLE’S ADDRESS,

The chairman next introduced the Hon.
Stanton J. Peelle, who was received with
much applause, for it was known that to
Mr. Peelle as much as tv any other one per-
son Prof. McCoy owes lus appoint-
ment. Mr. Peelle said substantially:
“The bringing to this country

in 1619 of the first ship-load of humanity for
the parpose of casting them in chains, was
a cruel thing, It was an inhuman act, and
was inevitably destined to put a great blot
on the Nation's name and eventually canse
Ler trouble. Those poor, oppressed slaves
grew and multiplied in the land so that up
to 15861, they numbered four millions of
souls, Then a great man arose, and, in all
the power and majesty of his might, he
said “This thing must not be—1t is not right
—1t must be bé stopped.” You know the
rest of the storyv—how it was stopped, and
at how great a cost. Since that bloody
strife this glorious Nation bas Dbeen
privileged to see the great good
that change has wrought. Instead of
ni-i:‘f the negro up in ignorance and
degradation as an animal, he has been
placed on an equality with the white inan
and given the same privileges and advan-
tages., Schools and churches have been
built for him and he has been surrounded
with retining and cultured intinences, until
his advance in civilization and position
bas made it possible for him to egual the
white man in mental attainment. We now
not only recognize them as our equals be-
fore God, but as our peers betoreman. We
not only 1nvest them with trusts and posi-
tions of honor 1u our own country, but we
send them to represent this great and pow-
erful Nation abroad at foreign poris,
We are here to-night to do honor to oune of
your race aud a rellow-townsman who has
been chosen by President Harrison to go to
that far-off continent from which your
ancestors came, A man who is going back
to show four millions of people what this
liberty-loving country has done and is do-
ing for the black man. The republic of
Liberia is about three-fourths of the size
of Indiana, yet, in its way, 1t is a powerful
little nation. In 1847 it was declared a re-
public, and in 1848 was recognized by
Great Britain assuch. In 1861 the United
States recognized it, and two years Iater a
perpetual treaty of peace was made with it.

““T'he trade relations between the two
countries are of the very pleasantest, and
Professor McCoy may console himself by
knowing that heis going among friends.
When be strolls the streets of Monrovia he
can tell those people of his happy home
across the seas, and encourage them to
greater eftorts in the direction of progress
and civihization. A number of otlLer ais-
tinguished colored men were seeking the
appointment from the President, all of
whom had strong claims as to fit-
ness and capability, but Mr. Harri-
son, with his usual good judgment
and wisdom, appreciated that mnone
were 80 fit as Professor MeCoy.
My acquaintanee ana friendship with
Professor McCoy has extended over a num-
ber of years, and | want to say to you that
I never knew a more reliable, upright,
honorable man in all my acquaintance than
he is. He 18 an honor and a credit to the
colored race. and to the city of Indianap-
olis, and to the country which he is going
to represent, and 1 predict for him a
brilliant administration at the United
States legation of Liberia.”

THE NEW MINISTER TALKS,

Hardly had the applause which greeted
Mr. Peelle's address died out before s fresh
bestowsl burst forth when Chairman
Wells introduced the new United States
minister to Liberia. Professor McCoy

arose, and 1n his customary dignified, easy
manper began to speak. He said in part:
“Fellow-citizens—1 Lave been yours for
thirty-eight years; now ] am taken away
from yon, and am to be sent far, far away
to another country to represent this great
Nation which we all love so well. 1 can
bardly realize, as 1 stand here to-might,
shat such is the case. That thirty years
ago | romped and played on the old common,
upon which this very building now stands,
and that to-night 1 gaze on many faces
which 1 knew so well then in boyhood and
have seen every day since, provably for
the last time. Then 1 knew of
laberia onix a8 probably wost of
you know of it—that it was
a little, struggling slave nation on the
west coast of far-offi Africa, just a little
north of the equator. But since then |
have read and studied a great deal abont
the country, and in the past few years,
especialiy, 1 bave taken a great interest in
it. 1 count shis bonor a great one indeed,
and am fully appreciative of the worth of
it. Butl do not take the eredit upon my-
self at all, but give it all to my friends who
have worked so nobly torme. 1 only bope
and pray that | may be worthy of my trust,
for as God gives me strength | shall per-
form my duty to the best of my ability.”
P'rofessor McCoy then gave a brief de-
scription of the country, its peoples, re-
sources and power, as he hasobserved by
study of the sabject. In one year its ex-
portations of fruits, spices, indigo and
other products amounted to SIX 000,000,
Since the establishment of friendly rela-

| tions between the two countries the Unired

States has sent six ministers there. Of
this number three have died there and the
others are now living in America sgain,
Professor McCoy ciosed his remarks by
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audience the
great importance of education, He
pleaded with them mot to take
their children out of school until they have
received at least & common school educs-
tion. This is worth every sacrifice, avery
self-denial that a father and mother can
make. Without it their ehildren can never
hope to be miora than mere hewers of wood
and drawers of water.

The meeting closed with a brief speech
by Mr. George Knox, who commended the
wisdom of President Harrison's selection
of a minister to Liberia, and felt contident
that Professor MeCoy would creditably fill
his office and provean honor 1o his country.
