Immigrant Business Removed.

Chairman Finlej Unable to Name an Amount
ThaV-Woul- d Satisfy Each Road Janu--

. arj Trade on Local Lines.

Chairman Finley, of the Weatern Passen-
ger Association, if sued a decision yester-
day on tbVquestion of commissions to bo
paid ' on immigrant traffic from New York
to California points. This is the Kock Isl-

and appeal case, in which the board of ar-

bitration declared that the appellant was
entitled to relief on the business in ques-
tion, bat did not fix the extent of the relief
to which it was entitled. This duty de-Tolv-ed

npon the chairman, bat. not being
aided, by information that would enable
him to name a specific amount which wonld
fully protect members against outside com-

petition, he concludes that extreme meas-
ures mast be taken to secure equality. lie
therefore permits each line to pay each
commissions as may be required to meet
the competition of outside lines on
board immigrant traCio destined to Cali-
fornia point.

Tne Immediate effect of this ruling will
be to force all roads not baring trausmis
louri lines, of their own oat of the busi-
ness. The commission now ruling in New
York on this traflio is $13. One dollar is the
authtrjzed, commission from New York to
Chicago, and $2J tho authorized commission
from th Missouri rirer to the Facitio coast.
Add 10 to these amounts in order to meet
the outside competition and the entire rate
between Chicflco and the Mississippi river
is absorbed. . 'in is completely forces out of
the business the roads whose lines do not
expend JyonU the Missouri river, and the
Kock. Island will get a little over SG per
r&sseuger haaled from Chicago to Denver.
The probability is that the roads in interest
will now get together and agree to the pay-
ment of sense reasonable commission which
shall not, under any circumstances, be de-
parted from. '

" Northwestern Ilato War.
A meeting of the Northwestern commit-

tee of the Western Passenger Association
has been called for next Saturday at Chi-

cago to confer with representatives of the
Northern Pacific, the Great Northern, the
Michigan Central and the Chicago &
Grand Trunk concerning rates via Chicago
and St Paul to and from points in the
Northwest, and also rates of tne Koo line.
In tne meantime the boo has issued a flam-
ing circular calling attention to its "boy-
cott tarift." in which it quotes a rate of
?150 from St Paul to Detroit, against tbo
regular rate, with proportional rates to
other points.

Grain Blockade.
Thera is another gram blockade at Kan-

sas City, and yesterday the Burlington no-

tified the members of the Board of Trade
that unless relief were aiven it either by
unloading or transferring cars it would
order thi.t no more cars be loaded for Kan-
sas City, and that those in transit be side-
tracked out in the country somewhere.
The other roads are in practically the same
condition. The trouble seems to be that
the commission men are letting too much
grain come in for whioh there is no mar-
ket, and. to save the cost of storing, allow
It to remain in. the cars as long as possible.

one month's wages due its employes, was
allowed to resume operations to-da- y. Tho
Toad bad been tied no since Christmas day.

That the in-
crease In loaded cars in not larger is sur-
prising, butitshouldbe borne in mind that
while through business was heavy beyond
parallel local trafho was iight especially
with the north-and-sout- h roads.

arma. At the request of Texas our govern-
ment (curiously anxious, too,) sent an
army into that country to defend it against
invasion. General Taylor remained at
Corpus Cbristi from August, 1S15. to
January. 1S46, without any bos-til- e

acta whatever on tbe part
of Mexico. Tbe strange part of it all was
that the diplomatic relatione between tbo
United Statea and Mexico remained un-
broken and Mr. Slidell, of Louisiana, had
authority to settle all difficulties. Tbe
Question of dispute between Texas and
Mexico yrtka tbo boundary lines and the
territory in dispute lay between theNeaces
and the Del Norte rivers. The army of
occupation was stationed near the Rio
Grande, where a deputation of thirty to
forty men waa sent from Mexico to protest
against the invasion. This occurred a
month before hostilities commenced. Now
comes the discoverv, and the peouliar part
of the history. ,On the 11th of May. 184,
the President of tbe United Statea
ent to Congress a message announcing

a state of war, commenced on the
part of Mexico, whose government be said,
after a long-continue- d seriea of menaces, .

