On Nov. 8 afire and cave-in at Patton
tannel, ou the Lonisville, Evansville & St
Louis railroad, forty miles west of New
Aibany, utterly wrecked the tunnel, which
18 068 feet in length, and caused an entire
suspension of freight trafiic, and necessi-
tated a walk of a mile over the wreck ULy
all passengers. A large foree of men was
put to work to repair the damage, and the
first traio since the disaster will pass
through the tunnel Weunesday. The re-

copstruction will cost President Mackey

150,000, and it is safe to estimate his loss
10 business b{ the disaster at $200,000 more.
The road 1s the chief through line between
Louisville and Bt. Louis.

Freight Tonnage Still Inereasing.
The conditions for moving freights could

bardly be more favorable, and that the
railway mansgementsare taking ad vantage
of the favorable time for moving traffic 1s
evidenced in the weekly statement, which
shows shat in the week ending Feb. 6 there
were received and forwarded at Indian-
apolis 21,435 loaded cars, against 21,075 m
the preceding week, or an increase last
week of 350 loaded cars. The fact is that

all Indianapolis lines are so pressea with
business that everything in the shape of a
Jocomotive fit for service 1s now in use. The
J.. M, & 1. and the I. & V. have been
obliged to ask the retura of all the
engines they bad loaned to other di-
visions. The problem is no longer where
to get bnsiness or cars, but where to get
the power to haul it. The shipments east
coutinue beavy beyond precedent, but
bundreds of cars are standing on side-
tracks at division points awaiting orders
from the Eastern trunk-lines to forward
them. While a large per cent. of these
cars are loaded with grain, the tonnage of
miscellaneons freights, such as bard-wood
lumber, staves, heading, poultry, butter
sud live stock, is unusually heavy for a
winter month, and so pressing are the de-
mands of shippers of these miscellaneous
ireights for cars that many cars sent to
be loaded with grain are turned over to
she other classes of business, and while

ain foots up the largest tonnage, other

usiness is springing up in & volume which
obliges freight men to divert cars. Through
business west-bound is showing an unus-
uslly heavy tonnage for February. One
general freight ssent states that their
through west-bound business is at least 50
per cont. heavier than the first week in Feb-
ﬂug. It will be noticed that north-and.
south lines are showing a heavier move-
ment, which means shat local traffic is
again heavy,

They
now give emplovment to sixty-five men,
mannfacturing all grades of harness known
to the trade.

famous stook farm at Booneville, N. Y.,
owned by Mr. John Owen, who finds time
from his duties as manager of the When
stores, operated by the firm, of which he is
the head, to aevote to stock-raising, which
he ia able to make profitable as well as a
source of pleasure.

The Parry company now has fourteen
acres of floor room, and is occnpying it all
with the different departments employed
in the manuntacture of carriages, buggies,
wagons and carts. The works are now
turning out 250 carts a day, 175 road wagons,
and fifty box-buggies, This, President
Parry says, is counted on as their day’s
work. At the buildings on South Illinois
street and those down near the river 462
men and boys are employed. Their books
show that there is not a State or Territory
in the U'nion that they bhave not shippea
their productions to in the last year, while
they have also made shipments to eight
foreign countries.

FAR FROM BEING BANKRUPT

i

Despite Increased Expenditures Uncle
Sam Is Still Adding to His Surplus.

P —

Thirty-Seven Millions More Received Last
Year than Was Paid Out—Figures Showing
Skillful Management of Pablic Finances.

—-

WasHINGTON, Feb, 6.—-Notwithstanding
the great reduction in the collection of
duties on imports under the new tanft act
and the increased expenditures resulting
from recent legislation, the United States
is in no denger of becoming insolvent.
The report of the Secretary of the Treas-
ury for the year ending June 30, 1801, for-
nishes complete statistics on the subject of
national finances. Exclusive of expendi-
tures on account of the redemption of the
public debt there was an i1ncrease of §57.-
636,198 in the fiscal year 1891 over the pre-
ceding year. This increase arose from in-
creased expenditures on account of refund
of direct taxes, expenses of eleventh cen-
sus, new naval vessels, French spoliation
ciaimea, repayment to importers for excess
of moneys deposited to secure the payment
of duties, colleges for agricultural and me-
chanic arts, additional court exvenses,
bhomes for disabled volunteer soldiers,
rivers and harbors, back pay and bounty
to soldiers, Indian service, prepayment of
interest on the public debt, and pensions to
disabled soldiers, their widows and de-
pendent relatives,

