Benuix, Feb. 18.—The commities to which
wae referred the sectarisn (primary) educn-
tion bill, submitted by the government to
the Reichstag, has, during the past week,
the first week of its mittings, dealt with
thirteen of the clanses of that measure, but
bas reserved consideration of the sections
relating to questions of religion. These
clanses, with the postponed sections, which
form the kernel of the measure, will be
taken up next week, when it will be sean
~ whetber the government has the cvurage
to defy the popular opposition, which is led
by the most eminent men in Ger-
many. The Liberal coalition appears
to bhave gained an advantage i
the committee by securing the passage
of the proposal submitted by Herr Rykert,
reaflirming the principle of state con trel

of the sohools, Minister Zedlitz considered
that the declaration did not affect the con-
oessions of the state in the direction of
clerieal supervision, and he offered no re-
mstance to the amendment, which was only

opposed by the Centrist or church party,
Herr Rykert next tried to get the commit-

toe tofix five hours weekly asthe maximum
time to be devoted to religious instructions.

On this practical question ths Conserva-
tives and Centrists were all alive, and the
united to bring about its rejection, This
is regarded as a bad omen for the success
of auy other proposed modifications of the
religions clauses. The Clericals gave notice
of several amendments, giving the clergy
even greater coutrol than is now provided
for in the bill

In the meanwhile, the protests against
the measure grow in namber and im-

rtance. ‘I'be municival authorities of
jerlin, by a vote of 95 to 14, adopted a
petition to the Landtag against the bill,
and the butﬁomutern o! the Rhenish towns
have decided 1o protest against it. A great
congress of the professors of Berlin, Halle,
Benu, Gottingen and other university
towns has been convenod here to pass an
appeal to the government to withdraw the
weasure. At Frankfort-on-the-Main the
teachers have been disseminating lierce at-
tacks on the bill, quoting Protessor Vir-
chow’s plirase that it is “disgraceful abar-
ration of the human intellect.” These
teachers have been warned that tbe{ will
be put under the discipline of the law if
they continue their aggressive criticism.
l’ub’lio meetings have been held in every
populous center in PFPrussia to protest
sgainst the bill, and even conservative dis-
triots are declaring in favor of moditica-
tions.

WIHIY WAR SHIPS ARE IN THE LEVANT.

The joint movements of the Dreibund’s
pquadrons in the Levant are duoe to the
diplomatic warfare over the Bultan’s in-
vestiture of the Khedive. France and Russia

are urging the Sultan to refuse 1nvestiture
unless the Khedive proceeds to Constanti-
nople, when, if he does go, all the squad-
rons of the gunaranteecing powors will ac-

company him from Alexandria to the
Dardanelles, thus giving a manifestation
that Ezyps 1s a vassal of the Porte, and
that England has no preponderance in
Egypt. The Khedive is 1nclined to go to
Constantineple, althongh his predecessors
were invested at Cairo. The Kbhedive
shows other symptoms of being inclined to
kick against the English regime. The
FPoreign Oflice here is of the opinion that
English aiplomacy will win, and that the
Khedive will Le invested at Cairo. He
will then be permitted, in a little time aft-
erward, to go to Constantinople to pay
homage to the Sultan, The semi-official

ress predicts that Lord Salisbury and Mr.
sladstone will tighten the British hold on
Eg‘{ st if the Kbhedive tries torely on France
and Rnssa. -

A number of German papers join a sec-
tion of the English press n rancorons
abuse of the United States for the latter
power's treatment of Chili. The cause is
not far to seek. It is jealousy of the ex-
tenston of Amertican induence in South
America, which is leading to a losa of Ger-
man trade. This trade is alreaay dimin-
ishing wherever it has met with American
competition. _

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IS NOTHING TO INVESTIGATE

Officials of the Coal Monopoly Railways
Say They Do Not Fear the Law,

And Mr. Morrisen Contends the Big Deal Is
Not a Matter That Should Interest the

Interstate Commerce Commiasioners.

