“It used to be that epcuumlm;en were paid
according to the amonnt of stamps they
sold,” remarked a visitor in the postmas-
ter's private office yesterday, “and now
they are paid according to the amouut of
stamps canceled at an oflice. This change
was broaght about by the faet that little
postmasters all over the conntry increased
their salaries in an illegitimate way. I
knew of anumber of postmasters who were
storekeepers, and bought goods in thiscity,
who paid their bills in postage stamps.”

“Yes,” said another visitor, “and years
ago I knew of two wholesale houses on
Meridian street that helped a little post-
master way down in Maine to a better sal-

ary by getting all their postage stamps of
bim. I suppose they bought them at a dis-
count.

**At the time when postmasters were paid
a commission on the sale of stamps,” sard
Postmaster Thompson, “the postmaster of
asmall town in Arkansasevolved a shrowd
scheme to increade his compensation. There
is no limit on the amount of request
stamped envelopes—envelopes upon which
18 printed the words “if not delivered re-
tarn in five days, ete.'—thas will be fur-
nished, the presumption being that every
order is genuine. ‘I'his postmaster was in
collusion with some parties to take these
stamped request envelopes, and he doubt-
less furnished them at a discount. The
printed request was for their return, if un.
called for, to his postoflice. It was after-
ward discovered that when he delivered
these envelopes to his fellow conspirators
they blotted out the printed request with
a bronze stamp and then could resell them
at a disconnt below regular price. The
postmaster kept this up for some time, but
finally the government caughton. He was
removed from oftice and punished. Itisa
long lane that has no turn, and when Uncle
Sam is on the track of an ofiender he rare-
ly escapes. 1 saw some of the envelopes
and the bronze strip improved their ap-
pearance.”

“Postage-stamps,” resumed the postmas-
ter, after a pause, are not to be used as
currency, but people don’t appear to un-
derstand that, and nearly every day some
person comes in herewith etamps they have
received in payment of debts. Sometimes
these stamps are of large denominations,
4, 5 or lU-cent, =0 such cases people ask
to exchange them for 1 or 2-cent stamps.
They are much surprised to iearn we can-
pot do this, and others are equally sur-
prised to find that we cannot give our-
rem\:‘v for them.”

“What's the postmaster’s salary in a first-
class office like this?” inquired an inquisi-
tive gentleman. )

Postmaster Thompson blushed, but did
not withhold the information. *‘in a first-
class postoflice like this,” said he. “the
salary of the postmaster is based om the
amount of business the office does. ln this
oflice §200.000 in business a year, receipta
that practically all come from sales of
stamps, gives a salary of $3,600. In order
to give the postmaster an additional §100 a
veur the otlice must sell 360,000 additional
‘n stamps. The rfext increase in his salary
»f §100 wonld reguire an additional $£70,000
A vear, or to give him $£3.5%0 thesales would
have to amonnt to 8530,000 a year. It will
be a Jong while before the salary of the
postmaster of Indianapolis reaches 21,000 a
year, as this otiice will have to do a bums-
uess of $450,000 a year.”

_This is the latest rule on gambling of the
Kansus City Court of Appeals, and, of
course, is applicable only to the State of
Missouri. As a general rule suits which
arise out of gambling have no standing in
the courts of this State, but thereisa law
on the statute books of Missouri whieh pro-
vides that any person lLias the right to re-
cover money or property which he may
loae at any game or gambling device.

The case in question came to the Conrt of
Appeals on an appeal from the Circnit
Cours of Vernon county. Three of the in.
babitants of that county named, respoct-
ively, Brooks, Clinton snd McMahon, in-
dulged in a little game of draw. DBrooks
lost $500 in money and checks to Clinton,
who was rrompuy relieved of it in a jack-
pot by MeMahon, The mnext day Brooks
asked McMabon, who, in the meantime, Lad
cashea the checks, to return his money.
He was referred to Clinton, who had won
from him, as being the person liable, He
failed to obtain satisfaction, and so en-
tered suit against McMabon.

I'hocourt said that the persons engaged
in the game undoubtedly knew that the
money wonld necessarily frequently echange
bands in the course of betting ou straights,
bluiis and fulls, and according the loser
would finally be loser to bim who came out
winner. The specific identity of the
money in circulation would make no difter-
ence. '
