TRADING AT CIIICAGO.

Pardrldge Still Keeps Up Ills Policy of
Scalping Out Big Profits.

CHICAGO, Feb. IC The-whe- at was
again somewhat excited and nervous to-

day, although the news, especially during
the early part of the session, was decidedly
bullish. Although prices were higher
early, the offerings were such as to break
the market on every suggestion of a further
advance, and the close was at a loss of over
lc, compared with yesterday's final figures.

The early cables were decidedly bullish.
Liverpool was 2d higher and strong, and
London from 3d to Cd up. Advances were
noted at continental points, thongh it was
said that the business bad been restricted
there by Antwerp. There was a decrease
of 700,000 bn in the amount on ocean pas-
sage, heavy engagements were reported as
having been made at the sea-boar- d yester-
day for export, and the cold wave had
spread over almost the entlro winter-whea- t
belt, though at most points the tempera-
tures were not extremely low, Shorts were
full of alarm and were greedy buyers,
while contidence seemed more general and
there was more demand from speculative
investors. All outside markets were even
stronger than this, and for a time there
was a wild rush on the part of buyers,
while there was very little for sale, bales
at and around the opening were mado at
any where between QShc and Q34c, but a
Hood of long wheat began to como out at
once. New York apparently led tho sell-
ing, but St. Louis was well abreast,
and the local crowd also began to dump its
holdings. Tho movement was largely in
the way of realizing, the late advance
showing a tempting profit. Tho private-wir- e

houses such as Logan. Schwartz-Dnpe- e,

Connselman & Day and Baldwin-Fnrnu- m.

all had generous selling orders,
while Milmiue-Bodma- n, McDon'gall and
Dunham & Co. were also free sellers.
Pardridgo sold heavily from 93Uo and
above, following down to 234c, but below
that figure he took in a considerable line.
The swing pressure became too heavy to
bo resisted and prices turned downward.
Many stubborn longs saw their protits
steadily slipping away from them, and
finally thought it prudent to go with
the current. Accordingly they joined tho
caravan of sellers. Tho reported
big export buying at tho sea-boar-d yester-
day' began to be doubted; the clearances
from New York were only C.OOObushels the
smallest for months and this chilled the
enthusiasm of the bulls to a considerable
extent. Then came tho. news that tbo En-
glish visible supply bad increased 5.r,000
bushels during the wuck, having a further
depressing effect. It began to develop that
much of tho private bull news bad been
manufactured to order to make a hard mar-
ket to sell on. This also aided in the de-
pression. Before noon May had fallen to
(178C, and hold around for some time.
During the last hour tho market was un-
settled. May sold np to 02c. but then be-
came heavy and fell to Ul3$o and closed
weak at VlVc, agains't ftffc at the close
yesterday. The late private cables said that
foreigners had stopped buying owing to our
advance.

Corn was dull and weak from the start
on account of the heavy receipts and the
continued improvement in the grading.

White nnd Yellow Corn
Coleman' Rural Wor'fl.

There are differences between yellow and
white corn independent of color. The
former contains more starch and will
make more whisky, and is proferred
for animal food when fattening is
the object in view. The latter has
more gluten and oil. and is almost uni-
versally preferred for bread. As food for
horses, when nerve and bone nutriment are
more desired than fat, white corn is con-
sidered as cciaing nearer to oats than yel-
low corn, and is therefore better food for
working animals. bo far as the
results of analyses are known white
corn has about 1 percent more of the
mnscle-fonnin- g elements than yellow corn,
but the relative value of the two varieties
in this respect has not been very accurately
determined.

Tho corn-pla- nt is one of the most wildly
distributed, but every section has a type
best suited to its soil and latitude,
therefore the interchange of seed North-
ern and Southern grown is not a
safe practice if the distance to the
North and South is a loDg one. From East
to West tho transfer may bo longer. Corn
planted in the North from a Sonthern seed
grown in longer seasons is almosteertain to
be caught by frost. The plant, however,
has the faculty of becoming acclimated,
and under a few years of oultivation of
adapting its growth and period of ripening
to the seasons of the sections in which it is
grown. ,
