FAIR GROUNDS BUILDINGS.

Board of Agriculture Fugaged in Locating
Them—Race-Track Lease,

—— ————

The executive committes of the Btate
Board of Agriculture visited the new
grounds yesterday and spent most of the
day there planning as to the location of
the buildings, race-track and exhibit rings.

It was decided to erect soven department
buildings instead of one large exposition
building, as has heretofore been the cus-
tom, These will be: The agricultural,
horticultuaral, floral, administration, poul-

try, woman's and ecarriage Dbuildings,
and their aggregate cost will be £33 000.
They will be built—not with any idea of
grouping, but carelessly scattered through
the grove, so that they will appear less
conventional than if huddled together in o
parcel. The live-stock barns, not includ-
ing those for speed horses, will be on the
south side of the track, and the latter on
the north side. The new graud-stand will
cost §20,000, will seat ten thousand people
and will face the north, thus avoiding the
afternoon sun. The track will be at or
. g:u the north line of the eighty acres

ught by the board, and will extend west
to the grove, It will have
iog of the finest Joam in the
State, and it will be laid on
& foot thick. The board bas its eye on a
cartain lake where it can purchase this
loam, and George Bronson says it’'s tip-top.
The track, as has been before stated, wiil
be eighty feet wide at the stretoh and firss
turn and sixty feet around and at the back
turn. The board proposes to “spread” them-
selves on this feature of the new grounds,
and if money will do it, will retrieve In-
dianapolis’s reputation as a poor horse
town.

Two Requests of President Frenzel.

NO STRIKE DECLARED,

Street-Railroad Employes Demand the Re-
instarement of Discharged Men.

The signs of discontent among the street-
railroad employes over the numerous dis-
charges since the recent strike have in-
creased rapidly within the past two or
three days and it looked yesterday very
much as though President Frenzel would
have another strike on his hands by this
morning. Calmer counsel has prevailed,
however, and the trouble has at least been
pastponed.

All last evening was spent by the broth-
erhood’s conference committee in attorney
Wishard’s office, discussing the situation.

A special meeting of the brotherhood bhad
been called at 1 o'clock this mmorning to
take action upon this matter. After long
consideration the committee decided to
recommend to the brotherbood two de-
mands apon I'resident Frenzel, one for the
reinstatement of the discharged men, and
the other for an increase of wages sulli-
cient to cowmpensate them for the loss of the
free-nding J)nvilego. To this the brother-
hood agreed and the demands will be pre-
sented to Mr. kFrenzel this morning, and
be will be given a reasonable time, until
Saturday noon, to reply.

If he refuses, the alternative will be an-
other tie-up of the lines, and the general
opinion is that he will refuse. In faet, his
hard and unbending attitade after the ar-
bitration, and the subsequent discharge of
brotherhiocod men, have led the men to be-
lieve that he wants another contest.

The text of the resolution waking these
demands 18 as follows:

Resolved, by the Brotherhood of Car-drivers,
Motormen and Condnctors of the Citizens'
Street-raliroad Company, That we ask and re-

uest from the officers of said company that H.

. Smith, A.J. Smith and Thomas Riley be re-
stored to the emplogmem of the compary, and
that &h;{ be fiveu the¢ same positions heretofore
oconpied by them. And that we find upon in-
vestigation and examination that their diseharge
from the employment of sald eompany has been
without sufticlent grounds or reasons, and that
they have been gullty of no substantial vioia-
tion of any rule of company governing its
employes.

Kesolved, That we request and demand of the
company an inerease of wages to the ear drivers,
motormen and conductors, viz.: To dnvers on
cars with conductors, 15 eents per hour; to driv-
ers on fare-box cars, 16 oents per hour; to all
motormen, 17 eents per hour; to all conductors,
18 cents per honr. Further, that a comuuittee
of this brotherhood be appointed to walt
upon the presiaent of the company, and request
his favorable consideration of this resolution,
and ask that an answer be given by not later
than Saturday noon, Feb. 20, 1892,

The entire discussion of the meeting
hinged upon the foregoing resolutions, The
brotherhood Dbelieves that the decis-
1won of the arbitrators «ives them the
right to demand compensation in lieu of
the withdrawal of the badges, and
the refusal to grant free rides to
the men. They also think that
several of the men have been discharged
from the employ of the Citizens’ company
without goo cause, Two hours
were spent in discussion, which, at
timen, was quite spirited. At-
toruey Wishard snd President Kennedy
of the Central Labor Union were both pres-
ent and advised against a strike this morn-
ing. A number of the men also gave their
views, and the more conservative thought
it the best plan to once more sub-
mit s proposition to President Frenzel and
give him two or three days in which to con-
sider it.

