Washington. Feb. 0. It is not likely

that there will be any additional legisla-
tion at this session on the subject of immi-
gration. The Democrats in the Honse are
as eager for some action upon this question
as they are upon the tariff. They want the
law which was passed less than twelve
months ago amended beforoitis given a
fair trial. The immigration law adopted
last spring created a Dew division in the
Treasury Department, under the direction
of a general superintendent, and President
Harrison appointed as that superintendent
tho author of the law. so that its very
spirit as well as its letter could be carried
out. No sooner does a Democratic House
set together than it proposes a lot of radical
changes in that law. even before the ma-
chinery of the present law is npon the
move, it shows very conclusively that the
Democrats do not want actiou, or practice,
or anything that is or may bo practical.
They want agitation, theories, and are
pleased to find fault and make promises.

A bill has just been reported from the
House committee on immigration br Chair-
man Stump, who was a member of the
committee when the present law was
passed, and had much to do with its adop-
tion, which proposes very material changes.
The Stump bill, in a word, proposes to curb
immigration by requiring the steamship
companies to give to each immigrant about
threo times tho space now allotted
to immigrants upon vessels coining
over here. It commands tho steam-
ship companies to give to first-cabi- n

passengers two hundred cnbio feet of
space on the ship, but says that 259 feet
shall be given immigrants. The object is.
of course, to compel the steamship com-
panies to carry smaller numbers of immi-
grants and thus force them to raiso their
charges for transporting immigrants. If,
instead of charging, say 22 for bringins
an immigrant over from Bremen to Mew
York, the law relating to space allotted to
immigrants is such that the transportation
company must charge v or 75. the idea
is that fewer immigrants will come over.
The bill does not fix such restrictions, in
the same connection, as will classify or
discriminate between the desirable or un-
desirable, but simply makes such provis-
ion as will operate to make the expenses to
immigrants hicber so high, indeed, as to
keep away from our shores the bulk of
those who would come. It is the theory of
those who are pushing the measure that
the desirability of immigrants is tixed by
their ability to raise $2J, or $25, or or
115.

If the accommodations are to be made
'better for the immigrants and it is con-
ceded that they should be improved it is
sngge sted by members on both sides of tho
House that tba "admission fee" into tho
United States levied upon immigrants 50
cents a head, and known as "head tax"
should be removed. The steamship com-
panies compel the immigrants to pay this,
and the latter believe all over Europe that
It is only necessary to pay 0 cents and anv
cue can come into this country. In factthey are nnable to see why a "head tax
would be levied by this great and wealtbv
government unless it is running a kind of
circus. The "head tax" is levied for the
ostensible purpose of meeting the expenses
of the immigration bureau. It, however,
creates an entirely diflerent impression inEurope, and makes our country ridiculous.

Thirty German Colonists Eaten by New
Guinea Savages in the Past Year.

Healthy New Erafprants Preferred by the Can-

nibalistic African, Who Terrorize and
5Iake the Lives of Settlers Uncertain.

DO NOT LIKE NEW GUINEA.

Germans Prefer Not to Go to n Country
Where Cannibals Lurk In the Woods.

Fprclsl loth ItrfiarapoU Journal.
London, Feb. 20. The efforts to turn the

tide of German emigration in the direction
of German colonies has proven an utter
failure. Even criminals, to which German
New Guinea in Africa has been suggested
as a place of exile,-- with release from im-

prisonment, have refused the ofler and have
preferred to remain in German jails than
liberty among African cannibals. The Ger-

man colonists of Xew Guinea are, accord-
ing to latest advioes, in a deplorable state.
Fever has raged among them, and they can-

not go any considerable distance from the
settlements without fear of being seized
nnd devoured by the natives, who lurk in
the woods. It is said that not lees than
thirty of the colonists have disapperod
during the past year, and there is no donbt
as to their fate. They have been devoured
by the savages, who are reported to have a
peculiar preference for fresh and compar-ltivel-y

healthy new emigrants, a fact
which does not tend to encourage emigra-
tion to that colony.

The officials of the colony, that is those
who are still alive, are anxious for recall
and have begged in the most earnest man-

lier to bo relieved of their posts. There is
no doubt that only national pride prevents
the prompt abandonment of the enterprise.
It is remaikable that on the other hand the
English settlements in New Guinea, under
the auspices of the colony of Queensland,
are flourishing, and that the natives are
either friendly or subdued into submission.
The cannibals have ceased to lurk in the
north of the British settlements and many
of the savages have adopted comparative
civilization and have abandoned their
ferocious practices. This Is largely to be
attributed to the policy pursued by the ad-
ministration of British fNew Guinea, Sir
William McGregor, who has shown a re-
markable capacity for conciliating the
the native population, using gentle meth-
ods where the Germans have depended
npon guns and military.

