Tho grand mask ball given last night by
tho Jmlianapolis MTLCCTChor was a nota-
ble event in the history of that popular

Tho allsir was in capable
hands. Tho committee on arrangements,
3Iessrs. Fred J. 3Iack, Charles Adam and
J. Mayer, started out with the intention
that this event should eclipse all past so-

cial occasions, and the result justified their
determination.

Tho hall was handsomely decorated for
the occasion. Flays and emblems in lavish
profusion decorated tho walls. Potted
plants were located at frequent and con-
venient intervals, and beautiful and many-colore- d

At a giveu signal the orchestra
broke into a waltz, and from then until
2:0 o'clock this morning, polka, schot-tiscb- e,

waltz and quadrille rapidly alter-
nated, with brief intervals for refresh-
ments. Ueissenberz'a orchestra rendered
most excellent music for the occasion.

XEW EREWERI FINISHED.

Beer Will Benin to Flow in the Yats of the
Homo in a Short Time.

The big brewery of tho Home Browing
Company, located at tho corner of Fmo
street aud tho Fanhandlo tracks, is ap-
proaching completion. Tho building is up
and tho machinery ia being placed in posi-
tion. The new brewery will bo a model of
convenience, and the arrangements for
storinaand handling nro such as to do
away with all unnecessary labor. The ca-
pacity is forty thousand barrels a year,
which is greater than Mans's or Lei her s,
and second only to tho Schmidt brewery,
which has a capacity of from hfty to sixty
thousand barrels. The board of diroctors
of tho new industry is composed of August
Hook. Angnst Kubn. Andrew Hagan. A-
lbert Kopp and Albert 31 inter. August
Hook, who was for many years brew-mast- er

of the Schmidt brewery, is presi-
dent. The amount invested in the new
plaui is Beer will commeuce to
liow from the vats in about sixty days.

Eighth Annual Meeting of the State As-

sociation at the Beard of Trade.

Ner Members Taken In, Tapers Kead and Of-

ficers Elected TraTeliup Men Organize
Far, quel at tho Grand In the Evening.

The eighth annual meeting of the Retail
Lumber-dealer- s' Association of the Stato
convened at the Board of Trade at 10 a. m.
yesterday, with nearly one hundred deal-
ers in attendance. The object of tho or-

ganization, the members say, is not for the
purpose of controlling prices in any way,
but to prevent wholesalers eellimx lumber
direct to consumers in the retail dealers'
territory, thus confining the trade to its
legitimate channels. Secretary i.llcn's re-

port reviewed the work of the pt.st year,
showing the association to be in a prosper-
ous condition. At the morning session
twenty-fiv- e new members were added, and
the prospects are that the growth of the
association during the coming year will bo
exceedingly largo. Several changes in the
constitution and by-law- s, which were sug-
gested by the secretary, were adopted by
tbo association.

Papers wero read by E. T. Parker and G.
W. Kicholtz, tho former giving a fow
"Hints to Traveling Men" nnd the latter
responding with "Hints to Ketnil Dealers."
Both papers contained valuable sugges-
tions to the classes to which they were ad-
dressed, aud were carefully listened to by
theso present.

The following officers were elected for
the ensuing year: President. H.T.Ben-
nett. Indianapolis; vice-presiden- t. Goo. E.
Springer, Anderson; secretary and treas-
urer, W. B. Allen, Indianapolis. Direct-
ors H. T. Bennett, George E. Springer. W.

Meyers, S. P. Stroup. John M. Kirby. XV.

F. Stillwell. Austin Koady. E. P. Deming.
The board of directors held a meeting im-
mediately after the adjournment of tho
afternoon session, at which tune President
Bennett, Vice-preside- nt Springer and Sec-
retary Allen wero eelected as delegates to
represent the Indiana association at the
next meeting of the United Association of
Lumberman, to bo held nt Kansas City,
3io.t in December next. This latter asso-
ciation made up of all the lumber organi-
zations of tho country, and at its meetings
representative lumbermen from all sections
are in attendance.

During the day tho traveling men who
cover this territory met together and or-
ganized an association having for its ob-
ject the promotion of friendly intercourse
in tho fraternity of traveling salesmen who
represent tho lumber and sasb and door
interests of tho State. Tho membership
starts out with forty, and when there aro
150 members it is proposed to include a
beneficiary feature. The namo of the asso-
ciation is the Central Association of the
Traveling Lumber, Sash and Door Sales-
men.

ELEVATOR WRECKED.

Pier Gives Way, Floors Collapse, and 40,000
Unshehi cf Oats Are Spilled

Yesterday morning when the employes of
Elevator D, on Yirginia avenuo at the via-
duct, went . to work, they discovered to
their horror that the interior of the build-
ing bad collapsed at some timo during the
night, dumping 40,000 bushels of oats into
the muddy cellar, and causing a loss of be-

tween $2,000 and, $3,009, as some of the oats
will bo damaged.

The cause of tho collapse ia supposed to
go back to the building of the viaduct.
The building of the rctalning-wal- l and cut-
ting off of the sower has forced the water
which formerly ran down Virgiana avenue
into the cellar of the elevator, whero it has
stood at times, during the winter, oighteon
inches deep. This has undermined the
foundations of the structure to such an ex-
tent that the central pier crumbled and
sank down under tho welghtlcavlng the
floor withont support. Fortunately no-
body was in tbo building at the timo of tho
collapse and strangely enough nobody in
the vicinity beard the crash.

W. L. Higgins, owner of the elevator, has
a $20,000 damage suit pending against thecity and the Union Kailway Compani for
the building of the viaduct, which is now
on trial. Yesterday the jury was taken
down to view the wreck.
