Seligman, the New York bankes, had sent
to him as & recognition of his services to
Americana. The presentation ceremony
took place 1n the presencd of a number of
turbaned shieks, While the party were at
Assouan the garrison there ot up races be-
tween darkies and camels. and a tug-of-war
between semi-nude natives of the Soudan
to amuse the party. Major Wissmanun, the
well-kuown German oflicer, who is seeking
to regain the health he loat on the east
coast of Africa, and in the jungles of that
conutry, ulso entertained Mr. Phelps when
he was at J uxor. Mr. Phelps met Sir Sam-
uel Baker abvoard Lis dahabeah, and was
presented to the Crown I'rincess of Sweden
or her dahabeah.

GENERAL FOREIGN NITLWS,
Emperor Francis Joseph May Permit the
Izxecution of the Schuelders,

Epecial to the Indlanaspolis Journal
Loxpox, Feb, 21.—Vienna advices stars
that the Emperor Francis Joseph 18 1na
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quandary. Hisanind is set againat eapital
punishinent, but the demands for the exe-
cution of the Sclneiders, who decoyed and
murdered servant girls, isso strong thatthe
Emperor is inelined to yield. 1t s a tote-
worthy fact that the Australian Emperor,
it 15 recalled, is the only European sover-
elgn who has hatl the misfortune to mourn
one of his own family as having met death
by execution. This refers of course, 1o the
brother of Francis Joseph, Maximillian, for
some time Emperor of Mexico, who was
shot by the sentence of a Mexican court-
martial. Francis Joseph then suffered such
asgony of mind that he decided that he
wonld pever be instrumental, if he conld
helpit, in intlieting the same pain upeon
others. Executions in Austria have been
verv iew, and capital punishment has prac-
tically been abolished, The case of the
Schneiders is, however, 80 atrocious that
the death penalty may be revived in their
cases,

The New French Cabinet.

Paris, Feb, 27.—After the unsuccessful
attemprs made by MM. Rouvier, Constana,
Eibot and Bouigeois to form a Ministry to
replace the one that resigned last week in
consequence of the Chamber of Deputies
refusing 1o vote confidence in the govern-
ment, M. Loabet was summoned yesterday
to undertake the Pask, and has succeeded
inorganizing a Cabinet which is made up

as follows: M. Loubet, President of
Council and _ Minister of the
Interior; M. De Freyoinet, Minister
of War: M. Ribot., Foreign Affairs;
M. Bonrgeois, Pablic Instruction and the
Fine Aris: M. Rouvier, Finance; M. Develle,
Agricultare; M. Roche, Commerce; M.
Hichard., Justice and Public Wor-
ship; M. Viette, Publie Works; M.
Cavaignae, Marine. Defreycinet, Ribot,
Hourgeois, Rouwvier, Develle, and Roche

{ were members of the former Cabinet, in

which they held the same portfolios which
they will bold in the new Ministry. The
Prime Minister is a stanch moderate
Republican. The members of the new
Ministry waited upon President Carnos
at the 'alace of the Elysee this evening,

Methods of Irish Moonlighrers,
Loxpox, Feb, 21.—Crimes of violence are
increasing in the west of Ireland, and boy-
cottings are again rife against the holders
of farms from which former tenants hLave
been ejected. Moonlight visits to objec-
tionable persons are frequent, although the

moonlighters ha+ : taken to whipping in-
stead of shooting. The intruder, by grace
of the landlord, on an evicted farm gets
what moonlighters call “fair warning” in
the shape of a notice to quit, with a full-
moon face grinning at the top of the notice,
If he takes the hint it is well; if he does
not, his gow dies, or some other seridhs in-

jury happens to the live stock. If this not
sullicient the moonlighter pays bun a visit
—mnot always by moonlight, however, He is
ealled out at nightand whipped until his
back is raw, then he is made to swear that
he will quit before a certain date and is
released. The vieotim seldom waits for a

second visit
Mexican Prisoners Murdered.

Camvanva, Feb, 27.—A detachment of
Mexican troops bas arrived here from As-
cencion, bringing ten prisoners who were
participants in the rebellion that recently
occurred at that place, Masques Daran,
Juan Marbeno and Felipe Lopez, who are
alleged to have led the attack, were not
brought nere by the soldiers for the good
and suflicient reason that they were killed

by the officers during the journey. The
latter asgertin justification of their ac-
tion that the men attempted to escape, It

is, however, an open secret here that the-

murder of the three prisoners was arranged
before leaving Ascencion, and that the
c¢rime has the sanction of the federal and
state ollicials, !

THE COMING BIG GUN.

Successful Trial of the Powder Chamber of a
~ New Kind of Heavy Cannon.

