Torexa, Kan., March 1.—John J. Ingalls
bas again entered actively the political
srena, and from mow on his voies will be
beard in the State councils of lis party.
He made Lis first really public appearance
to-nightafter aninactivity of nearly a year.
e made a speech to-night before the State
League of Republiean clabs, 1ua which he
defended his late inactivity in political af-
fairs, and aunounced his future programme,
He said that some of the Republicans who
bave passed upou the credentials of Re-
publicans scemingly desirs to believe

that he was not going to enter
politica, He was a Republican and
he Dbelieved that that party just

now stood in need of active recruits
mo:e thau of victime, (referring to the at-
tempts of his own Siate to read him out of
the party.) It had been stated, he said,
tuat he had taken no partin the recent
campaign. That was a fact, but he was
obliged to state that the Stato central com-
mittee had solicited from him neither bis
services nor hismouey.jle had been ignored.

In couciusion be said: “l am nota candi-
date for the United States Senate. M
name shall not be used 10 connection wit
any office that may be given 1n the coming
election, nor forany oflice that would be
the result of it.” He oifered hins services to
the State central committes, volanteering
to go a8 & private wherever the generals of
the campaign should order him.

Topeka was in the hands of the Repub-
licans of Kansas to-day. The bhotels were
erowdsd. It was the largest convention of
the Republican League ever hela 1n kan-
sas. At 10:50 this merning every seat n
Representative Hall was filled. I'resident
Baiicy called the assembly to order, ['end-
ing reports of committeos, speeches wers
were mado, Barton, of Abilens, said that
“David B. Hill was the gentleman the
Republicans bad to face and the Democrats
to ewallow.”

The committee on resolutions reported
one of the shortest platforms on record. It
consisted of oniy four brief paragraphs.
The tirst renewed allegiance to the Kepub-
lican party and pleagea support to all 1ts

inciples, especially to the great econom-
cal principies of protection, honest money
aud reciprocity. The secoud paragraph in-
dorsed President Harrison, and the third
Becretary Blaine, while the fourth was
an expression of the loss the party feels
in the death of the late Seuator FPlumb.
When the resolutions were read, D. K. An-
thony, of Leavenworth, junmped immed:-
ately to his fect and propesed an amend-
meut to the effect that the Republican
party demand a free ballot and a fair
connt. ‘The amendment was accepted by
the committee on resolutions and as
smended the resolutions were adopted.
Delegates to the sonvention of the Nation-
al Hepublican League were elected and the
work of the conveuntion was completed by
the election of officers,

Although no detinite action was taken by
the club on the silver gnestion, the senti-
mont of Kansas Hepublicans became ap-
parent when, just before adjoarnment, D.
K. Anthony, who has heretofore been a
rabid free-silver mean, announced in a short
apecch that he had changed his views upon
that subject and was now opposed to the
freo coinage of silver, When the speaker
made this annoancement the conveution
rese as one man and cheered with entha-
glasim,

McAilister's View of the Third Party.

Jacksox, Miss.,, March 1.—Representa-
tive McAllister, chairmuan of the national
commititee of the anti-sub-treasury Alli-
ance, was this morning asked what he
thought of tlie recont labor conference at
5t. Louis and its Learing upon the politics
of the Sonth. He said: “The pretended
opposition of the Southern delegates to the
third-party movemcent was tlie merest
sham. Tbey were ail in full sympathy
with 1t—-possibly with the exception of
Livingstone, of Georgia, who 18 indoubt as
to whether his State is ripo for the move-
ment., There is no queation but that the
sub-treasury element in the Southern Al-
Hance will join them, Thke third-partyites
adopted the Ocala platform, and this elo-
ment belleves their political salvation de-
pends upon the success of the sub-treasury
and land-loan schemes. The movemestis
franght with danger to Democraecy in acv-
erszl Sonthern States, notably in North
Carolina, Alabama and Louisiana., A fa-
sion of this element with the Hepublicans
would seriously imperil Democratio sue-
cess. Hepulblican mansgers recoguize the
waning fortunes of their party in the
Nortuwest, grewing oni of this movement,
aud will eagerly embrace any fuslon 1u the
South as an offsetr.”

G. Blnine, jr., bas furuished the press an
open letter in reply to the “personal state-
ment” made by James G. Blaine, er,
through the same channel last Sunday, re-
garding the relations between Mr. Blaine,
ir., and his wife, who was recently granted
a divorce, The letter by Mrs. Elaine, jr.,
in full is as follows:

“My Dear Sir—Youn have furnished the
pablie with a remarkable production un-
aer the caption ot ‘A Persoual Statement.’
1 consider it my duty at this time to ad-
dress you with that degree of dignity
which your position asa publicman entitles
you to. 1 acknowledge your well-rounded,
richly deserved fame as a diplomate,
and appreciate fully the weight which your
ntterances possess as fully as I do avppre-
ciate my own weakness and my total ina-
bilisy to cope with you in a personal en-
countsr, but I shall expect from you that
considerate and honorable treatment which
I am sure your keen sense of equity and
fairness wiil dictate.

“The powerful man of a great Nation
will surely accord to a weak and defense-
less woman her full meed of justice. You
sursly can ill aflord to withhold it. 1 wish
it distinctly understood by you that I am
not asking symrpathy. 1 respectiully de-
mand justice. It isin your power to grant
thia simple request. It remains to be seen
if you will doit, I will aid you by a sug-
gestion. Have the kindness to publish in
conneotion with your statement the full
text of the letters you have quoted from.
Do not, like a shroewd, unprincipled person,
select only such pages as may be needed to
make out a case, but give the entire con-
tents to the publie that I may be judged
righteonsly. You have the documents
surelyv, else you conld not quote from them.
I will give yon a suflicient time in which
to conform to my reasonable demand, say
ten days. If, at the end of that time yon
fail to respond I shall deem it my auty to
give, in substance, their contents and cor-
roborate my statement by publishing let-
ters from your son, both prior and subse-
(quent to our marriage,

*Yon know full well that yonr charges
agninst me regarding the marrisge are un-
foonded. I give youample opportunity to
retract. You have twoalternatives, the one
suggested or silence. Your consideration
for your grandson will sorely induce you to
decide 1n (favor of the first. This 1s not a
proposed diplomatic engagement on my
part, for your anccess in dealing with na-
tions ia too we!ll known for me to meet you
on any ground than as the meother of yonr
grandson. 1 take 1t that your sentiment
was proinpted chiefly by the remarks of
Judge Thomas in rendering hLis decisign
which gave memy freedom. [ have no de-
fense to ofler in his behalf. 1 simply de-
clare, now that you have arraigned me by
tue uso of frogmentary quotations from my
love-letters to yeur son, that youn be fair
enough to publish the originals in fall, I
will then prove to the world that your son
was far from a weakling. and that yon, his
proud father, well knew it long Lofore he
marr:ed me. Truly yours,

$705,746 in the surplus cash in the Treas-
ury. The total debt to-day, less §12,162,204
nect cash balance or surplusin the treas-
ury and tho $100,000,000 gold reserve (green-
back redemption fand) is 8310.120,085. Of
thesnrplus in the treagdury to-day national
bank depositories hold §18,954,906, a de-
crease of about three-quarters of a million
since the 15th of Febraary.
