There ocan be little
doubt abount the successful run which the
play will bave, since such exceilent judges
as Frohman and A. M, Palmer pronounce 1t
the eleverest bit of playwriting turned out
by any American in years. The young
man who has attained this not nnhoped-for
fame will be reecalled by many Indian-
apolia people as Will E. Golden—W, Echard
(Golden, the Eastern papers insist on print-
ing it—who graduated from the State Uni-
versity at Bloomington in the class of &8,
When he left college many prophesied that
he would notlive long for he was hardly able
to tote off s sheepskin. *“He's killing
hwmself with work; just plain downrighs
suicide,” many said, but they didu't know
young Golden. ‘Though only twenty-four
years old at the time, he had already spent
four years at hard labor on the stage doing
the legitimate. le didn’t let his hair go
to seed, nor count rairoad ties between
stops, bnt he atudied continually, as all
succesaful people know they must, and was
well seasoned to labor., Members of his
family for generations back have been con-
nected with the stage—you must
have bheard of the Golden family;
Alice, his mater, 1is singing 1n
opera in New York mnow—aud the
drama 18 young Golden's favorite study.
He went almost direct from college to the
Brooklyn Polytechinic as a teacher, and
since he graduated has written a work on
the English drama that 18 highly men-
tioned. An enterprising manager has al-
ready paid Golden §1,100, and contracted to
give him a generous royalty for the priv-
1lege of staging *“Hearts” in New York.
Golden is & member of the ’hi Kappa Ps
Greek-lotter fratermity, and is the second
son of the Bloomington institution to dis-
tinguish himself during the past year.

| CAUGHT AT THE POSTOFFICE

——

Suggestions of Improvements in the
Service and a Story or Two.

g ——

Encouraging the Use of Stamped Envelopes—
Partial Prepayment—Politician Who Loet
a Det—Mailing Circulars.

Postmaster Thompson is of the epmnion
that the government should give more en-
conragement to the use of the stamped
envelope, "It would be a desirable thing,”
said Mr. Thompson, ‘‘to bring about an al-
most npiversal use of the stamped envelope
and the speciul-request envelope. 1f a lim-
ited addition to the printed request upon
the envelope were allowed the use would ve
greatly extended. This wounld be speedily
accomplished if the envelopes were supplied
to the public at the price of the stamp. It
would also give adaitional security to the
delivery of mail, as there would ,be no
stamps to drop off, and no stamps to be for-
gotten Ly careless or hurried people.

“There is another matter that might be
amended; in fact, in spite of the great
things that bave been done under the ad-

ministration of Pestmaster-general Wana-
maker, there will be other improvements
snggesting themselves all the time, The
present neiness - hke administration,
through the very improvements it has
made, has encouraged otler suggestions.
There is considerable loss to the
revenues of the goverument lLecause of
the regulation permitting letters to pass
through the mails with one rate prepaid
without reference to the weight of the let-
ter. By this, of conrse, | mean that if 2
cents is paid, thongh the letter may carry
several times that amount of postage, it is
taken and the over-weight 18 supposed to
be collected at its destination. A great
amount of snch over-weight postage 1s
never collected. At this office, where eon-
siderable care is used, we collect about
$2,000 a year of this kind of postage, and |
have no doubt that half as much more, that
ia one thousand dollars’ worth, ships
through unpaid, as letters are mneces-
sarily handled in a hurry. At small
offices very little due postage is collected.
It would be difficult toapproximate the loss
of postage from this cause, and full prepay-
ment should be made compulsory. There
are firms in this city, as we know, who
write to customers that thev need not pay
but one rateon letters, regardless of weight,
as they (the houses mentioned) will pay the
remainder. Of coarse, they intend to pay
it, and this is very clavar to their patrons,
but some of this generosity 18 at the ex-
pense of the government, for, as I said, we
do not eateh all the overweights.”

Postmaster Thompson's office is a regnlar
rendezvous for his large circle of friends,
and there they gather every afternoon be-
tween 4 and 5 o'clock, and spin yarns, talk
politica and criticise the state of
things in gemeral As the cam-
paign draws nmnear politics becomes
the most absorbing topic, and 1f there is

any theory that has not been advanced or
probability discussed it 18 due simply to
the fact it bhas been crowded out for
want of & chance, Postmaster Thomp-
son always keeps the easiest and
most comfortable chair in the
room and lets his guests sit on the table,
the stifi-bottomed chairs or stand up. He
pulls his black derby hat down over his
eyes and gets his neek about on a hne with
the low back of the chair, then permits
the conversation to go on uninterrupted,
Nobod{ can tell whether he 1s awake or
not half the time, and only when Assistant
Postmaster Dave Wallace comes 1n to
ask for a cigar does he show any
signas ot ife. A well-known politician,who
may be calied Tom Robinsou, becaase that
is mot his name, is the center of
attraction, and he does all the talking, and
the others the disputing. A gentleman &?-
tered the oflice the other evening when tHb
crowd was all assembled and, extending
his hand to Mr. Robinson, said: “How are
you, Mr. Robinson; haven’'t seen yon since
you returned from your campaign tonr.”
