BOTH HAVE ADVANTAGES,

The Present and FProposed Method of Choos-
ing Senators—Vermont's Unique Law.
Epecial to the Indianapulls Journal
WasHixGgToN, March 5.—The agitation of
the proposition to change the federal Con-
stitution so as to provide for the election
of United States Senators by direct vote of
the people, instead of by the State Legis-
Iature, is certainly a very interesting sub-
ject just now to Senator P'roetor, of Ver-
mont, who lately entered Congress from
the Secretaryship of War. Senator Proo-
tor is an able statesman, and a thorough
oild-fashioned New England gentleman of
the Puritan type. BSenator Proctor be-
heves that no public man should ever get
far away from his constitaency, and
that when a publio officer begins to
fear the action of his oonstituents
it is time for him 0 retire to
private life. The Senator i1s a little in

doubt as to whetherthe change of the pres-

ent plan of chosing United States Senators
wouid be of benefit to the neople them.-
selves, as the Legislature feels the responsi-
bility of selecting Senators as much as the
individual voters, and at the same zime it
is probable that a better grade of character
is selected under the present plan. How-
ever, he says that he believes the people,
who bave the invested power, should de-
cide whether they will have the present
plan, or the proposed election by direcs
vote, and he is perfectly willing that either
plan should be 1n practice,

Senator Proetor bas probably represented
the largest and the smallest legisiative
constituency of any man in public life,
Vermont has the most singular and nnique
laws respecting the choosing of the State
Legisiature of any State in the Union,
Her Legisiature is elected upon the old
colonial plan originally adopted by Con-
necticut, but discarded by that State many
years Each towship in the State, ir-
respective of population, is entitled to a
member of the lower bouse of the State
Legislature. Senator Proctor has beena
member of the lower house of the Ver-
mont Legislature from a little rural
townah}r. and has represented the great
city of Kutland in the Legislature. In al-
most every State in the Union members of
the Legislature, like Congressmea, have
distriots formed with respect to popa-
Iation; but in Vermont, a member of
the Legislature 1ay represent a
country townahbip having a population
of fifty persous or a city with 150,000 popu-
lation. Senator Prootor says that while
the plan hassome objections it has many
sdvantages. There are nover any jealons-
jes or rivalries between members of the
Legislature representing allied territory.
Each man has his distinetive baihhwick,
aud, since moat of the legisiation afiecta a
townsbip, each man can work independent
of the other, taking all the responsibility
and recerving all the credit. Under such a
condition of affairs the fhumblest voter n
the rural township has an even greater
voice than the influential and wealthy eit-
izen of the metropolitan township, when it
comes to electing the Legislatare which is
to choose a U/nited States Senator, It 18
said that there has never in all the history
of Vermont been a scandal or a taint of
suspicion of corruption or i1mpropriety
growing ont of the election of United
Statea Senators. This 1s probably dne to
the fact that Vermont heas continued her
representation in the Yenate for longer

riods of time than any State in the

‘mion, and has on the average had abler
men in the Senate than any other State.

Two more of the men
previously brought here to work in the
shop, also deserted yesterday, making
thirteen “captured,” in the language of the
strikers.

Sprinkling Bids To-Morrow.
To-morrow morning will be alively time be-

fore the Board of Public Works. Bids for
sprinkling are to be presented, and the indica
tions are that a great many bids will be forth
coming. One gentleman said be thought there
would be iifty bidders. Each bid must be at
least for one district, while one man or firm

canu bid on the entire city, if he so desires,

The sprinkiing specificatious have heen in the
hands of contractors for several weeks. yet some
of them do not as yet secm to comprebend just
what they are expected to bid on. In this con-
nectlon several gquestions have been raised.

Yesterday a coutractor oalled at the office of
the board to Inquire who wonld pay for
sprinkling the sireets around Military Park,
whicn Is State property. He was told that he
would bave to tuke his chances on getting the
State to foot the bill. Heo next wanted to know
who would pay for sprinkling in front of
churebes. President Conduitt says that the
church associations must pay the bill; that they
are llable for street sprinkling assessments the
saine a8 street improvement assessments.

Some contractors seem to bo 1in doubt, too,
about the cost of water for sprinkling purposes.
The . other day Vice-president Davis, of the
waler company, agreed with the Board of Publie
Works to rurnish water to sprinklers for S cents
per onoe thousand gallons, and furnish meters,
Home of the sprinklers do not understand this
and want a different arragement. One of the
propositions ol the water company to the board
wnas to furnish water for 1/5 of a cent per square
foot, but this has been reaunced.

Yesterday the compauy issued a circular to
sprinklers and cartmmen agreeing to furnish water
at tho rate o 7/40 of a cent rcr square foot, Mr.
Davis says that under this rate it will cost
sprinklers about the same a8 t0 pay S cents per
one thousand galiona,

People who reside on streets to be sprinkled by
controot, who have already entered Intoa pri-
vate contract with the water company for
sprinkling privileges, will receive a rebate of 6
cents per lineal foot. As the maximummn cost of
sprinkling 18 supposed to be 10 cenis a foot it
will cos: the owuner of a forty-foot lot under these
conditions, $£1.60 for a tull season.

Yesterday the second fire-engine was dellvered
to the DBoard of Public Eafety by the Ahrens
company, of Cincinnatl. This engine was deliv-
ered on time.
