TRADING AT CIIICAGO.

Speculators Receive a Hint that the Fits
Are Reins; Manipulated.

CHICAGO, March 5. There was a de-

cidedly bearish feeling in wheat during most
of the session, and lower prices ruled. The
news presented a sharp contrast with that
which was given out so freely yesterday
morning. The bulls hardly got a single
item in their favor, and the suspicion start-
ed yesterday that the trade had been clev-

erly deceived by manufactured news was
strengthened. Foreigners, who were repre-
sented as buying so vigorously yesterday,
and the damage to crops which they rep-

resented as being so alarming, were scarce-
ly mentioned to-da- y. On the contrary,
dullness seemed to prevail everywhere.
Amid so much that was bearish it was diff-
icult to say what was the most depressing,
but tho meager exports from the sea-

board for the week only 2,908,000
bushels, being less than for a
long time was very discouraging. The
fact that no wheat was cleared from the
seaboard yesterday was another bearish
item. A published report on the condition
of the winter-whe- at crop, the continued
free movement in the Northwest and the
lower cables were likewise weakening in
their tendency. With this news it did not
take long for the crowd to get on the bear
side with unusual unanimity. Longs saw
all tbeir'hopes of a profit shattered aud
made haste to s til. and the bears, taking
new courage, assisted in tho decline by
selling freely. There was very little dispo-
sition to buy until there had been a de-
cided recession in prices, and even then
it was mostly in the way of
covering by shorts, who had good profits
insight. Pardridge was a buyer and cov-
ered a big line of wheat, which he has been
selling all the way from 91c up to 5c, and
then down again from C5o to 90c. Tho last
two weeks must have brought tho great
plunger very big winnings. New Yorkers,
fed by Cottrell, were heavy sellers from the
start. The weakness continued through-
out the session, with nonoticeable reaction,
and closed weak and only slightly above
the bottom figures of the day at a loss of
over lo compared with yesterday. May
opened o lower at 90c, sold at POV40,

worked off to bOMic, firmed up to 8914 c,
broke to 89 c, and closed weak at 893bc.

Corn was quiet and easy. The receipts
were a trifle in excess of the estimates and
contained sixteen cars of contract. Trade
was slow and this. with, the weakness in
the wheat pit and the slackness of the cash
demand, were the depressing inliaences.
Transactions, however, were confined to a
range of ?sc. and the close was Ho lower
than that of yesterday.

Oats were dull and easy. The market
was featureless. Considering the weakness
in wheat, the dullness in corn and larger
receipts of oats.than expected, prices held
very well, closing with Uo loss.

Hog products were quiet and rather easy,
the opening was a little firmer on the fact
that the receipts of hogs were 6.000 loss
than expected and prices at the yards 5
10c higher. But there was little inquiry
and the firmness soon disappeared. There
was some recovery near the end. and the
close shows pork unchanged, with lard and
ribs .C5c higher.

The swagger young woman theso days

wears her watch on the shoulder, just in
front of the arm, daneling in the air, ready
for every pick-pock- et in New York.

"It makes me cry, almost," said a jeweler,
to think how women abuse watches."
"What do they do with theml"
4,Ask me something easier." lie went on,

"or, rather, ask what do they not do with
their watches. In the first plaee, a watch is
an extremely sensitive bit of mechanism,
intensely alive to tho action of the tompera-tur- e.

Every variation from heat to cold,
and vice versa, leaves its mark on a watch.
Even with the best of care, a watch will
vary in accuracy to a considerable extent.
Then what may be expected of a watch
which a woman uses as she would a bit of
ribbon, or a bangle, or other
toyf No woman wbo carries her
watch exposed in the manner Indi-
cated by the abovo demand of fashion need
hope to have her time-piec- e keep any sort
of accuracy. It is simply impossible.
Every cold blast that strikes the watch
alters it in some degree, and makes it less
valuable as a time-keepe- r.

"Women are very severe in their treat-
ment of watches. Perhaps not intention-
ally so. still so in etl'ect. Even the pockots
in whioh they carry their watches are so
contrived and are of materials of euch
varying durability that their time-piec- es

under almost any conditions are eoon out
of order. It is a heavy dress to-da- y and a
light one w, and the watch must
sutler the consequences.

