A Cemetery Surpassing in Decoration
Any Burial Groundin North America.

Amusements of the Aristocracy—Flirtation
in Pablic Places—The Richest Hospita! in
the World Supported by a Lottery.

8pecial Correspindencs of the Sunday Journal.
MoxTeEviDEO, Jannary.—Oneofthegights
of Meontevideo which the traveler must
not miss is the “Cementario Central,” or
principal cemetery, situated a long way
from the city’'s busy ceunter, near its south
beach, within sonnd of the murmuring sea.
Though its uatural beanties are not so
great as those of Greenwood, Mount Au-
burn, Spring Grove, and many other cities
of the dead in the United States, and
though a few tombs in each of the latter
may equal any of these in point of ele-
gance, yet, taken as s whole, there is no-
where in North Awerica such an aggregate
display of wealth in any one burial ground
—such luxurious interment of dust to dast
—as here, This is by all odds thetinest in
South Ameriea, its nearest rival being
the splendid cemetery of Sauntiago de
Chili—both in startling contrast to
the horrors of many bone-strewn Campos
Santos we have shuddered aton this south-
ern continent, Montevideo's *Field of
Saints,” (the literal rendering of the com-

mon name, Campo Santo) has a monu-
mental entrance and a very costly and
elaborate chapel, which alone represent the
expenditure of a million dollars. The
chupel has an ornamental dome, floors and
inner walls of purest marble, a beantiful
alabaster altar, candelabra and ornaments
of gold and sliver, and a basement of equal
clegance wherein some of the more 1llustri-
ous dead— such as Lishops and Presidents
—are 1uterred. The cemetery is aivided
into three sections and surrounded by
walls twenty-.tive feet high, being a con-
tinuous series of vaults, one above an-
other, each vault bhaving an opening
irm large emnongh to let 1n a casket.
.ach of the ijnnumerable lhittle niches
is fronted by a marble tablet, bear-
ing in letters of black or gold the names of
those whose mortal remaius were deposited
inside. o precisely alike are all of them,
save the slight difference in lettering, that
if 1t be trune spooks walk abroad at *'the
witching hour when grave-yardes yawn,” it
must be as perplexing for each te find his
especial niche again as for the occupantsof
those endless rows of red brick housesa with
marble steps, alike us 80 many peas in a
od, that characterize certain streets in
’Liladelphia and New York, to distinguish
their own docors when comiﬁzg late from
clab or eancus in the befuddled condition
that sometimes confuses shoc-buttouners
with latch-keys,

RENTING THE RESTING-PLACFS.

To reach the upper cells, coflins are
wound up means of a portable step-ladder
and elevator combined, a creaking appa-
ratns that swings, and jolts and bumps the
cadaver about 1n ashocking manner, while
the pall-bearers skip up the ladder to re-
ceive i1t and shove it into the narrow re-
cetacle. The whole surface of the walls is
garlanded with fresh flowers and hang
with wreaths of immortelles and decora-

tions made of Llack and white beads and
long streamers ol ribbon, all of whick show
to the best advantge against the white
marble facing. Bat, alas! As every-
where alse in Spanish America,
the vaalts are not owned absolute-
Iy by families, but are rented for a term of
years, or for as long a time as the friends
continue to pay astipulated amount per
annum, so that the helpless dead are not
sure of » 'long bome,” however much dis-
play of wealth may be made at the time of
interment. In case the family move away,
or die without bhaving left provision in
their wills concerning the grave for all
time to come, or from failure to pay the
rent from any cause, the remains are
evicted and dropped into the common pit,
and the vault rented toother comera.

