that each a change will be made.

A Heary Tonnage of Freight Still Moving.
There seems to be nolackof business with
ny of the s centering at Indianapolis,

the train records showing that only ICG

fewer loaded cars were received and for-

warded at this point in the weefc ending
Uarch 5 than in the week preceding, when
the movement was heavy beyond precedent
for this season of tho year, and present in-

dications are that traffic will be heavy for
months to come. East-boan- d shipments of
grain the last ten days have not been as
Leavy as in some months past. This is duo
to the bad country roads, farmers not being
able to haul grain to the railway stations;
consequently the preeent shipments are
largely from elevators at the more promt-Ce- nt

railroad points. Most of tha roads
bave been enabled to get rid of the ac-

cumulated business which has been held on
&ido tracks. The lighter shipments of grain
ta'stward have been offset by increased
shipments of lumber, livo stock and mis-
cellaneous freights, so that an average ton-
nage was forwarded lat week as compared
nth preceding weeks sinco tho crops of

last year began to to forward. Export
fates on all ciasscs of freight rule steady,
and the tonnage going iorward. while not
as heavy as a few weeks ago, is largely in
excess of that of March, lb'JL West-boun- d

business is at high-tid- e, and freight men
say they have never before seen the ship-
ments of first-clas- s freight ho heavy in
early March as this year; the goods are
consigned to merchants all over tho
West, Sonthwcst, and to transcontine-
ntal-line points and Southern cities,
livery year a larger tonnage
passes through hero to such points
--via Louisville, Evarjaville and St. Louis.
Through business with north-and-sout- h

roads continues light; aside from shipments
of provisions and machinory little is going
southward. Local business was never
heavier. Distribution of agricultural and
harvest implements form an important
item. Tho mild weather admits of hand-
ling produce frceiv. Tho prospects for
building are so favorable that lar,ie quan-
tities of lumber, brick and stone are being
bandied. In local freights coal tmtlic is
light, little being used, except as fuel for
locomotives on roads centering here. Live-
stock shipments arc increasing, but aro
hardly np to tho volume of the correspond-
ing period of lsfll. In all directions, how-
ever, as a whole, business is fully up to
expectations of freight men. below is
given the number of cars received and for-
warded at this point for tha week ending

larch5, as compared with tho correspond-
ing week of tho preceding two years.

That Cleans Cheaper Ice.

The Cycle Fitting Company, recently or-

ganized, has purchased the ground just
north of the buildings of the Indiana
Bicycle Company where the old
botel and a number of, other
buildings stand. The work of removing
these buildings commences this morning
and where they stand the Cycle Fitting
Company will erect a three-stor- y building
VJO feet long by Co wide, tho building to
bo constructed of brick resting on a stone
foundation. The Sheridan Brick Com-

pany has been awarded tho contract to
furnish tho brick. The company expects to
give employment to two hundred or more
men.

Cheap Ice in Prospect.
A rato war between the manufacturers of

artificial ice and the ice-deale- rs who housed
excellent crops the last winter is imminent.
The manufacturers of artificial icehavo all
increased their producing capacity for
this year, and claim to havo n larger per
cent, of domcstio patrons. While they can-

not to advantage compete with tho natural
ice-deale- rs in furnishing butchers and
other establishments where large.quautities
of ice are used, in furnishing private con-
sumers they are on equally good ground
with the dealers who furnish natural ice,
as the chief expenso is in delivering it.
So difficult was it last year to get
natural ice that hundreds of families went
to nsing . artificial ice. and a majority of
them were to pleased with results that,
with anything like similar price, they will
continue to use It, end this is what will
likely lead the dealers who stored largo
quantities last winter to break prices.
Last year, to private consumers, both the
artificial and natural ice-deale- rs charged
40 cents per one hundred pounds, but this
year it is believed that prices will break
until natural ice will be furnished at least
as low as 25 cents per one hundred pounds.
The ice manufacturers are expending mon-
ey liberally to improve their plants and in-
crease capaoity, and say they have no fears
of those who used artificial ice last year
ever going back to using ice which is cut
from the canal and. ponds in and about In-
dianapolis.
Indiannpolis May Have Locomotive-Work- s.

While no definite action has been taken,
the Atlas Engine-work- s Company is seri-
ously considering the building of locomo-
tives at its establishment. At a very small
expenso this additional work could be
done. In busy times thto works employ six
hundred men and have ample room to in-

crease their force. Heretofore the works
have built only stationary and portable
engines, turning out an average of lifteeh
hundred a vear, varying in capacity from
20 to 200 no'rse-powe- r.
