The statement by Judge Brown, of tho
Circuit Court, last Saturday, relating to
the action of his court in the Bennett re-

ceivership, has called out a direct reply by
Judge Harper, addressed to Judge Brown.
It is printed below, and, as will be seen, in-

dicates a method of settling the contention
as to which court first acquired jurisdiction
of the matter. It will be recalled that
William H. Bennett, having preferred a
number of creditors by means of chattel
mortgages, was put into the hands of a re-

ceiver on application of the Encaustic tile-work- s.

Judge Harper appointed Smith H.
Myers as receiver. Afteward the Unpen
Mantel Company, which had secured
a judgment on account against Bennett,
applied for a receiver m Judge Brown's
court, on ground that no appearance had
been made in Judge Harper's court by the
defendant. The application was held good,
and Frederick W. Cady was appointed re-
ceiver. Then arose the question of when
the appearance was made, and the smooth
surface of affairs yielded to ruffled tempera,
in which a judge and an attorney gave
contradictory testimony, the lie was ex-
changed between this attorney and the
clerk of court-roo- m No. 2, and receiver
Myers was ordered to jail for contempt of
court. He was allowed to dine with the
depnty sheriff at a hotel, ami then the
sheriff's deputy was held for contempt.
Receiver Myers was only saved from actual
incarceration, with tho alternative of de-
livering over the store to receiver Cady, by
interposition of a. writ of habeas
corpus by which he was released. He still
holds charge of the store. Since all hinges
on tho fact of whether Bennett's attorney
bad made an appearance or not previous to
tho Circuit Court's action, as Deputy Clerk
Brown testified he did. it is pertinent to
state that Mr. Brown has tbe attidavit of a
disinterested person confirming his I Clerk
Brown's version of the appearance. With
these facta in mind, the following letter be-
comes of more intelligible interest:

wa commenced la your oourL If such judge
decides he was, then, on tbe proper motion, the
orders In your court shall bo vai-ated-

, otherwise
inino shall be. Of course, I hold as a matter of
law that If any of my interlocutory orders or
decrees aro ooutrary to law, as you may under-
stand It, In tbi or any other case, you cannot
modify or set them aside; but I despise subter-
fuges In men aod doubly despise them in judge
or court, aud will direct-ra- receiver and his
counsel to conflno tbe inquiry to the main ques-
tion.

London, starch 7. The Sr. Petersburg
correspondent of the Standard recount,
coder reserve, a startling story in connec-
tion with the surprising speech made by
the Emperor of Germany at the banquet at
Ur&ndenburg, which caused so much ad-

verse criticism, not only in Germany, where
certain editions of several newspapers con
taininjr unfavorable comments were seized
on the charge of lese majeste, but through-
out the whole of Europe. The Standard's
correspondent, in his dispatch to the paper,
eays that agent Loman, who was present
at the lSrandenburg banquet when Emper-
or William made his memorable speech,
remarked to the Emperor: 4

"Vour Majesty should not forget Russia."
To this remark Emperor William is said

to have retorted:
-- 1 will pulverize Russia."
The correspondent adds that when Gen.

Count Von SchuvalofF, the Russian minis-
ter at Usrlin, was apprised of this remark-
able utterance, and upon investigation
found " that what be had heard
was true he immediately acquaint-
ed M. DeGiers, the Russian
Minister of Foreign Aflairs, with the facts
in the case, who repeeted the remarks of
Emperor William to the Czar. The Czar
then summoned to his presence General
Von Schweinitz. the German embassador
at St. Petersburg, and after recounting to
him tho statement made by M. DeGiers,
aid:
"Tell your Emperor that when he wants

to begin pulverizing I will throw half a
million men across the frontier with the
greatest of pleasure."

. CONFERRED Willi COSCHEX.

Secretary Foster Talk with the British
Chauceflor of the Exchequer.

London, March 7. Tho Hon. Charles
Foster. Secretary of the United States
Treasury, ana the Right Hon. George J.
Goscben, Chancellor of the Exchequer,
have had two interviews, but nothing bus
been settled concerning the holding of a
currency conference. That matter depends
entirely npon coming negotiations. Mr.
Foster will start for Southampton to-mor-r-

whence he will proceed on a short visit
to the Jslo of Wight before sailing Wednes-
day on his return to the United States. He
has made a rapid tour around London,
visiting the docks, the Tower of Loudon
and the National Gallary. He has also
visited tho Seven Dials district, where .so
many of Loudon's poor have their habita-
tions, and expressed great surprise at the
absence of the squalor he expected to seo
in the Ent End. The health of the Secre-
tary shows a marked improvement.

Mr. Foster, accompanied by Mr. Lincoln,
this afternoon went to hear tho debate in
the House of Lords, but the liouse eat for
only twenty minute?, the officials simply
muttering through the formal business.
As Mr. Foster had been advised before-
hand that the House of Peers was the
dullest assembly in the world, he could not
have been disappointed.

