Indiana's Coming Crops.

Washington, March 19. From the gen-

eral statements based upon the reports of
country agents in Secretary Rusk's month-
ly crop bulletin, issued to-da- y, the follow-
ing is taken for Indiana assbowingthe con-

dition of growing wheat in that State:
"About one-ha- lf the counties report the
growing wheat crop in good condition
March 1. The other counties report dam-
age by freezing and thawing in February.
Ibis wan especially true of the plaut on
heavy clay lands not tile-draine- d. Tho
winter was comparatively open and warm
and livestock is in good condition. Fruit
buds are reported alive and tho crop thus
far promising."

XV r hhips Slay He Sent to Venezuela.

FOOT-BAL- L IN CALIFORNIA.

President Jordan's Students Prove Better
Kickers Thau tin State University Men.

San Fuancico, March 19. The first Inter-
collegiate gam-- ) of foot-ba- ll in California
was played between Stanford University
and the Stato University teams to-da- y, and
Stanford won easily by a score of 14 to 10.
The grounds were thronged by enthusiastio
supporters of each college, armed with tin
boms, rattles and other noiso-pro-voki- ng

instruments. During 'the early
part of the afternoon men from
botn colleges paraded the streets in
coaches, Stanford flourishing red colors and
the State University blue and gold. Three
hundred Standford students came from
Palo Alto on a special train, and the Berk-el- y

men were out in full force. An amus-
ing incident was the fact that when the
game was called at o o'clock it was found
that no one had remembered to bring a
foot-bal- l, so the immense crowd bad to
wait an hour while a mounted messenger
hastened into town after the ball.

Play was commenced shortly after 4
o'clock, and the; Stanford team immediately
showed its superiority. Its team work was
very fine and they won the game. Clemans,
a new player, distinguished himself, aud
made the star plays of the game as half-
back for Stanford. Stanford made nil its
points in the first half, scoring one goal and
two touch-down- s. In the second half the
Stanfords did not try to increase the score,
but devoted their energies to blocking the
university team with such success that
when time was called the latter bad made
but two touch-down- s and a safety touch-scor- ing

Chicago. March 19. To-da- y the investi-
gation into Chicago aldermanic boodle
methods was begnn in earnest by the grand
jury. State's Attorney Longenecker and
foreman Gen. Herman Lieb held a confer-
ence, which resulted ia a determination to
drop everything and pjsh the investigation
as rapidly as possible. Snbpcrnas were
issued and the bills tent scorning around
for the following witnesses and suspects:
Alderman Conway, an Hil-dret- b.

Aldermen Bigsler, Dorman, Chasey,
Mills and Schwerin, City Clerk VanCleve,
Alderman Vierling, C. D. Bryant and G. O.
Kuapp. of the Gas Trust; O. A. Ynille, of
the Gas-lig- ht and Coke Company; H.
J. Jones. of tbe People's Gas-
light and Fuel Company, and J.
S. Zimmerman. secretary of same.
Nearly all tbese men had ascended tbo
stairs leading to the grand jury room. As '
the investigation proceeds its scope is seen
to broaden. Another ordinance has been
added to tbe list of those to bo inquired
into. It is the Jeflerson aud
Urban electric franchise which it it
said was "sandbagged" for $70,000 in tho in-

terest of the Verkes cable system. Alder-tiia- u

Kimz, the supposed "squealer," who
test i lied yesterday, .was again among the
witnesses examined to-da- y.

The Pennsylvania Makes a Slashing;
Redaction Affecting This Territory.

Mr. Ford lias Grown Tired of Seeing Com-

petitors Do Business by Secretly Shading
the Agreed Tariff Cut cn Other Lines,

General passenger agents of competing
lines of tho Pennsylvania Company yetter- -

day received notice from E. A. Ford. general
passenger agent of the lines west of Pitts-
burg, that on March 22 the Pennsylvania
lines would reduce the rates between all
Chicago and Ohio River Association points
as follows: Between Indianapolis and Chi-
cago, $3.65 cacn way; between Louisville
and Chicago, 6 each way; between Cincin-
nati and Chicago, $6 each way; between
Dayton and Chicago, $6 eaoh way. At 5 p.
M. yesterday neither the Big Four, tbe L.,
N. A. & C. nor the C, H. & D. bad given
notice what action would be taken by their
respective roads, but nndoubtedly they
will meet the rates made by the Pennsyl-rani-a

Company, although it will be a day
r two later so as to conform to the inter-

state law, which requires that any road re-
ducing its rates must give three days' no-

tice. A representative of the Pennsylvania
lines, when asked by a Journal reporter
what this'action of Mr. Ford meant fair!
that it meant that the Pennsylvania Com-
pany was tired of looking on and letting
competitors carry business at below agreed
rates. It is not thought the Vandalia and
tho St Louis division of the Big Four will
be drawn into the tight on St Louis busi-
ness, as no reduction of rates between Cin-
cinnati and St Louis has been announced
by the Pennsylvania lines.

