“With them, I hope, not over them,” Mr.
Palmer exelasimed.

He waa also informed by Mr. Platt that
the Indians at the Puyallup reservation
were all votera, and Mr. Allen told him
how in the State of Washington there were
six bundred Indians on .o reservation fm-
mediately adjacent to the city of Tacoma,
who were citizens of the United States and
voters controlling in all local affairs, even
down to precinet and conuty matters,
After hearing these statements Mr., Palmer
confessed that there were matters beyond
his comprehension, and that this was one
of thems. To talk about United States citi-
zens having agents over them was a start-
ling thing to im. Itmight be true as a
matter of fact; but it was startling as a
matter of law,

Without final action on the bill the Sen-
ste adjourned, having first received and
referred to the committee on foreign rela-
tions the House Chinese-exclusion bill.

DOES NOT FEAR ERETALIATION.

Mr, Geary Discussesa the Chinese Exclusion
Act and Its FPossible Effecta.
Erecial to the Indianapolis Journal
WasnixgTon, April 5,—Representative
Geary, of California, in an interview on
the sabject of the Chinese exclusion bill

passed by the House yesterdasy, condemns
the systemq of taking bail in Chinese cases,
and saye: “There are now eight thousand
Chinese habeas corpus caseson the dockets
in San Francisco. A ship comes in with
five or six hundred Chinese, and they are
taken before the court to be examined. All
the cases cannot be tried in one day,
and hundreds are admitted to bail A
Chinaman comes in, swears he is the owner
of real estate, his bond is taken and the
newly-arrived Celestial departs. When the
case comes for trial the immigrant has dis-

appeared, and it 18 found that the China-
man who went bond has transferred all of
his property, The district attorney at San
Francisco has two hundred and fifty thon-
sand dollars' worth of bonds on whieh he
cannot colleet a cent. This ia the reason
why bail should be refused.”

"l‘t is said that your measure abrogsates
treaty rights?”

“so did the Scott law, according to a de-
oision of the United States Supreme Court.
These rights were abrogated four vyears
ago.

“Hut if China severa trade ralations with
the [ nited States willnot the manufactur-

ers autler?”

“That is a matter of figures. In 1890 the
fmports from China were §20,000,000 and
our exports were §2000,000. Last year we
bought §19,000,000 worth from Chinas and
exported $5,000,000. For the last ten yvears
the balance of trade has averaged about
$15,000,000 in favoer of China, and $14,000,000
of our imports have been teas, drugs, ete.,
whieh did not pay duty. When China an-
nually sells us $10,000,000 worth of gooda
she 15 mot likely to abrogate commercial
relatious unless the moon is made of green
cheese, which I do not believe is the case.”

“Cannot China expel Americans from her
territory?’

“Certainly. But what wounld that
amount tof There are in China to-day ex-
sctly 1,022 Americans. Of this number
twenty-eight are in trade aad the re-
mainder are missionaries, seamen and
strzgglers. Suppose these people are ex-
pelled. Then we can retaliate by expelling
150,000 Chiness who are in this country,
according to Mr. Porter's census. Do yon
think China wanta to go inte the expulsion
businesa? Hardly, and especially when
her citizens who are here send more thau a
million dollars back to China annually as
the result of their interference with Ameri-
can labor. It would bea good tbing to
expel these Chinamen. Of the thirty
thonsand in San Francisco an average of
£.50V0 are before the courts each year on
charges extending from murderdownward.
Our State prison has 118 Chinamen in it
now."”

“Why do you exelude merchants?”

“For the s:mple reason that when a
Chinaman wants to go back to his native
land be buys an interest in some husiness
for a smallamount, and then 18 entitled to
s certilicate ss a merchant, On the other
side he sells his certiticate and the new
owner comes in underit. It is very difli-
cult to detect fraud, snd the privilege has
been so abused that it must be stopped.
We have given the Secretary of the Treas-
ury the discretion to allow certain China-
men to enter. kEven this is objected to on
the FPacitic slope, but we did it so that if
the Secrelary makes any rules he can an-
pul them shonld they be abused. This
promptuess would be imposaiblie in the case
of a statute enacted by Congress, and no
Becretary will allow the Chinese to take
advantage of him.”

WORK OR BREAD DEMANDED

——

Destitute People Clamor for Relief in
the Mining District of Durham.

