Froposed International Monetary Congress,

WasunixgrTon, April 8 —Mr. MeCreery in
the House to-day introduced for Mr.
Springer a bill to authorize the holding of
aDn international monetary congress. The
bill, whieh is long, covers all the details of
the congress. It provides that the con-
gress shall meet in Chicago Aug. 3, 1503,
and continne in session at the will of the
majority. Twenty-one delegates are to
represent the Unmited States, seven to be
chosen by the President, seven by the
Yresident of the Senato and seven by the
Speaker of the House. The President’s ap-
pointees are to be ecitizens not holding

fiice; the others are to be Senators and
{epresentatives, The appointmments are to
bLe divided as equally as possible between
the political parties. The Seecretary of
State and the Director of the Mint are tobe
additional delegntes. The President is au-
thorized to invite foreign governments to
sebd representatives, each government to
determine the number of 1ts representa-
tives, but to be entitled to only one vote.
The Secrotary of State is to call the con-

gress to order and is to preside until a per-
manent officer is elected. -

EXPERIMENTS WITH COKN.

Interesting Estimates and Figures That Care-
ful Farmers Wili Appreciate.

Epecial to the Indianapolis Journal

CHamprawGx, 11, April 8.—The agricult-
ural experiment station has issued a bal-
letin wpon field experiments with corn,
made in 1501, which gives a great deal of
information on a large number of gquestions
relating to corn-raising. The experiments
were tried in the dark-colored prairie soil
common to central lllinois. The surface
soil 18 about eighteen inches deep, under-
Jaid with yellow clay. No fertilizers were

applied, and in most cases the land had
been in corn in 1500 and had been piowed in

the spring. Except in a few cases
the corn was planted by hand, eovered
with a hoe, four kernels 1n hills three feet
eight inches apart each way. The season
was one of severe drought, the rain-iall be-
1§& deficient in the tive montha from May
to September 7.65. The average tempera-
ture was 68 degrecs, which is nearly the
average for a period of years. ‘lThirty-six
varieties were tested on fifty-two plots.
About 86 per cent, of a full stand of stalks
was secured, and 12 per cent. of the stalks
produced no ears. ‘Lhis is nearly the same
result as found in 1555 and 1890. As was
the case in tormer years, the kinds matar-
ing about Sept. 20 geve a larger average
}'leld than those maturing either earlier or
ater.

In 1801 thirteen early varieties averaged
fitty-six, nineteon medium averaged sixty-
#ix and six late maturing brands averaged
litty-seven bushels of air-dry corn to the
acre. lleven varieties have been tested
for four successive years, and the average
vield has been seventy bushels per acre,
A meniom-sized variety of corn, planted at
the rate of one kernel every nine to twelve
inches, in rows threo feet eight inches
apart, gave lurger vields than thicker
planting. The yield of corn and stalks in-
creases with thickness of planting up to

three inches, at least. As the resnlis of
four years' experiments it is believed
that the larger vield of grain

makes food value of the total crop greater
whero it 18 planted at the rate of one ker-
nel at about every six inches in the row,
Ior four years the best results have been
had from planting betwecen May 11 ana 19,
In two of three years no material difter-
ence was fonnd whether the corn was
planted 1n hills or drills, provided the land
was kept equally free from weeds, Experi-
monts show thint no appreciabie effects on
the yield resnited from cutting the tops
when in good condition for fodder, or from
removing, as they gpoeared, the tassels
irom aiternate rows.

England Scores a Diplomatic Triumph
witli the Aid of Her Iron-Clads.

Turkey's Saltan Forced to Revise the Firman
Sent to the Khedive of Egypt—Four An-
archst Assassins Dead.

BROUGHT THE PORTE TO TERMS,,

English and Italian Iron-Clads Take Part in
a Diplomatic Game at Alexsudrin,
[Copyright, 1562, Ly the New York Associated Press.)

