documents, not only upon the Lincoln gov-
ernment, bat npon the humanity of the
ple of Indiana, who must have had
nowledge jof any ill treatment, if such
there had been. Now that a report in the
form of & pamphlet of eighty pages, pub-
lished in the name of a soldier organization
of eighteen thousand men and uiin_ed by
such well-known soldiers as Lew Wallace,
M. D. Manson, John Ceburn. J. K. Carna-
ban, C, Holstein, E. H. Wilhams and J. L.
Mitehell is given the public, the say-so of
one man stands for nothing. Those who
have these reports should be careful to
preserve them. and each post of the Grand
Army should keep one with its records.
One statement in the report will be new
as well as significant to many who pride
themselves on their imformation regarding
the aflairs of the recent armies and the
war. That fact, which 18 an official one,
taken from the reporta of the Surgeon-
general, is that the average mortality in
the two armies in Virginia was 7.02

per month per 1000 men in the
confederate, and 2.52 per month in the
Union troops. This was due largely to the

quahty and quantity of food. As the war
wore on the physical condition of the men,
particularly those who were taken pris-
cuers by the Union army, beame lower
sud lower, owing to inadequate food and
lack of medicines, while Union soldiers,
when taken prisoners, were in good condi-
tion to withstand privation. The official
records further show that the general rate
of sickness and death was almost three

times as great in the confederate
a8 in the Union armies. These
facts are introduced n  the com-

mittee’'s report to counteract the Wyeth
gtatement that the death rate in confeder-
ate prisous was only 7 per 1,000 greater
than 1n Union, made by him to show as
great a lack of care i1n Union as 1n confed-
erate prison camps. When it is considered
that the sick and dying were three times
88 numerous in the confederate as 1n the
Union army, the Wyeth statement loses its
force. General Carnabhan, after the report
was in type, met a coufederate officer who
was once a prisoner at Camp Morton. “It
was the best place I struck during the
war,. he said; ““we were fully fed. haa good
guarters, and I was disgusted when 1 was
sent to another camp.” It is unfortunate
that the subject has been called up at this
ate day.

SOLDIERS’ STATE HOME,
Another important subieet upon which
action was taken was that of a soldiers’
State home. Thisis no wild conception of

a few men wlo seek to obtain favor in the
eyes of the veterans or of those whom some
persons are pleased to stigmatize as “old

army bums,” but is the matared project of
a number of veterans who are sagacious
and suocessinl buosiness men—a scheme
which 18 already successful in eighteen
States. The Grand Army is I1n earnest
in this matter, and will present a fully
matured proposition to the next Legisla-
ture. The factis, the veterans of the State,
whieh, with a single exception, furnished
a larger percentage of soldiers from its
population than any other, believe that it
cannot afford now to go back on them,
“Over the hill to the poor-house.” isno
place for the broken down veteran
and bis old wife, There was no
division of sentiment on that subject in
the encampment—a body which contained
as many men of sound sense concerning
practical affairs as can be found in a simi-
lar number of men 1n the State., If any
persons imagine, and many seem to do so,
that the Indiana encampments are not com-
posed of intelligent and braiuy men, they
are falling into & great delusion. *In all
my life,” said the visitor from Wisconsin,
“I never saw a finer body of men than in
the semi cirele facing thjs platform.”

The veterans of Indiana are the lirst to
protest a@ainst this new and growing
wrong of Congress giving to the man who
bas been content to be a deserter all these
yearsn discharge as honoravle as that
soiled and stained old parchment which
the soldier of record prizes as a priceless
treasure.

MIECFLLAXFEOUS MATTERS,
As the years pass the veterans in the
State encampments express more and more
epinions on public questions relating to
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the future weifare of the country. It is,
therafore, no cause of surprise that from
veterans came the protest against the des-
ecration of the tlag by making it an ad-
junet to advertisemerts, which 1s now tak-
ing the form of law, or that they lift up
their voices against the lax immigration
laws and are inereasingly jealous of in-
fluences which may weaken national in-
tegrity. If it had come to their knowledge
that a shilly-shally text or reading book
reiative to the war was in some schools
they wonld have flung at i1t o red-hot pro-
test. The older the fellows get the more
they seam to think that they are assigned,
to do the Nation's picket duty.

Equality is the corner-stone of the Grand
Army. One soldier, who did good service,
is as good as any other., Fank was largely
accidental. Sinee the war half a dozen
men in acompany have proved themselves
men of better capacity for general affairs
than have their officers. Whatever they
were then, now the enlisted man has proved
by his work in the world the equal and
often the superior of him who carned a
sword instead of a musket and sixty
rounds. No wonder, then, that now the
enlisted man demands that. 1o matters
aflecting pensions, his sworn statement
shall be as good as the sworn statement of
his former ecaptain or lleutenant. And
who knows both will say that this demand
isright, and has a great deal of the real
Awerican *‘I'm-as-good -as - anybody-else”
n L,

The gentlemen over at the State-house
will be wise if they now make up their
minds that the Indiana department will
have a room in that beantiful bunilding,
and act accordingly—that is, a room for ita
records snd mementoes.

Everything
is in the best taste—nothing gaudy, flash
or on the red-wagon order. On the walls
of the front reception-room are portraits of
President Harrison, Major MeKinley, John
Sherman, C. W. Fairbanks and Judge W.
Q. Gresham,
