MANY DROWNED,

Two Huandred and Fifty Perished by the
Rise in Tombigbee River.
Epecial to the Indianapolis Journal,

ABERDEEN, Miss., April 13.—The water in
the Tombigbee river is subsiding, leaving
& black, desolate waste. Late reports
which have reached here indicate that the
loss by the flood will be greater than
at first estimated. From the moet reliable
information to be obtained from the floodea
district it is known that the number of
lives lost will reach 250, while
all wvestige of housebold property
has been swept away by the [raging tor-
rent, Relief parties have been sent out,

and more tham 150 bodies have already

been recovered. Thousands of people are
rendered homeless, and the suffering is

intense., A relief party to-day rescned a
family of nine persons, who had been adnifs
on o raft for six days without a mouthful
of food. They were 1nsane from
hunger, and went wild over the sight
of food. One of the party, a lad of four-
teen years, had become a gibbering idiot,
and devoured raw beef like a wild beast.
A colored woman and her infant
wers found floating on & mattress.
They had been without food for three days,
and the babe is so emaciated that
it will die. Her family of eight echil-
dren were all drowned. The loss of
property is so great that it cannot be
accurately estimated at present. Thou-
sands of head of cattle have perished,
and the swamps are strewn with car-
casses. The country in the flooded dis-

triots is flat and devoid of hills,
thus giving no refuge except tree-tops to
panic-stricken negroes, when the water
came rushing down upon them. It will be

saveral days before anything like a correct
estimate of the damages can be obtained,

The citizens have appealed to the State au-
thorities and the general government for
aid.

VAST INLAND SEA,

Scenes in the Water-Covered District—A Col-

ored Man's Terrible Experience.
Epocial to the Indianapolis Journal

Mespais, Tenn., April 13.—East Missis-
sippi has been the scene of one of the most
appalling floods in the United States within
the last week, and the world beyond that
State knows little of the destruction of
property aud the loss of life that the
rise in the Tombigbee river has en-
tailed. This nriver rises 1n north
Alabama aud winds its way south, touch-
ing Columbue and forming a junction with
the Alabama a few milea above Mobile
bay. The river, having its origin in the
mountains ot north Alabama, is fed by a
dozen quick-rising mountain streams that
for the last seven days have been filling it,
until now, above Columbus, it has assumed
the proportions of an inland sea.

Near Columbus the loss of Jife has been
terrible, Saturday night hundreds of
negro families in the bottoms went to bed
feeling secure, but bDefore morning they
were aroused Ly a rnsh of waters. Those
near the uplands got away to a place of
safety by chimbing bills, but those living
1o the lower lands found escape was cut
off and they clambered to the tops of their
rickety huts in hope that in a few hours
the waters would subside. The rain
poured down in torrents all of Sunday, and
the water-bound prisoners saw that their
only hope of escape was by boats that they
thought their landlords would send to
bring them to dry land. The land-owners,
however, did not appreciate the dire neces-
sity of the poor wretehes until many honses
had been swept away and their occupants
drowned.

A letter was received here to-night from
one of the sufferers, and his story, told in
simple mnegro dialect, 18 most pathetic,
The cattle, says he, took to the high places,
and, for sustenance, began to devour the
branches of trees. Chickens tlew to
the tree-tops, and remained there for
three days, until, weak from starva-
tion, they fell into the water. He
says that no estimate can be made
of the number of lives Jost, but makes a
rough gness that from Saturdaay until Tues-
day night 200 negreoes bave perished, Seth
Jonews's case is like dozens of others. This
pegro lay in his hut with & wife and rour
children Sunday morning, when the water
came rushing in upon them. Jones at-
tempted to escape with his children, but all
avenues were cut off. He and bhis family
sought the roof of the honse and watched
the water making its way uv to them. As
the current grew swifter the house Legan
to tremble, and 1n a few moments the logs
began to float away, one from the other.
Jones took up one of his children—his wife
aud the other three were drowned before
hiseyea. lle held on to alog and in at-
tempting to place his child on it the little
one fell and sank into the water., He alone

escaped after tloating around for several
hours.

