MARKETING IN PARIS.

A Stranger Unused to the Language Meets
with Confusion and Difficulty.

Shrewd, insidious or crabbed old women

stare bard atyou, tbrowyoumto confusion,
if possible, by their appreciation of the fact
that yon are a noyice and a stranger. They
practice extortion on all hands, and return
impudence, or atfect to toss back their
lettuco or plums into the basket in aisdain,
if you attempt to bargain. I think no mas-
culine mind, in superior pride of intellect,
will be much inclined to smile at the ditli-culties- of

mastering all the new qualities
and quantities of the received kinds of
provisions, and keeping a proper eye out
for taking novelties. To estimate in kilo-
grammes and litres instead of pounds and
quarts, and in francs and centimes instead
of dollars and cents is simple enough. I
grant you, in cold blood; but to do it under
lire, as it were, and know where you are in
your economies, is a matter of long and
serious practice. Suppose it is suddenly
sprung upon you. for instance, that you
have eggs to the amount of soixante-di- x

centimes, mushrooms for quatre-vingt-quinz- e,

and lour hektos of butter at
trente-hui- t the hekto, will you re-
member instantly that these are
simply fourteen, nineteen and seven
and thres-iift- h cents respectively, and
that four hektos is four tenths of a kilo,
which is two and one-tent- h pounds! I
should very much doubt it. Then, too, the
difficulties of language come in. However
glib yon may be with it. it will not always
serve, for the lower order of people, the
world over, have a way of mouthing or

chopping their words, or changing them
into a patois of their own, which render
them all but unintelligible.

"Even if yon get them to send a written
account, it isn't ranch better," S was
given to complaining in these days. "They
make their figures nil alike, and nothing is
in the least distinct but tho sum total."

However, this is one of the conditions of
the problem; it is an ordeal to be met the
earlier and more bravely the better. A
personal acquaintance with prioes is indis-
pensable as a check, even if the marketing
is afterwards to be committed to another.

"Travels Among the Great Andes of the

Equator," by Edward Why m per, is a work
of peculiar interest. The author, some-

thing of a scientist as well as an experi-
enced mountain traveler, bad long been

all this year business news has been
curiously sectional. Western cities are
training almost without exception, doing
the largest business ever known, and in-

clined to resent the suggestion that it is in
any degree below expectations. The South
all the j-e-

ar bas been struggling with un-

favorable conditions, doing less business
than a year ago, and looking in vain for a
material change. The East has been doing
a large business, rather less than a year
ago on the whole, but especially less than
many traders expected to do this year.
This, with very thin profits, makes the
season disappointing to many. These
conditions continue, yet the volume
of trade in the whole country
has been larger than in any previous year.
The iron trade illustrates the situation.
The ontput of furnaces. April 1. was U5.4G2
tons, agaiust 193.102 March 1, and 113.43 a
year ago, when the great strike was in
progress. The rodnction in the output of
Eig is clearly necessary, since consumption

been 10.000 tons weekly below tho out-
put. Unsold stocks, as otilcially reported,
wero 132,360 tons greater April 1 than Jan.
1. yet when this increase is deducted from
the production, which has been 2,500,000
tons in tho quarter, the remaining con-
sumption appears to be greater thau iu the
same quarter of any previous year. A
better demand is seen for pig and plates at
the East and also at Chicago, and the pipe
business is reviviuir at Pittsburg. Coal is
unchanged and dull; copper waiting lor
the expected combination of foreign
prodncere; tin speculatively strong, and
lead very firm.

Wool sales are large for the season and
since Jan. 1 have been 5 per cent,
greater than last year, the demand for
isoods bavins somewhat improved and for
knit goods being far better than was re-

cently expected. News from cities is
rather better as to the East, cheering as
usual from the West, but somewhat less
satisfactory as to the South. Iron-mil- ls at
Pittsburg are all iu operation and a few
pushed, though prices are weakening.
The glass trade is encouraging, the hard-
ware trade good and lumber quiet, and
rolled iron weaker.

Southern trade at Cincinnati is not sat-
isfactory, but machinery is aotive and the
carriage business better. Detroit notes
good jobbing and manufacturing trades,
iu some lines bettor than last year.
Chicago merchandise sales considera-
bly exceed last year's. Beceipts of
wheat and barley are double last
year's; of Hour, corn and cattle increased
one-hal- f; of cheese one-thir- d, with somo
increase in dressed beef, oats and rye. but
a decrease iu hogs. wool, butter, lard and
cured meats. Trade at Milwaukee is good.
At St. Lonis it is strong, notwithstanding
railway washouts, and at Omaha quite
active In groceries, shoes and hardware,
and steady in dry goods. Trade at Kansas
City is quiet, weather interrupting, and
prices for eattlo being the lowest of the
year. At Minneapolis and St. Paul trade
is excellent, especially in lumber: at Den-
ver fair. Business at Little Rock is de-
pressed; at Nashville and Memphis dull:
somewhat improved at Montgomery, bat
rather tiat at New Orleans and slackening
at Savannah.

Speculative markets have been more act-
ive, wheat failing Se. with sales of 94,-000,0- 00

bushels here, and corn lc, while oats
are slightly higher. Western receipts of
wheat continue at tho rate of 3.600,000
bushels weekly, with exports shrinking,
bnt Western receipts of corn have been
800.000 bushels in three days, and exports
15,000. Cotton exports have started np
ncain, exceeding last year's, and the price
has advanced so during the week, with
enormous speculative transactions, being
no less than 850.000 Dales in New York. No
change is seen in pork products; cotl'ee is a

c weaker, and oil lo stronger. The finan-
cial situation is remarkably free from un-
favorable signs. Collections in nearly all
parts of the country are better than usual.
The business failures occurring through-
out the country during tho last seven days
numbered 220, as compared with totals of
203 last week. For the corresponding week
of last year the failures were 251.