had at last invaded our territory and abed
tbe blood of our citizens on our own soil."
And he asked Congress "to recognize tbe
existence of the war, and to place into the
hands of the executive the means of
prosecuting it." A bill to raise men and
810,000,000 was reported to the House at
once. It was passed by the Senate the
next morning, and returned to tbe House
tbe same evening, and waa repassed the
next day with amendments from tbe Sen-
ate, and was signed that day by the
President with the issue of the
war proclamation. The work was too
hurried to give perfect satisfaction,
and many persons became unpopular
because they opposed the measure, and
urged a declaration of war by Congress in
compliance with the Constitution. Tbe
President had invaded Mexican territory,
which was tantamount to a declaration of
vrar. They opposed the measure from the
falsity of the preamble of tho President's
message, which declared "the war to exist
by tbe act of the republic of Mexico."
Tom Corwin. of Ohio, declared this decla-
ration positively untrue, and that our gov-
ernment was the invader. It was on
Mexican soil that blood had been shed and
not on ours, as declared by tbe President.
Debate became rampant, and a mo-
tion was ottered in tbe Senate to
strike out the preamble from tbe
records, but it was lost, 18 to . 23,
because it took tbe statement of tbe Presi-
dent to cover np the iniquity of the project
of usurping power secretly assumed by the
President. Calhoun said: "Theobjectof the
war appeared, from the President's message,
to be three-fold- : First, to repel invasion:
second, to establish the Rio del Norte as
the western boundary: third, to obtain
payment for indemnities due our citizens
for claims against Mexico." Also, that
"the President assumed that war existed,
and called upon Congress to recognize that
existence." The opposition said: "While
the houses of Congress remained in ignor-
ance, and those who knew could not move,
the President was ordering the army upon
the Rio Grande, and taking a step of
which the inevitable consequences proved
to be war." Nothing else brought on tbe
war but the marching of our armies with-
out any necessity, done, too, while Con-
gress was In session, without tbeir knowl-
edge as to the intention of tbe President.
The government of tbe United States can
proudly say: "We have acquired our ter-
ritory by purchase, except this Texas,
which was peculiarly taken in. All other
powers have been gained upon the princi-
ple of conqnest. The great plains and
mountains of our Western domain were
paid for in the Louisiana purchase; then
came the purchase and establishment of
boundary lines between tbe United States
and Mexico, which, with the little trump
of Texas, gave us 2,000.000 square miles." If
the war of 1S40 was ill begun U was nobly
ended.

THE WAR '.VITfl MEXICO.

A Writer Endeavors to Prore That It Waa Be-c- an

in an Irregalar and illegal Manner.

XV the Editor of tho Indianapolis Journal:
The Journal, in commenting on the Chil-

ian difficulties, made the statement that
the United States bad never made but "one
formal declaration of war." The writer, con-
versing with ateachorof one of our district
schools, asked. "What have yon learned in
reading the Chilian affair!" and he an-

swered, "1 have learned that tbe United
States has never declared war but once."
I BBked, ."What about Mexico!" Ho
laughed and said, "That war 'existed' sim-
ply, and Congress found it out."

This put a new phase on history, and
since then I have been trying to find oat in
what manner the war with Mexico was
constitutional. The Constitution gives
Con gTess the power to declare war. This
power to declare war is the power to de-
cide whether or not there shall be war in a
given case, and is one of the highest which
any government can exercise, involving
the interest of greatest importance affect-
ing the property and lives of the people.
The student has a right to ask how could
Congress vote men and means without some
formal declaration to carry on a war be-
tween itself and another nation.
The act of July 22. 1SGL ia entitled. "An
act to authorize tbe employment of volun-
teers to aid iu enforcing the laws and pro-
tecting publio property." Put lu the his-
tory of the war with Mexico there seems to
be a dark side, susceptible of criticisrh.
Texas had seceded from Mexico, end the
people governed themselves under the form
of a President and Congress. In May. 1843,
Dr. Anson Jones, then Tresident. laid bo-fo- re

the Congress or Texas a proposition
from the Mexican government to
acknowledge the Texan government
upon three condition: First Tsxas