A careful examination of the charaoter of
the items thue increased snows that if any

wrong exists io their increase it cannot be
charged to either political party. The first
and largest item, the refund of direct taxes
paid by the States in the early part of the
rebellion, was made under an act of Con-
gress which received Democratic sapport.
A bill for the purpose was passed by the
Democratic House of the Fiftieth Con-
firess, and it failed to become a law only by
the veto of President Cleveland. The ex-
pense of the eleventh census arose under a
law framed by a prominent Demoerat and
vassed by a lemocratic House, but gen-
erally accepted as proper and needful.

WISE EXPENDITURE OF MONEY.
The increased expenses of the naval
establishment arose from a public policy
approved by the administration of

President Cleveland, and for which
his BSecretary of the Navy received
universal praise. The policy then

adopted has been continued, and the wis-
dom of itis now plainly evident. The
amount psd for the French spoliation
claims is but the adjustment of certain
well-known claims which have been pvend-
ing for nearly s centary, and which are
generally admitted to be meritorious, but
whick have never been a party issue. The
payment to importers forexoess of deposits
{8 of no special significance. 'I'here was in
the first instance an excess of money to
that extent deposited by 1mporters to
secure hquidation of duties—that the
oods might be properly delivered.
'he larger the excess the greater
bhad been the security of the govern-
mant, and the caution of the customs ofli-
cera, The transaction, in fact, is only a
book-keeping entry, which, but for safety,
might not enter at all into the public ac-
counts, the net rocezﬂu from customs being
all the money mm which the government
has any interest. The i1ncreased expenses
of the military eatablishment arose mainly
from nearly eveunly dristributed increase
in its several branches to meet the neces-
sities of the public service and was not ob-
jected to as a partisan measure in either
bouse. The increase in the expenses of
the Indian service was through no partisan
legislation, any more than was the increase
on account of pensions. No party opposed
either. The increase 1n interest payment
was due to the prepayment of interest on
bonds purcbased by thegovernment, andn
this case was paid to induce holders of
bonds to surrender them dfor. zedemption
and avert a monetary stringency which
was then threatened. .

There is left only a general increase in
expenses of the civil establishment of
abont £3.500,000. The details appear in the
report of the Secretary, and are pretty gen-
erally distributed among several itemns re-
ported. It 18 worthy of note, however,
that instead of an increase there was a de-
crease 1n the item of salaries and expenses
of the executive proper of §11,645 of the
District of Colambis, $41,90¢; of the War
Department, £6,405, and of the postal serv-
1ce, $2,024,578. There was also a decrease
in several of the bureans of the Navy De-
partment of 81,248,516,

Notwithstanding the increased expendi-

134,000,000, was applied to the redemption
of the public debt, leaving still in the
treasury an available cash _ balance, ex-
clusive of one hundred million gold re-
sorve, of §58,508,508—a good working bal-
ance, as past experience has shown, and
one which could be consudierably reduced
without danger of embarrasament.

THE PUBLIC DEBT.

On the 18t day of March, 1884, the amount
of United States bonds outstanding was
£543,950,200, of which §651,158,000 were four
perecents,, and $102,842,200 were four-and-a-
half percents. The market value of the
former was 129, and of the latter 1058, Both
classes, owing in part to previous purchas-
o8 by the government, were thought o be
held at prices above their true value. The

{;roblem of expending the large available
)yalance then in the treasury, and the sur-
rlus revenues which were daily adding to
t, without further infiating the market
%rleo of the bonds. was a diflicult omne.

hat it was successfully solved ia shown
by the fact that §78,004,700 fours and £33,.-
826,450 four-and-a-half-per-cent. bonds were
purchased between March 1, 1580, and July
1, 1890, at constantly decreasing prices, the
market value of the fourson the latter date
being 122, and of the four-and-a-balfs, 103,