e —

New York, Feb, 13.—In Wall street but
Jittle faith seems to be tuken in the reports
of the alleged illegality of the recent coal
deal. If there was any lack of faith in its
legality it was not influential enough to

| force the prices down, as some people

seemed to exvect would be the case,
Samuel Sloan, president of the Delaware,
Lackawanua & Western Railroad Com-
pany, was questioned to-day with reference
to the nlleged illegality of the deal and the

resolution offered 1n the Hounse of Repre-
sentotives by Mr. Stout requesting

the committes on interstate commerce to
investignte it. Mr. Sloan said: *“This

road sitmply co-operates with the other
roads 1n the movement, and there is noth-

ing illegal in that. [ do not attach any
importance to the rumors of the alleged

illegality of the arrangement. I have no
doubt that before the arrangement was
consummatod the very best connsel avail-
able was consulted in the matter. Per-
sonally I have no doubt as to the legality
of the transaction. There is a voint in this
guestion which bas not, I think, been con-
sidered. T'he maximum of production and
the maximum of consumption are now so
close together that that of itself wounld
tend 10 & great measure to steady the price,
If there was an excessive demund for coal
now in the anthracite region I do not
think it could be sapplied, Why? Waell,
for the lack of labor for one thing, Labor
in the anthracite coal region has been
getting Jess and less because the miners
have not had full work. The men have
not been fully employed —they have only
averanged hall & day’s work the year round
—and mining labor bhas been rednoed very
much becasuse of the curtailments from
time to time of the mining coippanies,
The men have gone West, The result of
this agreem ent will be that work will be
more uniform throngbout the vear, and
both labor and capital will be better re-
munerated, while the consumer will not be
rujmred to pay any more than in the past.”

. E. Hogers Maxwell, president of the
Central Railroad Cowpany of New Jersey,
said: *“Personally I bave no doubt as to
the legality of the transaction. I do not
believe the price of coal will be any higher
to the consumer than it was last year, bat
the prices will be steadier and the miner
will be more steadily employed. The pres-
ent excitement will be allayed 1 a few
days and then things will move along
quietly.” |

A dispatech from Washington says
Lawyers here say that it will prob-a
bly pot be diflicult to find the neves-
RArY power to investigate the Read-
ing deal, but there is no groand for
the belief that the Interstate Commission
will interfere. Commissioner Morrison
said thismoruing: “There isnot the slight-
est probability that the Interstate-com-
meree Commission will have anyshing to
say about the Reading deal. Nothing in
the mere fact of a gonsolidation of inter-
state railroads to whatever extent they
chioose implies any conthet with the law
vuder which this commission was created,
Ite requnirements and prohibitions conld
just as well be lived up o if all the rail-
roads in the country were consclidated un-
der one board of directors. There might be
motives 1n such a consolidation as the
Heading which wonld contemplate viola-
tions of law, but they wonld be merely an
accident to the proposition of consolida-
tion.

Frelight Blockade Lifted.

Cmicaco, Feb. 13.—The recent congestion
of freight on the Eastern roads has been
cleared away, and traflic is again moving
without interruption to the Atlantic sea-
board by all lines. Jundeed, some of the
roads could, without inconveuience, handle
more business than is offered. This is es-
pecially true of those west of Chicago, the
majority of which now have more available

ears than the volume of tratiiedemands, The
diversion of grain to other gate-wavs than
Chieago is no longer confined to the Routh-
ern roates, Report h_u_ﬂ it that the Boo
line sud Canadian Pacitic bave shaded the
rate suflicisntly east of St. Paul w draw a
large Ernportiou of the grain from Nebras-
ka and Jowa to their lines, the Omaha road
delivering it to the Roo0, and sharing in the
Lenetit. In addition to this 1t is said that
shippers are already beginning to ho!d
back as much grain as possibile, in antici-
pation of an early opening of lake naviga-
tion aud a consequent reduction of rates.

Town Killed by Unfavorabie Rutes.
OTtrumwa, Ia,, Feb, 13.—There 1s great
distress 1n the mining town of Mystic, and
its depopulation is feared, all because of a

rate ruling of the lowa Central. That road
a month ago made rates to St. Paul, Minne-
apolias and other towns which shut out
Mystic and gave the coal trade to Center-
ville and Forbush., As a result eighteen
mines are closed and six hundred miners’
fumilies are beginning to feel the pangs of
hunger.