The discusmion of the matter brought
to the surface the gist of opin-
ion regarding the demands contained
in the resolution, aznd. although the
sesgion was prolonged, it was ocertain
that they would be almost unani-
movusly adopted. The concensus of opin-
ion was that 1 cent an hour additional to
the present salaries of the men would be
just compensation.

At 3:350 o'clock the resolutions were put
toa vote and were unanimously adopted
by the Brotherhood.

They will be sent to President Frenzel
to-day and he is given until Saturday noon
to make answer.

If he refuses to reinatate the discharged
men and grant the demand for an increase
of 1 eent an hoar another strike will be
declared at a meeting to be held
Sunday morning. This surmise is con-
firmed by attorney Albers Wishard, who is
close to the men,

“If Freunzel refuses to consider these
demands,” said he to a Journal re-
porter at 4 o'clock this morning, ‘‘the
men 1n my opinion will be called out.”

This opinion is shared, also, by numerous
members of the brotherhood, who were
talked to this morning.

“Frenzel has refused every overture
made,” said one, “and the time has come
when we must take decided action or our
orramzniou will go nnder.”

There were some at the meeting this
moruing who advocated a strike right
away, but the cooler heads prevailed.

EM Hendricks Denies.
Eli Hendricks said to a Journal reporter
last night: I want you to deny the
statement made in the News to-day that I

was in the street offering 1o bet that the
street-cars would be tied up tomorrow
morning. It was a contemptible lie, I
made no such statement.”

PANHANDLE MACHINISTS,

No Decision on the Subject of a Grneral
Strike—Mr. Darlington’s Statement,
The machinists of the Pennsylvania sys-
ten. have mnot yet been ordered out. No
non-union men have been put towork in the
deserted shop at this point, and bence the

blacksmiths and boiler-makers have had no
oceasion to take radical action. The sit-
uation is being viewed with intense inter-
est by the members of the federated train-
service, whose ranks have been ripe for an’
expression of grievance for some time. The
company is advertising for machinists, and
discloses thus an intention to proceed
with its business of repairs here. Snp-
perintendent Darlington maintains that
the striking machiniats being no longer 1n
the employ of the company, have no farther
interest in the events at the shop, ner bas
the company any interest in them. In re-
piy to Mr. Lamb’s statement that the Bald-
win works pay $1.80 per day to machinists,
Mr. Darlingtou says the average at that
Plaut from top to botitcm Is $1.08 per day.

o talkiug of the day's events last night
with a Journal reporter, Mr. Lamb said:

“Mr. Darlington takes issue with me on
the average rate of earnings at the Bald-
win shop. He says it is not $1.80 but 81.08
per day, but he averages 4ll the employes.
1 was speaking of machinists; but accept-
ing his statement of £1.08 per day it does
not present a very bright prospect for the
machinists engaged on piece-work. But Mr.
Darlivgton repressnts one side and I the
other and I bave no desire to continne ghe
controversy with him, as ! believe him w0
be personally a gentleman.”

“What have you done to-day?’ was
nsked. _

“1 have had a very important conference
with one delegate from each of the seven
shops on the Pennsylvania system. A

| course of actibn was decided on which we

are uot at this time ready to make pablic,
The conference will continue tu-mor-
row afternoon, when some new moves
will be considered. Until we ad-
journ then, 1 have nothing new to say on
the situntion, unleas it is that I have pre-

muachinist of our order. I expect au an-
swer by Saturday. The men who are
striking are firm and a large number of
tuem have already secured employment in

other shops. I am satisfied not one of them
will ever return to the company’s shop to
work by the piece system.”

SUPERINTENDENT DAKLINGTON'S STATE-
MENT.

Superintendent Darlington last evening
furnished the following:

The followliog 18 the condition of affairs at In-
dianapeiis shops of the Pennsylvania lines west
@f Pittsburg: The machine-shop and round-
house had, on Wednesday last, the 13th fust.,
113 men employed. Forty-five of this number
were working on pieco-work, the balsnce on day-
work, By plece-work the men aro paid certain
fixed prices for certain fixed operations, or so
much for the plece of vork done. On day-work
they are paid so muca per hour. The two sys-
tems of work have been In vogue for some time
at the shops. Operations of the same kind, and
of regular occurrence, have been done by piece-
work; for instance, tires have been turned on the
tire-lathe at so much per tire for four years.
pairs on rods for locomotives have been done on
the plece-work l}-lau for eighteen months, and
wany other small details,