There has been but one case of cannibal-
ism within tho past twelve months in Brit-
ish New Guinea, and the victim was an
escaped French convict, who managed in
some way to get to the colony from the
French penal settlement at Nounie, in New
Caledonia. The fugitive was afraid to re-

main among the colonists and hid in the
woods, where some natives caught and
killed him. Upon ascertaining the fact of
the murder Sir William summoned the
chiefs of the neighboring tribes and re-
quired them to bring iu the murderers for
punishment. This they agreed to do. and
three days later made their appearance
with several heads of men. which they de-
clared were the murderers, having also in
their possession a quantity of bones,
picked,' which they declared were the bones
of the Frenchman. Sir William could not
subdue a suspicion that the murderers had
been devoured all but the heads, but he
wisely concluded to keep the suspicion to
himself.

A Berlin dispatch says that the proposed
German emigration law. the substance of
which has just been given to the public, is
causing great consternation among the
working people, and, until the bill becomes
a law, there is likely to be a great rnsh of
emigrants especially those anxious to es-
cape military service to the United States.
The German government is willing that
the aged and inrirm should remove to an-
other country, and there isnb purpose to in-

terfere with the use of German ports by Kus-sia- ns

and other nationalities who are sim-
ply passing through the empire. The Kais-
er's objeciion is to the loss of the yountc
and vigorous subjects, especially of the
maleseXfWhich he wishes to retain for army
service. The majori ty of the German em-
igrants have hitherto been the flower of the
people, so far as manly strength, energy
and ambition aro concerned, while they
have. also. Included a large proportion of
the skilled tradesmen of the country. The
departure of all these is to be hampered in
in future ua much as possible, und, upon
the passage of the bill, a vigilant watch
will be established both at the ports of de-
parture and along the French frontier.

Thousands of young men from Alsace-Lorrain- e

and Germany proper make their
way every year across the frontiers into
France, Holland and Belgium to avoid the
conscription and to maketheir start for the
new world, or else settle, as many of them
do, in other European countries. The only
Germans welcome in France are those who
come in this way, and the French officials
and soldiers on the frontier are nnder in-
structions not to interfere with the fugi-
tives, or to nut them to any unnecessary
delays. In this way France is weakening
Germany by aiding tho exile of many of
the best of her people. This is to be
stopped, if possible, by strengthening the
linn of sentries on the frontiers, especially
in Alsace and Lorraine, so that unauthor-
ized agents may be brought to a halt.

With the proposed law in force German
emigration will take on a new character.
There will be an almost complete stoppage
of the substantial element, which the state
desires to retain, while the bars will be
down for the feeble and senile, and all that
are undesirable. At the same time the
Russian Jews and others will be permitted
to continue to go by the wav of Germany,
and thus be got rid of as soon as possible.
The Kaiser is in earnest about tbe measure,
and it now proves that it has been all along
one of the chief objects which be had re-
solved to accomplish during the present
session of the Kcicbstag.

COVERED DEEP IN SNOW.

England and Ireland Wrapped In a Thick
Alan tie of the Ueautlfnl.

London. Feb. 2a Snow-storm- s prevailed
last night throughout the United Kingdom.
In London two inches of snow fell and this
morning the city waa enveloped in a dense
fog. The weather remains cold. The up-

per reaches of Che Thames are frozen. In
North Wales ten thousand quarry men have
been thrown out of work by the snow that
has fallen to a great depth in that part of
the country. All out-do- or work in the
ship-yard- s at Hartelpool, county of Dur-
ham, in tbe eastern part of England, has
been stopped owing to the yards being
buried in enow. The cessation of work in
the ship-ynrd- s renders idle seven thousand
men. The storm in the midland counties
h;is brought all out-do- or work to a stand-
still. The mail service between Great
Britain and Ireland . has been greatly de-
layed.

A dispatch from Dublin states that tele-
graph wires and polo ore down in all di-
rections through Ireland and railway
traffic is interrupted by the heavy drifts
with which the lins are encumbered.

Further dispatches from Ireland are to
the ellect that the snow is still falling
heavily in that country, and that in Cork
and adjoining places tho roads are covered
to a depth of four feet, and in consequence
traffic has been almost entirely suspended.
The dispatches also say that the roads in
the Listowail district, Kerry county,
are .also badly blocked by huge drifts
of snow. Much anxiety is felt
regarding the safety of several farmers
who left the markets, bound for their
homes, at a lat.e hour yesterday evening,
and of whom nothing has been heard since.
It is feared that unless they obtained shel-
ter in some of the dwellings along tbe way
they must have perished in the terrible
storm which was prevailing.