DirpsBoro, Pa., Feb, 27.—The system of
great gun oonstruction known as the
Brown segmental tube wire-wound method,
which, it isclaimed, 18 destined to revola-
tionize the fabrication of heavy prdnance,
has undergone § completaly successful trial
under government auspices at the works of
the Pennsylvania Diamond Drill and Man-
ufacturing Company. The Brown gun con-
msts of a tabe formed ot aeccarately-ad-
justed segments of steel, extending from
breech to muzzle, wrapped with many
layers of stecl wire applied uunder heavy
pressure and lined with an inner tube to
carry the rifling. The complete gun has
not yet been finished, but a sample eylin-
der, representing the powder chamber of a
five-inch gun, was subjected to the trial
The external diameter of the ovlinder
is under six inches and its lemgth
sbout two fect. It was encased 'in a cast-
steel jacket, both ends of which were
closed with screw plugs, the upper one of
which was perfora by a vent one-half
inoh in diameter. The erusher ganges were
screwed 1nto the lower plog and a prelim-
inary charge ol one pound of coarse-grained
black cannon powder was fired to warm up
the piece. ltexploded without report, but
with a fizzle like a colossal squit, Two
pounds and a half of powder were then
pvlaced in the tube, the explosion being ac-
companied by a sound resembling the sud-
den release of steam from a safety-valve,
and & jet of flame snd smoke shot up iuto
the air for thirty feet. The gauges regis-
tered a vressure of 35,200 pounds to the
squnare inch. The mext charge, two and
three-quarter pounds of powder, gave 42,387
pounds pressure; three pounds of powder
guve 47,726 poundas and three and a quarter
pounds of powder gave the enormous pres-
sure of 52,550 pounds to the square inch.
The highest pressure used in modern ggqus
does not exceed 35,000 pounds. All the éx-
wrt; lugreed that the trial was most suo-
cessful,

known ss the Berdan iron-clad destroyer.
The feature of the design is found in an
enormous submarine gun carried at the
bow below the water line.

Admitted to Bail in the Sum of $10,000
on the Ground of Failing Health.

Judge Dubose Thinks the Evidence Shows She
Abetted Alice Mitchell in the Murder of
Freda Ward—Interest In the Case.

————

MxympH1s, Tenn., Feb. 27.—Judge Dubose
this morning set the public mind at rest
for a time at Jeast, admitting to bail Miss
Lillie Johnson, who is charged with being
an sccessory to the murder of Miss Freda
Ward by Alice Mitchell in this city on Jan.
25 last. The reguired bond, $10,000, was
promptly forthcoming, and Miss Johnson
will spend Sandav at her quiet home on
Vance atreet, instead of in the gloomy jail
of Shelbv county.

1t was known yesterday that the decis-
jon would be given this morning, and long
before the hour set for the openiug of court
every seat and available bit of standing
room in the Criminal Court had been taken,
It was a curious throng that thus patient-
ly awaited the entrance of the judge and
the principal figure 1a this preliminary
trial, A mixture of people of all classes
and situations in life was here represented.
A few women were present, and their
bright toilets lent an air of cheerfulness to
the scene. By the side of society belles sat
the staid matron of forty, and crowded un-
comfortably near them was the colored

dame, arrayed for the occasion.
A hittle before 9 o’clock a rear door of the

court-room opened and Miss Johnson en-
tered, leaning upon the arm of her father,

Following her came her twin brother
“Jim,” and an older brother. They took
their accustomed places by the window in
the corner of the room, to the left of the
judge’s seat. Miss Johnson was becomingly
attired 1n & walking suit "of dark brown
material and a light hat, and when sbe
lifted her veil her countenance, though
ghutly pale, bore a cheerful expression.

he seemed to know. as if by intuition,
that the judge would that morning pro-
nounce the words whieh would allow her
to return, at least for a time, to her bome
and friends.

A few minutes after 9 o’'clock Judge Da-
bose entered and took his seat. The clerk’s
gavel fell threo times and court was in ses-
sion. T'he habeas corpus case was the firet
business of the morning, and 1t was at
once proceeded with, the ruling being read
immediately. After reciting the law
in the case, the judge said in
part: *‘The court is clearly of opinion that
the proof is evident that the defendant
aided and abetted the commission of the
crime of which she and her co-defendant are
charged—a crime the most shocking and
malignant ever perpetrated by a woman.
It appears from the proof taken ip this
proceeding that the defendant, Johnson,
has been 1n precarious health since a mere
ohild; that she suffers continuously with
headache, and often with nervous prostra-
tion, and the confinement in the atmosphere
of the prison wouid no doubt greatly aggra-
vate her malady, and thereby endanger her
life., For this reason, and this reason alone,
the court will admit the defendant to bail.”

Immediately after Judge Dubose had
finished reading his ruling the bail was
fixed at $10.000, with Dr. H. L. Williford
and Hon, Martin Kelly as securities. Miss
Johnson received the congratulations of
friends and relatives, and immediately left
the court room. A carriage was in wait-
ing, and in company with her father and
brothers the Gonng woman was driven to
her home on Vance street, where the party
arrived at a few minutes after 11 o’clock.