Tf you will look over the rack of the
workers in the repair department of any
large jewelry-hous- e you will find that the
greater percentage of watches there for
mending belong to womeu. it,

"Another reason why I dislike tho present
fad is because, to ruy mind, it reacts on the
jewelers, itis like this: A woman willget
a watch. Soon it begins to act badly, fcho
comes back. She complains. We try to fix
the watch. In a fow week's it is as worth-
less as ever. Then she blames the trade for
eelling her a shabby watch. I tell you it
does not pay."

AIIOUT WRINKLES.

French and American Specialists Dlfler as
to Treatment by Hot Steam.

New York Son. ,
Wrinkles are the index of nervous con-

dition. Upright lines between the eyes in-
dicate mental trouble, thought, care, or
temper more than physical illness. Fine
netted lines about the eyes denote nervous
exhaustion and the depression which fol-
lows overstimulus. Women are likely to
get them from living and sleeping in close,
hot rooms.

The latest scientific writer on the subject
says the air in our rooms should be changed
three times every hour. The skin owes its
beauty to the nerves which control the fine
invisible blood vessels of the surface, whose
work lends glow and transparency to
the face. The nerves in turn owe
their sensitiveness to the air, which,
noxious or pure, is our chief nutriment,
inhaled by gallons hourly. When the
nerves are deadened by close air, the fine
muscles lose their tone, the tissue of the
face shrink, and these shrinkages become
wrinkles. At first they are fugitive; a
week's watching may write the lace over
with cross-hatchin- g of tine lines, amd an-
other week of rest will restore lost tissue,
fat and fluids to fill the spaces and smooth
the face again.

To avert wrinkles the nervous and over-
taxed must rest and eat nourishing food.
The neuralgic should cat roast fat and
make food tempting with condiments,
adding to their fare the sound, coarse
bread which contains phosphate to
feed their starved nerves, and is
the great regulator of nutritive func-
tion. Too often the trouble is not so much
what people eat. but what they don't eat
and do not get provided for them at table.
Leanness aud wrinkles go together. We
seldom see a florid, plethoric woman with
them, as the supply of blood keeps the skin
in repair.

Steaming the face is the fashionable
treatment to remove wrinkles, but it is an
idea of American adoption, if not original.
French specialists deprecate steaming.
They say that it makes wrinkles worse
when the practice is suspended, and as-
sert that it causes falliug of eyelashes and
eyebrows. The intensely hot steaming
may have that efiect in certain
states of the blood, and it must cause de-
terioration of blood to the face, which is
far from healthy. The remedy is to uso va- -

at milder heat, keeping up the process
ongerat a time. Half an hour over the

vapor, however, is more time than most
women can spend. The most convenient ap-
plication is a firm waxen paste which takes
time for rubbing out and gives
just the right amount of massage for the
face in the process. The soft, oily salves
and creams in request are not such good
wrinkle-eraser- s as a firm, protective cos-
metic which will not rub oil easily, but al-
lows tho moisture of the skin to remain and
freshen the tissues.

It is easier to disperse wrinkles than to
eradicate any other defect of the face
Sleep, much more than people suppose
necessary, rather hearty food, and motstor
air in houses, are indisoensuble to keeping
a smooth face, whatever cosmetic is used,
and a toilet paste, or cream has twice the
etl'ect in less time if the hygiene of the
complexion be observed.

Massage of the face should be by a firm,
loisnrely stroke, just enough not to irritate
The best usa2e makes the movement in cir-
cular sweeps over the wrinkles, not lifting
the fingers much until one has fin-
ished on that particular line. Mas-eas- e

of the faee should bo sooth-
ing, not leaving it flushed and burning.
To avert the wretched outwork of lines
about the eyes and baggy eyelids, observe
the precauti on never to sleep after a dance
or late hours without bathing the face
plentiful in very warm water and taking a
few spoonfuls of something light, half a
cup. of chocolate, or hot bonillion, eau
sucre. rich and lyrnpy. or a lemonade, with
or without afresh beaten egg. Three spoon-
fuls of such refreshment will take off the
horrible exhaustion which presents its ac-
counts on waking. A cup of hot water
with one drop uoil of cinnamon is a fa-
mous restorative, especially in heart weak-
ness, after late hours.