The ground floor, so to speak, of the vast
cenmetery is fully occupied with private or
famwily vaults (owned, not rented), all of
them very costly and elaborate, with nar-
row, wall-paved streets between. Such an
array of splendid monuments and exquisite
works of art, executed by the sculptors of
Rome and Milan, may perhaps be eqauled
in some European cemeteries, but certainly
nowhbere else in the Western world., The
vaults are all bnilt up from the gronnd, of
markle or alabaster, bake.oven shape or in
the torm of temples, and most of them
have piate-glass doors back of the
gilded gates of open  wrought-iron,
plainly showing the interior. ‘7The
inner walls are covered with
pictures and other adornmenta, profusely
decorated with tlowers iu costly vases, and
everywhers are crocifixes and burning
candles. I mnoticed several tombs fur-
nished like parlors, with carpeted floors
and apholstered furniture, and in one was
a startling oil painting of the Blessed Vir-
g1n seated on a raft, which tloated in a sea
of flawe, engaged in the philantihropie
work of pniling sounls out of purgutory.
The agony depicted on thoe faces of the
poor thiugs in torment, who are pleading
for succor with uplifted arms, is warranted
to hannt the most hardened for many a
day. and a foreible argumentin favor of
masses for the dead is set forth in the Vir-
gin’s attitude, who is porirayed as watch-
1mg the prayers on earth and eflecting res-
cues accordingly.

I do not imagine that Urnguayans mourn
their dear departed more deeply than the
people of other parts of South Amenca,
where cemeteries are neglected. It is
merely a matter of fashion; in Montevideo
the style has gone to snch extremes that
not unfroquently families impoverish
themeelves in making the irresponsible
dead keep up a gruesome rivaliry, vieing
with one another in pious luxury and mag-
niticenee of surroundings. Considering the
crowded space, the vegeration of this cem-
etery 18 remarkable. Desides tho usual
yews, and willows, and cypresa trees, there
are Dblossoming shrubs of many kinds,
while the multitude of garlands and bo-
quets of cut flowers, continnally renewed.
burden the air with their fragrance; and
the distant voice of the sea sounds lLikea
reguien.,

FLIRTATION AT THE OPERA.

According to the ways of life—"from
grave to gay, from lively to severe”—most
strangers on the route to town, after a
visit to the cemetery, are driven around
by the great opera-house, Teatro Solis,
the pride of Montevideo. It is an enormous
building, with a pillared portico iu front
and a pair of huge oval wings, the whole

covering an entire square. OUne of the
wings sorves as a splendid wine and bil-
liard saloon; the other contains the Na-
tionnl Museum. On the second tloor of the
wain bnilding is a foyer of truly “magnifi-
cent distances,” furnished with tab les and
chairs for those who wish to smoke and
drink. The ovei-shaped aunditorium is
very handsome, capable of seating
four thousand people, with live
tiers of DbLoxes decorated in red,
white, green and gold. The fourth cirele
i1s the cazuela (gallery ), reserved for ladies
alone, after the peenliar fashion of all
Spanish-American conntries, as well as oid
Noteven an archbishop or a dicta-
tor could gain admssion to the sacred pre-
cincts of the cazuela; anamight after night
it is filled with the beauties of Montevideo,
escorted thither by their husbands, tathers
or brothers, who leave them at the door,
and go away to spend the evening as they
like elsewliere, or take seats in the gentle-
men's gallery above, but being dead sure to
return before the close of the performance
to sce their Jadies safely home. Though
men mnf not eunter the charmed circle,
no ealons rules can  be rigorous
enough to contrel the sonthern propen.

Tickets to the parquette
cost from §3 to £4 each, 1n gold, and light
opera—Italian, French or Spanish, with
really good music—is the rule. llere, un-
like the custom of Santiago, Valparaiso
avd Lima, the Jadies nearly all wear hats
or bonnets, and dress 1n silks or satins of
gorgeous colors, few being bareheadea,
and none in either black or white. There
ure three other line theaters in Montevideo
—the San Felipe, Cibils and Politeama—
the last nained being exclusively devoted
to epera-boutie.

SUPPORTED BY A LOTTERY.