In an interview with a reporter Mr. Fos-

ter said that it was impossible to disclose
the nature of his conversations with Mr.
Goscben; perhaps they referred to a cur-
rency conference, but the matter had not
been discussed at any length. The corre-
spondent having referred to the confidenco
felt in America that such a conference will
be arranged, Mr. Foster said that he hoped
that the confidence was not misplaced, and
that it a fcfttislactory basis- - could be ob-
tained he would not hesitate to confer.

PCMPIXG OUT THE WATER.

Efforts to Float the Stranded Steamer Elder
Likely to Prove Successful.

London, March 7. After having been
stranded on the Atberfield ledge, Isle of
Wight, for over a month, the first practical
effort to iloat the North German Lloyd
steamer Eider was made to-da-y. As she
was lifted off the rooks to-da- y the water
immediately rushed in in great volume
through the boles in her bottom that bad
previously been stopped by the jagged
points of rocks that bad originally oansed
the damage. All tbe wreckers' pumps were
worked to their fullest capacity, but the
water gained steadily at the rate of
three inches an hour. The wrecking
crews built a temporary bulkhead
to prevent tbe water from entering
tbeafterhold. The water was then pumped
out of this stock-hol- e and fires were started.
This enabled the pumps of the steamer to
be used in connection with the wrecker's
pumps, and it is hoped that they will be
able to pump faster than tbe intiow, and
thus greatly lighten the steamer. The
highest tides of the year will prevail next
week, and an attempt will then bo made to
tow the Eider oil the ledge.

Vessel and Ten Men Lost.
Philadelphia, March 7. Shipping cir-

cles were startled to-da-y by the report of
the abandonment, in mid-ocea- n, of the
new bark Invortrossachs, involving a loss
of upward of 8250,000 to the. underwriters.

Final Victory for Daisy Hopkins Who
Walked the Streets with a University Man.
London, March 7. The authorities of

Cambridge University applied to-da- y to
remove the venue in the Daisy Hopkins
action to London. The application was
denied and the university authorities were
ordered to pay the costs.

Daisy Hopkins is the girl whom the
Cambridge University authorities, under
an ancient law, sentenced to a term of im-

prisonment in the spinning-bous- e on the
charge of "walking the streets with a uni-
versity man' the inference being that she
was in the man's company for immoral
purposes. A successful application was
made to the High Court of Justice in De-
cember. The court upheld the contention
of the prisoner's counsel that no charge of
immorality bad been stated, and that a per-
son could not bo convicted on inference.
Tbe university authorities assume to act
under powers granted by James 1, virtual-
ly giving them the right to imprison at
will the inhabitant of Cambridge. This
power has of late years been exercised
chietiy against young women accused of
haunting tbe vicinity of the university for
the purpose of misleading tho students.

German hoclUts at War.
Berlin, March 7. The recent riots in

Germany have had the ellectof widening
the breach existing in tbe Socialist fac-
tions. At a meeting of 2.0CO members of
the advanced wing in Berlin, to-da-y, tbe
moderates were denounced for declaring
that the riots were duo to loafers. The
speakers declared that tbe plundering of
so many shops was tbe work of working-me- n

who had been driven to desperation
by hunger.

Fifteen thousand Socialists attended the
funeral of Herr Keimer. tbe Socialist lend-
er, in Hum berg to-da- y. Hundreds of So-
cialist flags were displayed, and many
Moral emblems were deposited in tbe grave.
Herr Fro h mo, tbe Socialist Deputy, deliv-
ered a funeral oration.

Hurricane on the Portuguese Coast.
Lisbon, March 7, The horricane which

passed over tho Portuguese coast yester-
day did much damage to property and to
the harbor work here. A number of houses
were unroofed, chimneys blown down and
trees prostrated. Six persons who were
passing along the streets were struck by
flying debris and killed. A number of
others were more or less injured by tbe
falling bricks. The river Tagus. which, in
some places had already oversowed its
banks, continues to rse rapidly and threat-
ens considerable damage. The river is full
of driftwood aud navigation of the stream
has become so hazardous that few, if any
vessels attempt it.

AVntchluic for NihllUts.
Br. n lin. March 7. All persons crossing

the Russian frontier are suject to detention
and close examination. The police have
been apprised that the Nihilists are trying
to smuggle into Russia a quantity of tbo
dynamite recently stolen from tho French
quarries, and tbe efforts or the police ore to
prevent the consummation ot their plan.
An engineer named Selewol has been ar-
rested at one of the frontier towns, and
there was found in bis possession matter
which shows that he was connected with
the plot to smugglo the dynamite.

London Chess Tourney.
London, March 7. Play in the chess

tournament began to-da- y with twelve
entries. The events of tho day were the
defeat of Loman by Lasker and of Bird by
Van Vliet. In tbe former gamo the Ger-
man played a Ruy Lopez, which he won by
line play after thirty-fou- r moves, while
Bird, in a Dutch opening, gave his oppo-
nent, unnecessarily, an advantage in the
opening. Maron won from Jasnngrodsky.
who played a Q I opening. Rumbull loafi
a French defense to Fen ton by a palpable
blunder. The games Mortimer-Gossi- p and
Locock-Le- e were drawn.