Seoond-Clas- s Hates Reduced.
The Michigan Central and Lake Shore

roads gave notice yesterday that taking
effect March 2G, they will reduce the secon-

d-class passenger rate between Chicago
and Buffalo to 810. This is dono to meet
the cut made by the differential lines..
When the board of rulings of the Central
Traffic and Trunk-lin- e associations fixed
their rates by arbitration they allowed the
Nickel-plat- e and the Chicago & Erie to
make a second-clas- s rate of $10 against
?10.ro by tbe Grand Trunk and the
Niagara Falls Sbort-lin- e. and 611 by
the Michigan Central and the Lakd Shore.
Tho Nickel-plat-e did not abide by the arbi-
trators' award, but persisted lu quoting a
rate of $9.50. The Chicago & Erie finally
met this rate, and the Grand Trunk and
Short-lin- e followed suit making their fares
exactly the same as those of tho two weak-
er lines. The Vanderbilt roads have waited
about two weeks before taking any action,
and in announcing a ten-doll- ar rate they
maintain the former dillerenco between
their's and the differential fares. A meet-
ing of the board of rulings will be held in
New Y'ork next Tuesday, when au etlort
will be made to bring about a readjustment
of tho rates.

Judge Gresham Righteously Indignant
Wm. G. Beale, one of tbe attorneys for

the Pullman Palace-ca- r Company, excited
the indignation of Judge Gresham in the
Unitea States Circuit Court at Chicago,
yesterday. The caso on hearing was that
of the Chicago, Milwaukee & St. Paul
against the Pullman company, the contro-
versy being over the partnership agree-
ment entered into by tbe two companies in
the runnirr; of the St. Paul palace-ca- r

eqnipmenv. There has been much bitter-
ness manifested between tbe opposing
counsel, owiag, perhaps, to the charge of
fraud made against the Pullman company.
Judge Gresham some time ago referred
tho case to a master in chancery for a
hearing. The railroad company desired to
go more deeply into the case tbnn the or-
der of reference warranted, being particu-
larly desirous of getting at certain' facts
relating to expenditures for conductors and
porters dnring tho eix months just prior to
the termination of the partnership agree-
ment A new order of reference was, there-
fore, applied for, covering tbese accounts.
The matter was argued at length yester-
day, the Pullman company's attorney con-
tending that the road could not go beyond
the charges made in the bill, and that a
settlement had already been made with the
St. Paul as to tbe wages paid the con-
ductors and porters. Mr. Beale. in the
course of his argument, intimated that the
court bad practically come to a decision iu
favor of tho railroad. Instantly Judge
Gresham leaned forward and, with Hashing
eyes, said;

"Mr. Beale. you had no right to say that
1 have come to no such decision, and your
remarks are very unwise, to say the least.
This court does not deal with cases in that
way."

Attorney lje hastened to apologize,
and the matter as dropped. After some
further talk the court said he would al-
low the cases to remain open until Mon-
day, in order that the Pullman company
may have time to look over their accounts
and see if a settlement had hoen made.

The Reading Deal Investigation.
The coal men, or middle men, whom the

coal combine propose to freeze out, had
their innings yesterday beforo the special
committee of the New York Senate, which
is investigating the Heading deal. R. II.
Williams and L. R. Barrett testified that
the prolits of the middlemen were from 5 to
15 cents per ton. Both witnesses favored
the combine. The concentration of inter-
ests would reduce expenses. Ultimately,
be thought, that would benefit -- the con-
sumer.

President Mead, of the Pennsylvania
Coal Company, testified that be had been
in the coat business forty-fiv- e years, and
bad never heard of a middleman making a
profit of $1.80 per ton. "1 don't believe it
was ever done," he declared, thereby flatly
contradicting the the testimony of Presi-
dent McLeod, of the Reading railroad, who
testified last week. Predident Mead
thought the profits of the retail dealer
would not be all ec ted by the combine. A
combination that controlled 79 per cent of
the coal trade could control and advance
prices, but could not shut out competition.