Strikers Charged with Acts of Vandalism
aud Terrorizing Those Who Want te
Work—The Russian Famine,

——

RUSSIAN PEASANTS,
Their Condition t:;a the Famine Distriots as
Viewsd hffn Correspondent

Loxpox, Aprit 5. —A correspondent trav-

| eling through the famine districts of Ruse-

sia sends from Nijni, Novgoerod, a woeful
story of the condition of the peasantry, and
includes 1n bis letter the following ab-
stract of an oilicial report to the Nijm Ze-
mis: *“Mostof the peasants in this district
bave reaped notbing but tares. Fotatoes
have been very bad, and thero is absolute-
Iy no food for the winter. The veasauts
have besides po vood of their own, and
their famished borses are too weak to car-
ry the wood from such a distance as it hus

to coms, conseguently the peasants have
to purchase their tuel for bheavy
prices !rom the loeal entry, and
there 18 no money anywhere,”” These fow
official words bear a likeness of the hope-
lessuess of the situation. It 1s pitifal to
find the country gentry, the owners of the
former properties of thess destituls poas-
ants, playing the part of usurers and tak-
ing advantage of the prople’s nccessities to
get them into their power., 1The Jews are
being turned out of the conntry, but the
worst possible kind of nsnry 18 still prao-
ticed. The attitudoe of the gentry toward
the distressed peasants is in many cases
most inhuoman. ‘Tbe peasant is regarded
simply as motive power, as an agricultural
implement,

Continuing, the correspondent says: *I
am convinced, from what 1| have seen 1n
the course of my journey through the
conutry, that it is the deliberate policy of
the government to keep the peas:ntsin a
state of barbarism and poverty. Anything
like culture or improvement is dreaded, for
fear of awagening trouble that might be
barmful to the aristoeracy. The policy of
the country, in faet, reminds one of the
man who tried to see how little be conla
feed his horse on. As in the case of that
ill-starred quadruped, the Ruasian peasants
are now actualiy reduced to a starv-
ing point. Many of the peasants
who were too poor to emigrate
sought work n the towns and
neighboring cities, but their endeavors
were fruitless. They had to return with-
ont work and pennilesa to hear the re-
proaches of thelr starving families. There
was no work to be found during these har-
vest times, Lven atthe best of times it
would have been dittioult to find employ-
ment for the enormous numbers that went
out to seek 1t.

“In asingledistrict of this province where
the average anuual exodus of factory
hands and other laborers is about 5,000, us
many as 14,500 persons left the country in
search of work. From these figures,
some idea may be formed of the extent
to which the Jabor market has Dbeen
flooded. A large proportion of the peas-
ants who come to ask the authorities for

assports were unable to return to their

omes, They were 80 weak that the dis-
trict passport clerk haa to feed them to
enable them to start. Many stated they
had food only once 1n two days, some only
once in three days, and some only once in
four dayx. The doector of the fifth section
of the Vastilski distriet said they pre-
sented themselves to him looking like Jiv-
ing skeletons. In many villages the peas-
antry sup on the leaves and bark of trees.”

TERRORISM RAMPANT.

Deplorable State of Affairs in the Duarham

Minlng Distriet, Where a Strike Is On,
SBnecia to the Indianapolls Journal,

Loxpox, April 5.—The situation in the
Durbam mining district is deplorable.
Terrorism is rampant. The union leaders
no longer pretend to exercise any contrpl
over the strikers, who are committing all
sorts of vandalism, ‘I'he men are also at
war among themselves, and one reason
why work is not resumed is that the flood-
ing of the mines has reduced their capacity
so thatonly a portion of the former force
conld find work if a resamption were
ordered. There were all along men enough

to stand by the machinery and
keep the mines in condition during the
strike, but these faithful fellows were in-
timidated and assaulted until they were
obliged to abandon the mines, One of the
most recent 1nstauces of this coercion oc-
curred to-day at the Castie lden colliery.
Matthew Stevenson, who had volunteered
to tend the pnmps, and had stuck to them
despite various assaults and threats, was
jfnformed that his cottage had been blown
up. Hurrying home, he found that an in-
fernal machine of some sort had been ex-
ploded in his littie dwelling, smashing the
windows and furnitnre and frightening his
wife and children almost into lits, Steven-
son appealed to the officers, but no arrests
have yet been made.

The town Couneil of Hartlepool beld an
emergency meeting, to-night, to disonss
measures for abating the prevailing dis-
tress, It was shown that thousands of
destitute people were clamorning for relief.
The call for “work or bread” was heard on
every side, mingled with children’s cries of
hanger. The lists which had been pre-
pared by the municipal oflicers showed
that in addition to the ordinary number of
persons seeking relief there were now
three hundred families in Hartlepool who
were dependent upon work 1n the steel
mills for support who were without fuel
or food. It was resolved to establish re-
hef works at once, 1n order to give employ-
ment to these worthy sufierers until the
striko shall bave ended.

The two Arab tribes, the
Mesurata and Zeiaten, whose territory is
near the const, are engaged in eontinual
confliets, and alarge number of the com-
batauts on both sides have been killed.