Loxpox, April 8.—Lord (Salisbury has
scored a trinmph in the diplomatic contest
with France and Kusaia over the flirman of
mvestitare of the Khedive of Egypt. The
position has for a week past harassed and
perplexed the Yoreign Office perhaps more
than even the Behring sea uestion ever
did. The Sultan stole a march upon En-
glish aiplomacy in sending a firman so
phrased as to exciude from the Egyptian
irontier the whole Sinai peninsula, and
part of the Ked sea littoral, which were
crded to Ismail Pasha and have becn held
by Egspt for half a century. Before
the firman was drafted the English
emb ussndor at Constantinople, alive to
the possibility of some action of this sort,
demanded that the document should not
introduce any question concerning the
frontier, and received assurance that the
firman would not touch the Khedive's
rights. When the Sultan’s envoy, Eyoub
Pasha, arrived at Cairo, the British minis-
ter, Sir Evelyn Baring, suspecting some
duplicity, asked fo® a copy of the docn-
ment, and when Eyoub Pasha refused to
communicate the contents of the firman
till after the investiture, Minister Bar-

ing advised the Khedive not to proceed

with the ceremory. Eyonb Pasha then dis-
closed the substance of the tirman, the
nature of which had bLeen knewn to, and
approved by, Frauce and Rassia before the
missive left Constantinople.

The consuls-general at Cairo at once
ranged themselved on two sidos, the
Italian and Austrian representatives ineet-
ing at the English embassy and the French
and Russian diplomates at the residence of
the Turkish plenipotentiary. The Italian
squadron, which was about to leave Alex-
andria, got orders to stay, and the officers
on leayve were recalled to their ships, in-
cluding the admiral who was junketing at
Cairo. The DBritish and Italian embassa-
dors at Constantinople sent a joint note to
the Grand Vizier, saying that the firman
mnst be altered or Eyoub Pasha re-
called. Thore seems to bave been
no mistaking the emphatic and psremptory
character of the mnote, and there was
an immediate result. A telegram Wwas re-
ceived by the Khedive from the Sultan to-
day, saying that the firman wonld be mod-
ificd, omitting the definition of the front-
icr. It transpired that Eyonb Pasha had
two deeuments of investitnre—one slicing
oft a portion of Egypt and the other con-
sopant to Lord Salisbury's views., ‘Tc-
night’s Cairo dispatches state that the set-
tlement has excited the greatest satisfac-
tion there, The Foreign Oflice authorities
are reticent, except that they conftirm the
statement that the difliculty is on the point
of solution, although the day for the in-
vostiture of the Khedive is not fixed.

MURDERED BY ANARCHISTS,

An Acsassination Followed by tH® Killing of
Two **Reds” and the Suicide of Two,

Berrin, April 8.—-This story comes from
Koscieleg, a village near Inowrazlawa, a
town of Pruss:a, province of Posen: Dr. Pon-
insky, a high Polish ecclesiastic, who was
traveling through Koscieleg, was waylaid
by four men, and before he could defend
himself or escape, all four of them fired at
bim with revolvers. The Doctor’s body
was riddled with bullets and he died al-

most instantly. The villagers pursued the
assassins and kilied two. The other two
sceIng that escape was impossible blew out

their braine. The bodies were searched,
and on them was found a red tigket. on
which was printed the words *'Exeention
committee of the Polish Anarchists.” Dr.
Poninsky, without doubt, had by his ut-
terances or actions, incurred the enmity of
the Anarchists, and the men were nnques-
tionably appointed by the central Anarch-
ist body to marder him,

Further details regarding the murder of
Dr. Poninsk: show that the tirst report was
inaccurate 1n some respects. It now ap-
pears that Dr. Poninski was sitting in a
room when the four assassins appeared at
the house and requested to see him. They
were usherad into the presence of the aged
doctor, who asked their business with bim,
In reply he was handed a red card, on
whioh was printed a command, signed by
the “‘committee of the Polish An-
archists,” ecalling apon bim to sur-
render all the money he had in his
posseasion for the Dbenelit of the An-
archists. The card stated that if he
refused to obey the command he wounld be
killed. From his position 1m church Dr.
Pouninski bad intrusted to him large sums
and this was apparently well known and
taken advantage of by the Anarchists. Dr.
Poninski, who was very infirmm from age,
was startled at the nnport of the message
handed to him. H2ran to a window and
jumped to the garden. The Anarchists
followed him to the window and before he
conld reach a place of sately they ponred
a volloy of bullets into nis bedy from their
revolvers. He fell dead.