The eight-feet rise of this morning will
be increased within the next twelve hours,
tor there has been a steady down-pour of
rain in north Alabama and Mississippt all
day. The Mississippl river here 18 almost
at a standstill within a foot of the danger
line. The weakest poinwis at Helena, Ark.,
but all is safe there according to late re-
ports. Levees nlong the river
are in good condition and plant-
ers along the river have no very
grave fears that this will be such a flood
as that of 1882 or 1880, On the Arkansas
side of the Mississippi river av Conueil
point and Pecan point the river is out of
the banks, and bas tlooded ten thousand
acres of land, over balf of which has been
planted in corn. About two thonsand acrea
of cotton has been submerged. One planter

weut over bis cuuire plantation 1 & skitt

to-day. Theriver will rise several inches
In the next twenty-four hours, and this
will put the water over a large part of
Phillips county, Arkansas.

N0 PENSION FOR BEERS,

Cut Off by the New Trustees of the New York
Life—Cashier Banta Reinstated.

NEW Youk, April 13, —The annual elecc-
tion of trustees of the New York Life In-
surance Company took place to-day.
Forty -seven thonsand votes were cast, the
Jargest in the history of the company.
Policy-holders were present from all parts
of the country. The entire number of
votes cast were in favor of the ticket
named by DPresident MeCall and by the
policy-bolders’ committee. Ex-Mayor W.
K. Grace, Judge Hiram R. Steele, C. C
Baldwin, Walter Lewis and Henry C. Mor-
timer were elected trustees. Mr. Grace
takes the place of ex-President Beers, and
Judge Steele that of John N. Stearns
The other three trustees were re-elected,
President McCall says, for the reason that
they opposad the voting of the pension to
ex-President Beers.

President McCall announced that he bad
reinstated Theodore M. Banta, the cashier
whom Mr. Beers dismissod seyven months
ago becnuse of his alleged participation in
an attack on the executive officers of the
compuny. Ths resignations of trustees
Edward Martin and Robert B. Collins were
accepted, The trustees ratitied the elec-
tion of Hugh B. Thompson, civil service
commissioner, as controller of the com-
pany.

It was resolved that the pension of §37.-
500 a year awarded ex-President Beers by
the former board of trustees should not be
paid. Mr. Beers was not present at the
election for the first time i1n thirty-three
vears. He has annonnced his intention of
contesting his pension 1n the courts.

Whether Mr. Heers succceeds in drawing
his pension from the New York Life Com-
pony or not it 1a not intended that any in-
surance company shall grant any ofticer a
life pension. The following proyision om
the subjecy was 1nserted in the insurance
code yesterday before it was passed by the
Legislature:

No such corporation shall make any agreement
with any of its officers, trustees or salaried em-
ployea whereby it agrees that for any services
rendered or to{»e rendered thereafter by such
oflicial, trustee or employe, Le shall receive any
salary, compensation or emolument that will ex-

teud beyond a period of twelve months from
date of such agreement or contract.

RESCUED BY TROOPS,

————

The Besieged Wyoming Cattlemen Now at
Fort MeKinney—Only Two Wounded.

DrexveR, Col.,, April 13.—The News re-
ceived the following brief dispateh from
Bufialo, Wyo., this evening, after which
the wires wentdown: ‘“Early thismorning
the sheriff and reinforcements from Fort
MeKinney, consisting of three troops of
United States cavalry, which had been or-
dered ont by the President on appeal by
the Governor, reached T. A. ranch. The
cattlemen were still barricaded in the
ranch buildings and the besieging party of
‘rustiers’ were firing brisk wvolleys into
their intrenchments. But few shots were
returned. As the troops appeared the
‘rustlers’ ceased firing. Colonel Van Horn,
in command of the troops, together with
the sheriff, reconnoitered the ground. and

then marched within long ritle range of the
rauch and dismounted his men, Colopel
Ven Pere and the sheriff, with flags of
trégs, advanced to within one hun-
dred yards of the outer fortilica-

tion. where they were met by a
representative of the besieged oattle-
men, After a short pariey the stockmen

surrendered to Colonel Van Horn, and were
: t once escorted to Fort McKinney, where

they are at present under the protection of

the troops. The ‘rustlers’ offered no objec-
tion to the cattlemen surrendering to Col.