In July, 1800, it became apparent that the
crop movement of that year was destined
to produce more than the usoal monetary
stringency. The Secretary of the Treasury,
not waiting for the actual presence of dis-
tress, used all the resources at hiscommand
for the relief of the country. ks vigorouns
and well-timed measures averted the im-
pending disaster, and quickly restored io
the industrial and commereial world that
feeling of securjty which_ is so essential.
Within six months from July 1, 1800, there
were purchased $42456,800 four-per-cents,
and $49,838200 four-and-a-balf-par-cents.,
at & total expenditure of $105,052,007.65,
and interest on fours and currency sixes
was paid to the amount of #12,009.951.50,
making a total expenditure in this Lrief
time, on account of the public debt, of
$117,002,949.15, _ ,

The amount of the interest-bearing debt
ontstanding Jan. 1, 1892, was &84 938,500,
The reduction, therefore, since March 1,
1889, is £250,041,700, The expenditure on this
account during that period was §206516,-
081.20, the resnit being a saving to the gov-
ernment of £355,352,498,51, with a reduction
of the annual interest charge of $11,0685 347,

There has been & notable increase since
March 1, 1880, in the amount of money in
nse among the people. OUn_that date there
was in circulation $1,404,205,506 in gold, and
silver coin, and paper money. The ver
capita allowance, on the basis of an esii-
mated population of 61,000,000, was §25.02,
The amount of coin and paper money in
circulation Jan, 1, 1802, was 81,588,781,729,
and the amount per capita £24.52. This is
the highest point which bas yet been
reached 1n the history of the country.

During the vresent administration the
amount of public moneys held by national
bank depositaries has been redaced about
$25,000,000. This money has been with-
dra'wn graduoally, in installments, without
disturbance to i’.;nsineu interests, and used
in the payment of United States interest-
beariug bonds purchased either from the
banks rolinqniahing the deposits or from
others, and resulted in a saving to the gov-
ernment by reason of the purchase of these
bonds, and 1he consequent stoppage of in.
terest, of several hundred thousand dollars.
These operations also tended to inecrease
the cirenlation. for in no case was a bank
sllowed to hold public fuands to the amount
of the market value of the United States
bonds furnished as security therefor, for
there was not only returned to the chan-
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nels of trade the amount of the deposits
withdrawn, but also the amount of the
premium on the bonds purchased.

William Redman’s Family Claim No Pistol
Shots Were Heard.

TErrE HAUTE, Feb. 7.—William Red-
man, a German, who was the proprietor of
soveral wienerwurst stands, committed
suicide this morning. His wife, who bad
charge of one of the stands, returned
home with bhim at 2 o'clock aA. M.

kitchen, He had fired two shots into his
mouth and one in his side, the latter evi-
dently being the first and intended
for the bheart. He bhad afteward
bandaged up this wound, then writ-
ten a mnote explaining that he took
his life because business was poor. He

then concluded the undertaking by firing
into his moath., His wife and seven child-
ren say they did not hear the shots and are
unable to account for the deed. Business
was not bad, but on the coutrary he was
establishing a monopoly of the night trade
on the streets of the city.

Went Crazy About Forty Acres,

LAFAYETTE, Feb. 7.—Isaac Downs, aged
seventy-two, was declared insane Satur-
day. The old man’s case is a sad one.
Several years ago he bought forty acres of
land, taking a quit-claim deed from an
heir. The estate was involved, and the
land was sold under an order of court.

Downs brooded over the matter, declaring

the land was his, and denounced courts and
judges. John Holloway bought the forty
acres and undertook to farm it. Downs
ordered him off the Yromim and shot
at him, while Holloway’s son shot
st Downs., Holloway was mortally
wounded, dying a week later, and Downas
was sent to prison for five years. He re-
turned a few months ago and at once as-
sumed control of the land, declaring it to be
his. He was examined, with a view of
sending him to the State asylum, but they
would not receive him there. To-day a
jury of six men declared him insane. The
old man was coaxed to jail, and 18 1n the
hospital, On all other matters he seems to
be mentally sound.