Railway Notes.

The Northern Pacifie company has decid-
ed to extend ita system from Washington
to Vancouver city, the Pacilic coast term-
inne of the Canadian Pacific railway.

Mr. Alfred Walter, general superintend-
ent of the Baltimore & Ohio railroud, hus
left the mervice of that company to become
goneral manager of the New York, Lake
Erie & Western. The vacaney caused in
the Baltimere & Ohio by Mr. Walter's
resignation wtll not be tilled at present.

Work on the Montgomery, Tuscaloosa &
Memphis railroad will be resumed ut once,
nnd the road completed to Tuscaloosa, All
but eight or ten miles of the grading is
comploted, work having been suspended
for lack of money severalmonths ago. The
road will be a link 1n the Plavt system
from Savanuah to the West,

Another department of the Northern Pa-
cifie 18 booked to leave St. Panl for Chi-
cage. Chiaf Engineer Kendrick and hias
entire foree will vacate their present quar-
ters at St. Paul, and will transact businesa
from the Chiengo otYices, The vacant rooms
will be used for the anditing force of the
Wisconsin Central after Mareh 1.

The Luke Shore announces that it will
enter the world’s fair grounds at Chicago
over the Baltumore & Ohio tracks, locating
its station in the sonthwest part of the
grounds, This decision is due to the an-
nouncement of the world’s fair officers that
they cannot arrange for the Lake Shore's
entrance at the svutheastern part of the
grouudas.

The building of the Tennessee Central &
Alabama Sountheru railrond is being axi-
tated again, with some hope of success.
Col. Horace Scott, of New York. and Mr.
Russell, of Ohio, were at Trenton, Teun.,
Friday, and bave gone over a portion of
the line. whieh is gruded from Trenton to
Milan. They express themselves as well
pleased with the road, It 1s also contem-

lated to extend the road to Dyersburg.

Ex-Senator Brown Predicts Disaster if
the Ex-President Is Nominated Again,

And Says Hill Should Be Rewarded by Dem-
ocracy for Stealing the State of New York
—Political Notes from All Quarters.

ATLANTA, Ga., Feb, 18 —Ex-Senator Jos.
E. Brown favors Senator Hill, of New
York, for the Democratic presidential nom-

inee, He has addressed a letter to the
editor of the Constitution regretting the
unfortunate division bLetween the friends
of ex-President Cleveland and Senator
Hill. He says:

“The Democratic party bas vietory with-
in its grasp in the new election if it makes
Do unpardonable wmistakes; but te make
victory certain it is necessary that we have
a united Democracy. 1t will be necessary
to nominate a candidate who can carry all
the Soutbern Democratic States and who
can carry New York, Connecticus, New
Jersey and Indiana. FPresdent Cleve-
land carried them 1n 1854 and was elected,
He lost them in 1888 and was defested. We
should take the earliest steps possible to
ascertasin what 1s the sentiment of the
SBtates just mentioned. 1f there is more cor-
taintygghat Mr. Cleveland can carry them
than That Senator Hill can carry them,
then he shonld receive the nomination. 1If,
on the other hand, developmeuts have
shown or may show that Senator Hill
will be certain to carry those States, then
the party should not hesitate 10 make
him the standard-bearer. LEntertaining
this view, I do not deem 1t essential that

it be remembered that the government of
the United States is now one handred
years old, and thas this usage of beth great
political parties not to nomivoate the same
man three successive times for President,
whether elected the second time or not,
bhas been uniform and without exception,

“When we take into consideration the
long and valuable services of Senator Hill
as Governor of New York to the Demoec-
racy, and the reeenut fuet that by a master
stroke of policy he secured a Democratic
majority in the Legislature of New York
aud redeemed the State from the rule of
the Republican party, and bas placed it in
the control of the Democratic party for
many years to come, it would seemn that no