Two of the three gaogs in erceting work on
locomotives have been on plece-work for three
months. On Thursday the third gang, which
had previously been on day-work, was instructed
by the general foreman to commence on the
plece-work plan. Three of the men. in the ab-
sence of the master wechanie, Mr. S8wanston,
who was out of the eity, refused to work on this
basis, and gquit the service of the company. The
pext day, Friday, about fifty of the men de-
clined, without any previous notice, to go to
work at all unless plece-work was entirely
abolished on all kinds of work inthe machine;
ohnl-. Thess men were given until Saturday to
decide whether they would resume work, aud
the time was afterwards extended to Mon-
day, iu order that they might have the
fullest orjvortunltd' to carefully weigh the
matter. Upon fallure to appear on Monday
morning they were discharged. The men dis-
charged consisted of thirty-one machinistas, ten
lathe hands, e¢leven apprentioes, three helpers
and nine round-house machinists, making sixty-
four iu all. Three men in addition were paid off
at the same time, who had given previous notice
of their intention to take work out of the elty.
All other men were satistled with their employ-
ment, and are regularly carrying on the work at
the shops, ‘

The sixty-four men who lald down their work
are, very generally, members of the International
Machinists’ Unjon, an organization which Mr.
Johu Lamb, of Bioomington, 1il., & member of
the executive board, stated, in his interview with
we, had been formed priucipally on the condi-
tions prevailing among the machinists in the
Boath and West, the membersiip in the East, at
the timne of its formation, being in a very small
minority. By their coustitution thai rohibit
machinists from working on t{nmee-tmr . Inshoyps
where piece-work has jalready been estabiished,
they do not forbid their memnbers from continuing
it, but they prohibit the iniroduction of new
piece-work. Our shops are operated principaily
on methods prevalling in the East. At Co-
lumbus, Dennison, Fert Wayne, Alleghany and
Altoona plece-work ¥rt-':alla #0 generally that a
very small portion of the work is done by the
day. At none of these shops would it be possi-
ble to return to the systom of day-work without
cnusing the men to feel that a great injustice was
done them. It is the opinion of both the men
aud the officers that plece-work aflfords a ma-
terial advantage both 1o the men and the com-
pany. Itdoes notlevel the men down. It gives
each individual sn opportunity to earn wages
commensurate with bhis skill and indus-
nT' The inwroduction of plece-work at
all the shops of the Pennsylvania system has
Increased the amount of wages pald per man,
and it has also mereased the output. It neceasi-
tates our keeping material in such a way that a
man will not be delayed in securing the parts
that he is to work upon. He does not have to
waste time in hunting about the shop for them.
We are enabled t¢ more accurately provide the
number of tools required, and are shown where
we can discard antiquated or interior forms for
more modern machinery. The men are relieved
of the hummiliating esplonage of bosses. It is
their work that counts, aud they may talk to fel-
low-workmen without being reprimanded. The
employes are raised from the coudition of school-
boys who have to be watched by a teacher to
that of men.

We firmly believe rhe establishment of piece-
work is an advance in civilization, and we think
the sixty-four men who left us were ill-advised.
Thirty-four of them were already working on
plecc-work and consoquently did not come with-
in the prohibition of thelr order agaiust this
method of work.

The average pay of machinists at day-work in
Indianapolls shops was $54 per wmonth; under
piece-work the average pay wasa 861.70 per
month. In no case did any of the men who left
us receive less on piece than on day-work. Of
the apprentices, one received $42.90 for his
work during the month of January, which con-
sisted of 142 hours on plece-work and ninety-two
hours on day-work. If he had worked all the
;igmlo:) day-work he would ounly have received

s 10,

Of the committee of five who oalled upon Mr.
Bwanston and me, four had been working on
plece-work, and ilie following is a comparison of
theti average monthly rates at day and plece-
work:

I have recited these cases becanse we belleve
the men acted without full consideration. Cer-
tain it is they left us without giving notice or
continuing their work while these matters might
have been reviewed with thewm, and we believe
the orderof Machinists' Union has done an iu-
Justice to the men in indorsing their action.

Our wages for machinista on day-work range
fron 21 to 24 cents an bour. The figures given
above show what men ecan do on plece-work.
We have altogether about five hundred men em-
ployed at Indianapolis llmlx. The sixty-four
meu who left us were about 13 per cent. of this
number. The average amonnt of wages pald at
lndluuugoua shops, all departuents, 18 $20,000
a month, and the Peunsylvania disburses in
wages for all branches of its service to men liv-
g Itnhlndla.napol!s an average of 55,000 each
month,

As the men who have left us do not include all
of the machinists, and form only a very amall
part of the whole force, the operations at the
fhops are continnlug and the vaeanciea are be-
ing provided for.