The snow-stor- m continues in Westmore-
land, a county of mountains and moors, in
the northern part of England, and traffic
on the various railway lines traversing the
country is seriously impeded.

the biggest kind of a rumpus. Upou their
side, and arrayed against them, are Demo-
crats of equal, if not greater, ability, ad
who are possessed of even more determina-
tion that the silver issue shall bo sup
pressed for the present. Behin'd them are
Brice. Gorman and Hill, who have Speak-
er Crisp in the chair, and it
looks as though they could not
fail to carry their point and relegate this
woeful issue to the rear until after the No-
vember election. Even though the caucus
should decree that there shall be a day
fixed lor consideration of the free-coinag- e

bill, the committee on rules must report it,
and it looks now as if Mr. Catchings or
some other member of that sacred trin-
ity, was determined to stay out of tho
city quite all of the time and prevent a
meeting of the committee. Pending some
decisive turn in tho situation the Democrats
nre indulging in some very ugly talk, which
is drifting from a general to a personal na-
ture, aud the future promises a lively Kil-
kenny fight.

WHAT MR. 11 LAND SAYS.

Chairman Bland, of the coinage com-

mittee, voiced the sentiments of his as-

sociates to-da-y. He said: "Before we
tafco up the tarifl bills and the appropria-
tion bills, there must be an agroement on
just what we are going to do. There must
be an understanding from the beginning,
or else silver will be here as long ns tho
tariff and appropriations, and will be
talked of as much as anything else before
the House. 1 am in favor of tarifl reform
and considering the tariff bills, but if their
programme is to keep the tariff hero al-
ways and not do anything on tho silver
question, then we will consider
them altogether. There is no dispo-
sition against taking np the tarifl",
provided we can have an under-
standing that it is not to bo run us a ma-
chine to knock out silver. 1 have heard
the reports that tho tarifl was to be kept
here, not for the purpose of passing a tarifl'
bill, but to kill silver. I want it understood
that I don't think, there is any such inten-
tion. It would be mere child's play to use
the tariff a an anti-silv- er club. But if
such an intention should be disclosed we
will take the opportunity to force silver t
the front and talk silver on the tariff and
every other bill. 1 do not believe, as I
have said, all the reports and rumors
about knocking out silver with
the tarifl and the appropriation bills,
but if we find out that is the game we have
a way to meet it, and that is to make the
silver bill an amendment to every bill
which coirs up. We do not intend that n
minority sJall run over a majority in that
way, and we have a majority in favor of
the silver bill. The silver bill will not bo
kept down by any tactics of thai kind. Sil-
ver will be kept forward constantly, and
by attempting to keep it down they would
make it the biggest issue of all. 1 shall not
obstruct tho tsrilf bills, but we must know
what is to be done about consideration of
the silver issue. They cannot padlock a
man's mouth or atop bringing ud the ques-
tion," said Mr. Bland in conclusion, "and I
don't think they will attempt to kill silver
with tarifl."

Djsadwood, S. D., Fob. 20. A decision in

the Blaine divorce case was unexpectedly
handed down to-da-y. In his decision,
J udgo Thomas, after reciting the grounds
on which tho suit was brought, and noting4
the fact that the couple were extremely
young, and that the match was ill-advise- d,

said: "The testimony shows that the first
two years of their married life was all that
could be wished, and the cause of their
sonaration was the unfriendliness on the
part of the family, especially the elder Mrs.

Young Blame's
conduct, nnder all circumstances, is very
reprehensible. He does not seem to be
made of the stern stuff we would expect,
coming from-th- e family be does. As soon
as he got under the domination of his
mother he seemed to become estranged
from the wife, -- and be treated i her with
neglect and ' inattention.. The evidence
shows that his desertion was the result of
the machinations of his mother, and that
the treatment of this plaintiff was repre-
hensible and bad in every respect." -

Thejuage describes the wife's sickness
and young Blaine's disregard of her condi-
tion, and says: "It is hard for the court to
hud language to describe its feeling against
a young mau who would act in this way.
The evidence shows that the conduct of
the plaintifl was that of a loving wife at
all times, and her appeals to him showed
her to bo a pure, noble woman. That man
must have been given over to harduess of
heart to have resisted such appeals from
the mother of hia child. All the testimony
shows the plaintiff did everything within
her power that was incumbent upon a good
wifo to do In order to make her husband
return to her, who - seemed to have been
estranged from her by his mother.