The general public expected that Miss
Johnson would be admitted to bail, bus
that part of the judge’s ruling in which is
stated her relation to Miss Mitchell in the
cominission of the crime has oreated a sen-
sation. It 1sa therefore evident that the
State has in 1ts possession evidenoce which
has not been made public which will hold
Miss Johnson for trial on the charge of
aiding 1n marder instead of the mere form
of a release from ball, as was sanguinely ex-
pected by her friends. Interest in the most
deplorable tragedy is much heightened in
cousequence,

Miss Johnson's incarceration has told
greatly upon her health. Accustomed, as
she was, to her daily drives about the city
with Miss Mitchell, the close confinement
in the cell with her friend, now the muar-
dereass, soon began to show iteelf. She was
seen to be failing daily and her always pre-
earious health was seen to be undermined.
The young girl. pale and much emaciated,
18 now bnt a shadow of her former self.
Her condition arouses the deepest sym-

athy and canses great anxiety among her
riends.

Itis not known when the next move in
this famous afipir—the proceedings in the
writ of lunacy in Miss Mitchell's case—will
be commenced. en. Luke E. Wright,
chief counsel for the defeuse, said to-day
that he thonght it would be thirty days
before the ingulsition of lanacy would
begin. Other court attaches give 1t as
their opinion that the matter will be taken
up in ten days.

The tragedy has taken a firm hold on the
Memphis publie, and the court proceedings
are eagerly watched by all olasses. Among
the young people and pupils of the difter-
ent schools it is noticeable that the papers
are perused with great avidity which
threatens to interfere with lessons. The
sﬂnclpal of a leading female college or-

ered, a few days ago, that no newspapers
containing aeccounts of the proceedings in
the case should be brought to achool, and
requested the pupils to refrain from read-
ing them at home while the tragedy and
court proceedings were being discussed in
their columns,

BARRED FROM THE WORLD'S FAIR.

The Queen Isabella Association Cannot Have
Space for their Propoesed Pavlilion.

Cricaco, Feb. 27.—The Queen Isabella
Association, it was virtually sannounced
officially this evening, is to be barred out
of all participation in the world’s fair. An
application was some time ago made by
the association for space within the fair
grounds for the erection of a statute, «
heroic size, of Queen Isabella and also for
a pavilion for the use of the association.
The'application was referred to the com-
mittes on buildings and grounds and chief
of const ion for action. Mra Potter
Palmer, president of the board of lady
managers, in &8 communication upon the
subject, heartily recommended the grant-
ing of the site for the statue, which was to

be of bronze, and the work of the famous
sculptress Harriet Hosmer, and also recom-
mended that the gronnds and buildings com-
mittee and chief of construction give such
favorable consideration to the application
for the site for the Isabella pavilion as
was possible within the rules of the exposi-
tion applying to clubs or aasociations of
men; 1n short, that the exposition compa-
ny should deal witn this application

by the Isabella Association as it
would deal with any application from

an organization of men. The grounds
and building committee have since had the
matter under consideration, and finally de-
cided it, basing their action upon a com-
munication from Chief of Construction
Burnham. The decision is that the com-
mittee declined to grant the space asked
for., In his communication, Chief of Con-
struction Burnham stated that the exposi-
tion bad no space which could be devoted
to any building whiech would be of the
character of a club-house, and in this view
the committee acquiesced.

Progress of the World's Fair Buildings.
Cuicaco, Feb. 27.—Forty-eight hundred

men have been employed in the worid’s

ment to his decision in the Boyd-Thayer
case, holding that Thayer mnever had
any right to assume the duties of
Governor when Boyd was ousted, but that
Lieutenant-governor Majors was the prop-

er person to Inmtervene in ¢ase Mr. Boyd
was not & citizen of the United States.

Now, it so happens that the railroads do
not want a apecial session of the legisla-
ture, because the chief. purpuse of
ita convening wounld - be to pass
a bill reducing freight rates from
existing tarifis 20 per cent:, and as there
is st:ll some process to go through the State
Supreme Court in Governor bBoyd's case,
the decree of the federal Sapreme
Court bhaying to awmt the customary
thirty days before being issved @nd re-
turned to the State Supreme Court, hence
the conspiracy. The raiiroads have been
plotting to have Licutenant-governor Ma-
i‘?rn begin proceedings against Governor

oyd on the ground that the federal Su-
preme Court decision merely overraled
the State court in the matter of
Hoyd’s demurrer to Thayer's motion.
It so bhappens that since the former
decision of the Supreme Coart there has
been a change in 1ts make-up, Judge Post
succeeding Judge Cobb. Governor Boyd,
at tle election in 1801, opposed the
election of Fost, but he was elected
and he, with Norvel now constitutes a
majority of the court. Post could now
agree with Maxwell on his amended de-
ciston that Majors had a right to intervene,
and with Norvel in a second writ of ouster.

It is believed in best-informed circles
that the railroads will not seriously en-
deavor to carry out such & programme,
but rather seek to hold over the head of
the Democratic Governor a club to coerce
him with regard to the extra session.