Another of the handsomest edifices in
Uruguay’s capital is the Hospital de Cari-
dad, three stories high and three hundred
feet long, situated in the Calle Viente ye
Cinco de Mayo, “25th of May street,” cov-
ering more that an acre of ground and con-
taining beds for 850 persons. It is one of
the richest hospitals in the world, and,
strange to say, is entirely supported and
maintained by a lottery. Its bedsare near-
ly always full, and the patients are cared
for by the Hermanas de Caridad—"'Sisters

of Charity.” an organization similar to the
“Brothers,” who are doing such good work
in Terra del Fuego and other Leathen
countriea. ‘I'his hospital owes much of
its popularity to the means of 1ts
maintenance, the lottery being the favorite
institation, next to the church, of every
South Ameriean. In every city one meets
men, women and children on the streets
selling lottery tickets, as commonly as one
sces news-boys selling papers in the United
Statex. Every day in the year, from early
morning till late at night, the ubiguitous
venders wander about the street, thrustiug
tickets into the faces of passers-by, and
erying, “*Cincuents mil pesus para manana.
Cincuenta mii Ia mos snerte. Tenemos el
bueno, caballero, Tencmosa enteritos,
senor; tenemos quintos tambien”—""850,000
for to-morrow. ‘The prize is $50,000. We
have the winning number, sir. We bave
complete tickets and quarters also.” ‘The
scheme of the lottery is as follows: There
are seven drawingsevery month, the grand

rize at one time being 830.000; at another,

25,000, and at another $§12,000. What 18
called a “complets” ticket (un enterito)
sells for $10 i1n gold; and 1t consists of
five quintos (fifths), which may be bought
separately at the rate of 82 each, At every
drawing twelve thousand complete tickets
are issued, or 66,000 quintos; aud there are
twelve hundred prizes. Should all the
ticketa be sold the tickets would amount
to £120,000, while the amount devoted to

rizes would be 200,000, thus leaving to the

lospital de Caridad a clear proiit
of $£50,000-not a bad income 1n a
single month, showing that in this
case “charity begins at home.” How many
people are impoverished by spending their
all for lottery tickets and wind up as re-
cipients of charity in the hospital that has
absorbed their funds, | am unable to say.
The lottery craze, like gambling, is a vice
that grows npon the victims, and all Span
ish-Amerjeans, male and female, rich and
poor, are addicted to i1t. The Loteria de
Caridad has » handsome building down-
town, where its manifold business is traps-
acted. It reaches to the remotest paris of
the republio, tickets being sold in every
village and hamlet, and even 1n Brazil and
the Argentins Republic. It is astomishing
how many are disposed of every month,
Of course the entire £120,000 worth are not
sold every time, but the hospital runs the
same chance as other people of winning
prizes with the unsold nnmbers.

Not far from the Caridad is the DBritish
Hospital, a plain, substantial strocture,
which cost §40.000, and can accommodate
about seventy-five patients. The attend-
ing physicians and nurses are all English-
speaking Protestants, and many a travel-
worn Anglo-Saxon owes his life to their
minpistrations.

AT THE POSTOFFICE.

Another important institution of Monte-
video in which most travelers are inter-
eated is the postoflice. Itocecupies a rather
bandsome edifice built expressly for the
purpose, and is tolerably well conducted,
considering that it is managed by the
natives, whose rule of life is the transposed

*axiom, “never do to-day what can be put

off until to-morrow.” Among its several
queer features is the open court-yard, into
which you go to post your letters. Thers
is an opening side the letter-boxes,
with the word ‘*‘inutilization” painted
in big letters above it, and bLehind
the opening stands a elerk  whose
business it ia to *1nutilize” or obliterate
the stamps npon letters, and you mnst pre-
sent them to him before drooping them in
the box. What wonld happen to the letters
if you did not do thisl canrot tell. The
clerk takes Lis own time for it, finishes bLis
conversation with some other employe be-
fore paying reluctant attention to you,
meauwhile smoking Liis eigarette; then he
stares at yon curiously, reads the snper-
scription on the letter, evidently speculat-
ing upon 1ts contents, weighs it on his hand,
and finally condescends to puta bloteh of
ink on the big Liuesquare of the Uruguay-
an stamp.

By the way, have youneverseen the flagof
Urugoay? Iniwy opinion it is the prettiest
in the world, next to the stars and stripes
of “God s conutry,” and the sky-blue and
white stripes of Argentina. This is also in
alternate stripes of blue and white, with a
full-rayed golden sun in the upper corner
neareat the statf, where the square of stars
appears in the American banner.