Unused Portions f Mileage Hooks.
Chairman Finlcy has just reversed a

former ruling relating to tho application
of unsued portions of mileage tickets on the
purchase of new books. A short time ago
be was asked what allowance was to be
made the purchaser of a two-thousand-m- ile

ticket on turning over a thousnnd-mil- e

ticket with four hundred miles of un-

used coupons. He ruled that the value
of tbo unused coupons should be re-
ceived at ibo rate per mile originallv
paid and th amount allowed on the pur-
chase of a new two-thotisand-m- ilo book.
The Chicago & Northwestern took excep.
tion to this ruling, and pointed out that it
gave, the purchaser au advantage of $2 by
the transaction. Tbe practice invariably
follnweit was simply to allow the party
wisuipg such an exchange made mile for
mile in part pavment for the new two-thousaml-- ui!

Senator Hill Appeals to South Caroli- -.

nians to Stand by tho Democracy,

And Tells Railway Employes that Be Once Ap- -
pointed One of Their Number to Office-Ind- iana

Republican Conventions.

Kock Hill, S. C, March 19. It was 4

o'clock this afternoon when the train bear-
ing Senator Hill from Atlanta, GaM reached
the city of Columbia. S. C. A large crowd
was assembled and Senator Hill spoke in
part as follows:

"The sties are bright for a grand Demo-
cratic triumph this fall, whereby we shall
redeem the Senate of your country and
elect a Democratic Prefident of the United
States. You should organize here and else-
where; you . should let the people under-
stand the issues. Be not deceived by
those who seek to drawyou away from your
alliance to the grand old party. Tbis is not
a time for third parties. This is the time to
show your loyalty to the great party that
is capable of benetitingyou."

At the railroad shops, in the outskirts of
Columbia, a large crowd of railroad em-

ployes and workingmcn were gathered,
and again Senator Hill was called to the
platform. T understand." said Senator
Hill, "that this gathering is composed
mainly of workingmen connected with the
railroad service, and 1 am proud to meet
you on this occasion. Perhaps you have
learned something of political matters in
the State of New York. 1 had the honor a
few years ago of appointing to the office of
Kailroad Commissioner of tbo State of New
York an engineer who ran an engine on the
New York Central railroad, and on the
morning of bis appointment, of which he
was nnaware, he came into the Albany
depot with his dinner-pai- l and overalls on.
He is performing satisfactory service, and
is a careful and competent official."

As the little town of Kidgeway was
reached, there was another crowd and
cries for Hill, to which he responded.
There was another large crowd at Winns-bor- o.

and Senator Hill said that he would
return to the North with a better idea of
the people of the South. He understood
now their needs and the remedies which
they should have to bring relief from their
burdens.

Nearly the whole of the population of the
town of Chester was assembled at Chester,
and Senator Hill made a few remarks and
there was the wildest enthusiasm. As tho
train passed, tbo assemblage gave "three
cheers for Hill, the next President.'7 There
were also large crowds assembled at Fort
Mill aud several other small points, but the
Senator did not make any remarks.

All Vitro Lnjmd in RIackeninz Their Chiefs
Character One Was a False Swrarer and a

Libertine, an J OtWs Bad Br.d Records

Washington", March 10. The examin-
ation of Commissioner Haunt was resumed
to-da-y by the special Tension Ollice inves-
tigating committee of the House. The
Commissioner said that Secretary Noble
had yesterday disapproved his recommen-
dation for the appointment of bisdaughter,
Mrs. Waters, as his private secretary, and
bad ordered her to return to work in the
Census Ofbce.

Mr. Enloe asked the Commissioner if his
son, when acting appointment clerk, had
not charged a notary fee of 25 cents for
swearing men into ollice.

George D. Fleming, who had endeavored
to break down the Pension Office, vlr.
Kaum also read letters recommending
the dismissal of J. E. Engle And
Edmard Howard because they had
conspired with each other to destroy
the character and standing of
Special Examiner Stover by charging
that be had paid to secure his transfer to
the field, and bad also tried to injure the
character of the Commissioner of Pensions
by charging that he had been improperly
Influenced in the matter of Stover's assign-
ment The Commissioner said he had
thoroughly investigated the matter, and