The assassins then fled, but the alarm was
given, and the owner of Koscieleg Castle,
a brother of 'r, Poninski, and twenty oth-
ers at once armea thenmelveu. nnd. mount-
ing horses, started 1n pursuit of the mur-
derers. They were soon overtaken by the
band of pursners, As before stated, a des-
perate battle followed, The pursuers fired
a volley into the gronp, ant one of the mur-
derers fell dead. The mnrderers then
realized that their porsners were de-
termined to avenge the death of Dr. Ponin-
ski, and one of them, seeing that all hope
of vseape was cut off, turned his weapon
agninst himself and blew out his brains.
I'he remaining two fired apon their pursa-
ers again, fortunately hitting none of them,
and they were replied to with another vol-
ley that killed another of them. Then the
fourth man, rather than sarrender, shot
avd killed bhimself,

The anthorities at Kiscel have made an
investigation into the attair, and have al-
rendy learned that the four men were resi-
dents of Berlin, and that they came to
Koscieleg purposely to murder Dr. Poninski,
The names of two of the men were Pelaw-
gki and Urbaniak. Some persons claim
that the men were nothing but common
robbers, who teok advantage of the pre-
vailing feeling excited by the Anarchist
outrages to preparoe the cards for the pnr-
pose of frightemng Dr. Poninski into sur.
rendering his money to them. They claim
itis hardly reasonsble to suppose that the
“eommittee of Polish Anarchists,” if there
is such a body, wounld send four mien to rob
and muarder an oid man, when one, or, at
the most, two, conld have committed the
crime equally as well, with far less chancs
of detection, The wholeaflairseems to have
been bungled from the first,

Eavachol Ferpetrates a Joke,

Panis, April &.—The trial of Ravachol
has been fixed for April 25 M. Beaure-
paire, the public proseentor, will person-
ally condunet the prosecution. At the ex-
amination to-day Ravachol played a joke
on the large crowd in the court-room,
which had guite a startling eflect and cre-

atedd great  excitement for a brief
period. During the proceedings the
prisoner sncdenly vroduced an article

of a eylinderical shape,of whicha view
counld not be obtained. owing to it being
partially covered by the Anarchist’'s hand.
1t had the apprarance of a dvnamite cart-
ridge. and the prisoner pretended that it was
an infernal miachine, nnd sand that he was
tired of ife and was about to Woew himeself
ond all the other pereons in the bmlding
to preces, making at the same time a mo-
tion as if to hurl the ovject ho held in his
Land in the midet of the frizhtened
crowd, which hiled the room. Instantly
there was o stampede by the greatly
alarmed spectators, and the indge, and the
clerk of the court from thu'r‘nom. and they
songht a place of safety.. The frightened
officials wonld not return until they were
assured that there was no dapger, and

STILL TALKING OF WAR,

Ulsterites Fear Bloed Will 3e Shed When
a Duobl!in Parliament Is Established.
[Copyright, 1582 by the New York Associated Preas. ]

Loxpox, April §,—A meeting, 1n Belfasg,
of the Ulster defense committee, the Mayor
presiding., to arrange for a convention,
went a degree beyond the recent Ulster
commoners’ gathering in the violence of
the tirades. The pretense of secrecy of the

proceedings enabled thespeakers to indulge
in warlike trumpetings, and the resolutions
recorded Ulstor’s determination to lLave
nothing to do with the Dublin Parliament,
which is certain to be controlled by men
who ars responsible for the crimes of the
League eruelties and boycotting, and who
are mere tools of clerical domination, and
an attempt to set up such a Parhament will

inevitably resunlt in disorder, violepes and
bloodshed to an extent that has been un-
known in lreland for a eceuntury. Major
saunderson deniocd that the British Parlia-
ment had any right to hand them over to
another Legislatare which they wounld
never obey, and the sentiment was received
with frantic cheering. Theodore W. Rus-
sell predicted a ten-fold increase of troubles
in Ireland under the Dublin Parhiament.
Finally, general and exccutive commitiees
were appointed, .
Tne public sense of the danger and im-
portance of this agitation is growing. Over
onehundred Nou-conformistlrish ministers
have agreed to be deputies for the Ulster-
ites and stump Great Britain to arouse a
religious animus.