Vao Horn, During the almost ipoessant
fire, which has been kept up for the past
two days on the besieged party, only two
men were wounded, one severely. Their
names cannot be learned now. None of the
‘rustlers’ were hurt.”

BIOWN LONG DISTANCES.

————

Saven Men Killed and Two Mortally Wounded
by a Powder-Works Explosion.

WILKESBARRE, Pa., April 13.—A frightful
explosion of powder demolished the mills
of Moosic Powder Company to-day. The
first explosion was 1n the drying-mill, and
a fraction of a second Iater the storage-
house blew up. The shocks were felt over
a radius of forty miles, and thousands ot
people in surrounding towns rushed out of
doors thinking an earthquake bhad taken

lace. Both shocks were distinotly heard

ere, twenty miles away. The mills were
blown to pieces, there being no fragments
found larger than a foot long.

Seven were instantly killed and two
fatally injured: The names of the dead are:
John Gibbons, Daniel Carey, Aaron Cool-
baugh, Moses Tucker, Edward J. Vander-
berg. Allen Smail, Caradog Reese. The
fatally wounded are George A. Allis and
Dauniel Billings.

The body of John Gibbons was blown 150
feet in the air. Reesoe was found sixty feet
from the scene ot the explosion. Moses
Tucker was found 150 feet away from the
mill. Other bodies were found from 150 to
200 feet away. The iron frame-work of the
Erne & Wyoming ratiroad, near the scene,
usedd as a spark screen, was torn and
twisted like paper. The last explosion of
thess mills was eighteen years ago, when
several men were also kilted. The loss will
reach §20,000,

TURBULENT DEMOCRATS,

Numerous Fights in the Pennsylvania Comne
vention—All Munst Vote for Cleveland.

HARRISBURG, Pa., April 18.—~The Demo-
eratioc State convention to nominate delee
gates at large to Chicago met here to-day,
at noon. Congressman Beltzhoover was
made temporary chairman, and delivered
a speech in which he denounced the “‘robe
ber tariff” and the “silver kings” of the
West. He apotheosized Cleveland m »
manner that mest have made the Hill men
gnash their teeth. His fulsome praise,
however, suited & majority of his hearers,
for they applaunded both his remarks con-
corning the “stuffed” and his reference te
Pattison at the close of his address. One
individual in the gallery shouted, ““What's
the matter with Hill!” but only groans and
hisses followed the name of the New York
Democratio leader.

Temporary organization was then com-
pleted by the selection of the usual commite
tees. The claims of Timothy O’Leary, of
Pittaburg, to membership on the eredentials
committee were contested and a serious
fight was narrowly averted. An excited
crowd of delegates gathered around the
chair shouting for recognition. There were
also contestants in two other districts and
all jolned in the melee. Several of the
parties came to blows, but were separated.
(’Leary, although he was sergeant-at-arms
and supposed to preserve order, fled from
the hall. A recess wasthen taken.

It was 4:40 o’clock before the convention
reassembled. The delay was due to the

large amount of work made necessary for
the eredentials committee by the numerous

contests, The meeting of the committes

was held bebind closed doors, and it is un-
derstood that some lively scenes were ens
acted. The anti-administrationists, to the
number of fourteen, tinally left the meet-
ing-room. The boit was precipitated by
the action of the majority in seating
' Leary, of Allegheny, as the representa-
tive from the Forty-third senatorial dis-
trict, over magistrate McKenna, a Guffey-
ite, who elaimed that he had been regular-
l(v chosen but had been tricked by O’ ry.
YLeary wae not a regulariy-elected dele-
gate, but had been substituted in the Forty-
tifsh distrioct, He then secured the voles
of substitutes in the Forty-thurd distries,
and was thas able, at a meeting of the dis.
trict delegates, last night, to get himself
elected a member of the credentials com-
mittes trom the Forty-third distriet, al-
though =& substitute delegate from the
Forty-fifth.

FIST FIGHT IN A CORNER.