Men Discharged aud Helnstated in Short Or-
der—Demand for Extra Pay for Over-Time.
Trouble is brewing 1n the shops of the In-

dianapolis, Decatur & Western road on the
West Side. Ten days ago an engimeer on
the road asked Master Mechanic McKenna
for permisaion to use a lathe to make an

improvement of his own designing. The
periuission was given and the engineer
blocked a piece of iron in the lathe and
went to dinner. When he retuarned he
found itremoved., He complained to the
master mechanic, and the latter st onoe 1n-
quired nto 1t. He learned the
names of the two macbinist who
had removed the iron and bloek-
ing and demanded an explanation. The
men replied that th.ef did not tbink it
right to have an outsider work in the shop
and take work away from them.

The master mechbanic discharged them on
the spot. Before he had fairly gotten back
to his oflice & committee waited on him
from the shopssnd gave him thirty minutes
to reinstate the two men or all would
strike. He protested against reinstating
them until be bad consulted with the su-
perior officers of the road. The committee
accompanied him, and, after hearing both
sides, Saperintendent Boyd told the men
that they would be reinstated if they apol-
ogized to Master Mechanio McKenna for
the unbusiness-like manner in which they
had treated him. They did so and returned
to work.

Now the guestion of working over-time
bas arisen, and the men in the shops have
given notice that they will hereatter ex-
peet pay and one-half for all over-time
worked, and bhave asked for an answer.
This is a clanse that isrecognized in nearly
all wage scales nowadays. Unless the com-
pany meets the demand furtber trouble is
tureatened.

The long-uninterrupted business of the
gamblers was broken 1n upon Iast night by
the police, and a general raid wasmade, tak-
iwngin fourof the big places. The police have
to do these thingsoccasionally, just to keep
up appearances, otherwise they might be
accused of standing in. The raid was
made at sbout the sams time
all over the city, aund half an
hour later the station-house was
swarming with red neckties, loud check
trousers and a sporty assortment of hats.

Congress has been repeatedly importuned
to pass a law protecting the farmer from
the sinister influences of speculation in
grain on the plea that (ts aim is always to
depreciate the etaple produots of the
country.

Setting aside the question whether our
government 18 an institution for the pur-
pose of preventinganevil whiobh has itsroot
in an ineradicable weakness of those whom
it aims to protect, and therefore whether it
is at all advisable for civil government to
encroach upon the domain of moral re-
reforin, I want to point to the great danger
connected with a scheme which, it is re-
ported, is now being contemplated,

We hear a bill will be passea to satisfy
suffering millions who have been educated
up to th feelin‘r by numberless orators on
the hustings and elsewhere, and wbo, for
the sake of political notoriety, intentional-
ly or uot, seek 10 earry out measures

| which in the end will be & boomerang in

the hands of those to whom they are

granted.
But this bill, it is said, will be a compro-
mise, ther than lose the entire option

business the commission men will have a
bill passed prohibiting all trading in dis-
tant futures. Any one conversant with the
business knows that trading 1o futares is a
wholesale check on those who seek to
manipulate the nearer deliveries. The
former is an 1ndefinite problem, 1mvossible
to control; the latter a definite gquantity
:ind frequently a subject of close calcula-
on.

Let us assuwme, and [ think we are right
in doing so, that 70 per cent. of all grain
apeculators are farmers, 25 per cent mul-
dlemen and 5 per cent large commission
bouses, who are either leaders or close to
those who initiate specuiative movements,

A successful leader always draws the
erowd and earries it along with a swoop to
a giddy bheight, but generally takes good
care not too get tco far away from terra
firma, and his followers generally find him

Purposes and Results of University Exten-
sion—Women as Loetarers.
New York Snn.

University extension, which has become
80 general and so marked a feature of higher
education, is of peculiar value to women,
as it brings tc them the advantages of the
college training which they bave neither
time nor means to seek outside their homes.
The ave father educates his son at the
oxrnno of his daughter’s learning, and not
infrequently the daughter contributes to-
ward the general fund for the brother's
education from her own small earnings.

The aim of the nniversity extension
movement, which was introduced 1into
Amenca from England less than two years
ago, is to bring regular systematic college
work under specially qualified instructors
within the reach of the people of small
means and living even at great distances
from college centers,

The methods emploved inelude establigh-
ing centers in towns containing libraries
for reference, suitahle meeting-places and
loonl organizations for attendance. In the
establisiment of such centers women fre
taking the i1nitiative in orgamzation and
compose more than half the students.