The first business before the convention
was the hearing of the report of the com-

mittes on credentials. The report seated
all the adminstration delegates, ignoring
the claims of the “"Antis.’”’ William Foyle,
s Bradford anti-administrationist, offered
a minority report. It sets forth thatno
statement on behalf of the contestauts had

been allowed at the committee meeting,
and in wview of this faet the sixty-nine
contested seats were declared vacant,
Much confusion followeld. The minority
report was defeated and the regular repors
adopted. Much bad blood was enpond-rod
during she discussion, and while Chairman
Miller, of the organization committee, was
reading bis report sn attempt of several
of thesergeanta-at-arms to eject a couple of
delegates who were proteating too loudly,
led to a flist-light over in one ooruer, in
which several blows were struck and
much bad language indulged in.

At this poiut Temporary Chairman Beltz.
boover relinquished the gavel to Senator
Ross, the permanent chairman, and the
latter was able to keep mmuch better order.
Mr. Ross, like Mr. Belizboover, made a
speech extolling Grover Cleveland and
Governor Pattison. Mr. Ross's references
to these gentlemen were received with wild
demonstrations of approvai.

The platform was then read. It pledges
fealty to the doctrines taught by Jefferson,
Jackson, Tilden ana Cleveland; declares
for honest money, the gold and silver coin-
age of the Constitution, and for a currency
convertible with snch coinage withous
loss: demands that genuine cavil-serviee re-
form which recognizes public office as a

ublic trust; favors liberal but not reck-

ess pensions, and demands the speedy
abatement of all forms of needless and op-
pressive taxation,

MUST VOTE AS A UNIT,
Tariff reform and Cleveland follow to-
gether 1n these two resolutions and decla-
rations:

That the paramount reform now demanded ﬁ
the federal legislature Is the reform of the

lJaws upon the basis of the Demoeratic national
mluOrm of 188%, to the end that no mouey shall

needlessly exacted from the Industries and
necessities of the people, and that our induse
trial interests shall not be prejudiced by excess-
ive taxation, false systems of finance or extrava-
gant cost of production. To this end the Mo
Kinley tariff bill should be repealed, the essen-
tial raw materials of American manufactures
should be put upon the free list, and s revised
tariff should be adopted. with dua regard for the
rights of American labor and the preservation
of our maunufacturers.

That, consistent with this issue and with this
demand, the seutiment of the Pennaylvania De-
mooracy s overwhelmiogly for the renswina-
tion to the presidenoy of the man who gave to
Lis party intellectual and political leadership,
and to the country a pure aud elevated admine-
istration. We declare our conviction that the
best interests of the party and of the country
demand the pomination aud election of Grover
Cleveland as President, and we are contident
under bis leadership the principles of Democraoy
will win a glorfous victory; and to the end that
the vote and influence of Penusylvania may be
most effectively heard andfelt, the delegates this
day chosen are directed to sctas a unit in all mat-
ters intruated to thelr charge, sald action to be
determined by the vote of the majority of the
delegates.

One plank was devoted to tafly for Gov,
Pattison, and the remainder of the plat-
form pertained to State and looal party
afinirs. Distriect Attorney German, of
Luzerne, offered a substitute to the section
instruncting the delegates to vote as a unit,
but it was voted down, and the reportj of
the committee adopted. )

The work of choosing the party candi-
dates then began. Christian Heydroek, of
Venango, was nominated for judge of the
Supreme Court by acclamation. George A,
Allen, of Erie, aud Mayor Thomas, of Kead-
ing, were named as the candidates at large
for Congress. The four electors t}t iarge
named were Mortimer ¥, Elliott, John C,
Bullit, Philadelphia; Thomas B, Kennedy,
Franklin; David T. Watson, Allegheny.

Muoch confusion ensued when the nam-
ing of delegates at large to the national
convention was begun., There were eight
slated candidates, and a dozen or more of
the antis were also named for the honor,
The eall of the roll ou these nominations
occupied an hour and a half., The vote re-
sulted in the selection of Ross, Hensell,
Singerly, Robinsen, Hall, MecKinney, Her-
ring sud Meyess, Mr. German, who had
figured as a leader of the kickers, inas
graceful speech, moved that the nomma-
tion made unanimous, and this was
done.
