Evidence Is Gathering to Fasten the Crime
Upon Barton—Clayton's Real Name Was
John J. Jarrett—Full History.

There is no longer a shadow of doabt
that Samuel Clayton, whose death at the
City Hospital, April 11, under ecircum-
stances suggesting foul play, published 1n
the Journal yesterday, was murdered, The
fatal biow was struck with a billiard cue,
and sent the unfortanate man headlong
down & precipitate stairway, in O’Brien’s
paloon, No. 54 South lllinois street. The
open stairway furnished at once a dan-
gerous plange for the wounded man,
sad =» plausible explanation of the
eause of the wound to those who wished to
cover up the crime. It is now known that
a billiard cue came rattiing down after the
wounded man, but it wes quickly put out
of the way.

The fight occurred n & gambling-room
gontsining & billiard-table, on the second
fleor over the saloon, It is reached through
the saloon, by the steep stairway. The
room was more of acrap joint than a bill-
jard-room, the table being more of a blind
than for playing. J. T. Barton, proprietor
of the joint, who 18 accused of striking the

fatal bdlow, was known to the
police as a gambler. He used Clay-
ton @88 & “capper,” and it s

supposed that a quarrel sprung up between
the two and that Burton struck him in a
sudden fit of anger. It is known that just
previous to the fall down-stairs, Clayton
went up the stairs. The time between his
mounting the stairway and his fall wae
pot enough to have develeped a quarrel,
showing that the difliculty must bave oc-
curred previously.
CORONER MANKER'S STATEMENT,

Dr. Manker declares that he had no
knowledge of the true inwardness of the
cause of the wound, He says he was
standing in fromt of the Grand
Hotel on the night of March 31,
snd was talking at 11:50 o’clock to Sterling
R. Holt and others, when some one, he
does not know who, called hlm to O’Brien’s
saloon, across the street. "I went over”
be said last might to & Journal reporter,
“and found that Dr. Daniels, who is con-
neoted with my oflice, had answered the
call, and was dressing the wound on the

back of the head of a man sitting on a
chair. 1 asked of those about what the
trounble was, snd was given the answer
shat the man had failen down stalrs. I
looked, and saw that the stairs were very
stee I saw, also, that the man was
bad b and said he must be
put to bed. hether his unconscious con-
dition was due to intoxication er concus-
sion from the fall I could not say. I went
with the men who carried the man up-
stairs 1o the Crawford Block and dressed
bis wound. 1t was a long cut in the back
of the head. When I was done I left the
patient in charge of one of his friends, as |
supposed. In an hour or so the attendant
summoned me from my office to dress the
wound again. I found the patient had be-
come restioss and had torn the bandages
offi His wound was Dbleeding freely
and this had scared the attendant. 1
succeeded in stopping the flow of blood,
and left, 1 was not called agaiu, but as
soon a8 I got down to business in the morn-
ing I notified she hospital to send an am-
bulance for the man. Dr. Edenharter said
be could not spare the ambulance until
after dioner. About 10 o'cloock in the
morning I went up to see my patien
whose name I did not know and whom
bad never seen until called to the saloon.
" 1 found he had his glasses on and had evi-
dently been ing or wrying to
read a newspaper. | sook the glasses off
myself, and saw that he was in no
condition to read. He was then lgmg on
she bed. 1 heard some one. had brought
bhim several glasses of whisky. { do not
know whether he regained full conscious-
ness beforel saw bim or uneot, nor with
whom be had talked or what he said. The
ambulance ealled for him between 12and 1
o'clock, just as 1 was passing, and knowing
what it had come for, | went over to as-
sist 1n putting the patient into it. A few
days aifter 1| met Ur. Edenharter on the
street and asked how the man was getting
on. Heanswered that he wasdoingvery well,
In & few days more, 1 heard eriay pelas had
sot in, and as eriaypelas 18 very dangerous
in connection with woands. | said that I
thought the fellow wounld die. When he
died 1 was notitied by the superinteandent
of the hoapital.”

“Why diad you order a post-mortem ex-
amination?’ was asked.

“Beoanse the law requires a post mortem
in cases of causalty where the resson of
death is not clearly known, Dr. Daniels
and Dr. Hessler made their examination.
Here in my bhand (showing the reporter
several sheets of paper) 18 their report. It
states that there was no fracture of the
skall, but there were large tuwmors of bleod

in the Dbrain, which was  very
much coageated.

BURTON SURRENDERS HIMSELF,

T. J. Burton, the alleged murderer,
walked into the telephone office of the sta-
tion-house last night just as officer Tom
Stout settied himself down to read an ac-
sount of the affair in a paper,

*1a Mr. Colbert here!” he asked.

Oflicer Stout did not recognize him, and
said:

“*No, Is there anything I cando for you?!”

“My name is Burton. [ understand you
want me here.”

“Ob,” said the officer, “jnst sit down, and
I will eall the superintendent and captain
of detectives.”

Superintendent Colbert and Captain
Splann hastened to the station, and at once
informed Burton that he was wanted on a

charge of murdering Samuel Clayton. He
was taken to the turnkey’'s room, where his
name was recorded on the slate with a
charge of murder against it. He was then
re;umog the dotectli\'ea' apartment,
where be was vigorously questioned b
both officers. " ¥

“Did you kill Sam Clayton?!”’ Superin-
tendent Colbert asked.

“No. I am not guilty,” was the reply.

“Were youn present when the murder was
sommitted!”

“1 have nothing to say.”

That was the answer 1o every other guos-
tion put to the prisoner. He is young, but

bas the shrewdness of a man who
lives by his bare wits, and had
evidently Dbeen poated upon the

gourse te pursue. jle sa:xd he would

-.l‘rhy an attorney. He asserted that he
bad not been oat of the city, bnt the oflicers
make a different report. “We have been

surping the city almost inside out for four

!

ton’s falling down stairs and his serious
sickness. We bave been workiug on the
case to locate Burton ever since, There
are two of those who know the facts who
are ready to talk.”

“Yes,” said Captain Splann, “and Bor-
ton’s surrender to-night caused a great
feeling of relief to me.”

Superintendent Colbert and Captain
Splann agree that Barton knows all about
the afair, and is gullty. but bolds to the
couviction that, if he keeps still, he cannos
be convicted. There was no one presen t, 80
far as is ' known, who saw the fatal blow
struck. The police know that on one
occasion, when some one said to Burton,

‘*Sam will do you yet,”

Burton replied:

“If Sam ever does me, I will kill him,"*

The import of this language is that Clay-
ton would protect those whom he had ran
into the gambling den to be fleeced by com-
bining with them to win mooey from Bur-
ton. Itischarged that Clayton bad done
that very thing and thua aroused Burtan’s
anger. Superintendent Colbert savs he be-
lieves he can produce the man who figured
in ‘the canse of the deadly guarrel.

Clayton’s life for the past ten years has
been that of a curbstone gambler and
steerer-in. He spent much of his time in
saloons and was s hard drinker, though
he seldom became helplessiy drank. l-fo.
bowever, has been echarged with that
offense several times in Police Court. But
little 18 known of his versonal history, ex-
cept that he was a brother of Mrs. Me-
Liibeny, mother of the celebrated musical
family. On the occasion of their last visit
here Clayton was much in his sister’s com-
pany, and she offered hiu a home if be
would accompany the troupe in their car.
There is no reason to think that as yet
Mrs. MeGibeny knows of her bLrother's
mysterious taking off.

Burton isa son of Isaae Burton, who
lives at No. 4% Betlefontaine street. He
bas mnever done bhard work, being associ-
ated with the gambling fraternity. In per-
soual appearance he is slender, of mediom
height and has dark hair and eyes. His
face is smooth, except fora faint, dark
mustache, and his general appearance is
boyish.

MRS, CRAWFORD'S STORY.

Mrs. Crawford, proprietress of the lodg-
ing-house corner of Maryland and Illinocis
streets, to which Clayton was taken, says
that be had formerly lodged in her house,
but not for a week or so previous to the
night he was hburt. He had introduced
Burton to her as a gentleman whom she
could admit to the house, and Burton had
also rented a room. Burton, she says, told

her he was ranning a clab-room over
(VBrien’s saloon. He paid a month’s rent
in advance, and when Clagton was
hurt, was scen by a woman
lodger to enter his room with) others}

she heard them paockin
catch expressions as to hair brush, tooth
brush and other toilet articles as their
bustiing continued. Finally one said:

“Have you goteverything? And avoice
sounding like Burton's said: *“Yes, every-
thing except that jug of cider, anda 1 don't
care for that.”

Barton was not seen or heard of more at
the Crawford house. Mrs Crawfora savs
An iron gate or set of barsin a window
looking out over an interior roof
to the gambling-room bhad Deen
found pushed aside on the morning
after the saloon incident. It thus seems
probable that when the blow was struck,
and Burton realized what he bad done, he
hastened ont through a window tqy his
sleseping room, tearing the bars away to ef-
feer entrance to the lodging apartment of
the house. Mrs, Crawford afterward ob-
served & stranger aporoach the window
from the gambling-room and carefully re-
piace the bars.

Mrs. Crawford yesterday detailed the oc-
Tnmnces of the night of the irjury as fol-

OWS:

““About midnight,” smid she, “I heard
some one rap at the office door on the
second floor, which is really a
bedroom, aund is oceupied at night
by Dr, Howard, The stranger nsked for a
roow for a sick man, and | heard Dr. How-
ard tell the visitor that he could bave No.
11 on the third floor. FPretty soon there
wWas a great commotion on the staira, and
Dr. Howard saw six men carrying some
oue feet foremost upsta:rs. He supposed 1t
was some drunken man that friends were
taking care of, but he heard them ®alking
about the room for an hour or so. Some
one knoeked at mny aocor, after 1 had lie-
tened a long time to the trampinig, and
asked for a lamp. [ said, ‘'you have gas in
your room.” ‘Yes,’ replied the voice, ‘but
the coroner wants a Jlamp.’ | showed
the man where he counld get one. The con-
fusion aud strange oecurrences worried me
and 1 did not sleep mueh. Abont 3 o’clogk
I heard some one knock again at the
Doctor's door, and the caller asked the
Doctor to go up and atay with the stranger
brounght in. I did not, at that time, nor
until noon next day, know who had been
prought in. The Doctor auswered that he
was not sitting up with the sick, and that

CLAYTON WAS VIOLENT.

“Pretty soon there was a terrible com-
motion in that room upstairs. I thought
thoe house was falling down, and ran te Dr.
Howard to get bim to go upstairs, He did
so, and founa the sick man lying on the
floor. The table had been upset, and the
chairs were thrown over. He found that
be could not put the man back on the bed

again nlone, and so went to O'Brien’s sa-
loon, where he told the proprietor some
one ought to be sent upstairs to stay with
the man brought from the salvon. A
young man known as ‘Peg-leg’ was sent to
take care of him. At unoon the next day I
told Dr. Howard

the sick man
was stiill there, and asked him to
go up to the room with me. We

fonnd bim sitting in & chair, with bhis
feet on the window sill. He had on only
his night clothes, and seemed in great
agony. He sat wringing bhis hands and
rubbing nhis body. | recognized him at
ounce as Clayton. Dr. Howard ?Oh to
him, but received no answer. ie then
lifted Clayton's eyelid and saw that he was
a very sick man. We agreed that he should
be sent to the hospital, and Dr. Howard
wasabout to telcphone for an ambulance
when it arrived. Dr. Maonker came in
with the attendants.”

Mrs. Crawlord further relates that Jack
Riley, bartender for O'Brien, came to bher
and oflered 1w pay her for the room. BShe
figured up that the damage to the

Clayton's Past History.

There is eonsiderable evidence now
that Samuel Clayton wasnot the real name
of the man murdered in Burton’s gambling
room, but that 1t was John J. Jarrett, and
that he came here from FPhiladelphia, A

4 man who was formerly connected with the

polics foree, and who has since bsen doing
private detective work, said last evening
toa Journal reporter:

“Two years ago Clayton told me that his
pame was assumed, and that his real name

was John J. Jarrett. lHe said his family
lived in Philadelphia and that his sister
was the wife of MeGibeny, father of the
noted family of muasicians, Jarrett told
me he had Killed &« man n Philadelipbia,

and that was the reason he had come West
| under an assunied name. I was sorry to

learn of hia death, because he was au in-
| oftensive kind of & fellow. He osed to give
' me many valuable hints about ecrooks, and
| 1t was through him that 1 suceeeded in
sending two men to the penitentiary for
crimes they had committea.”

There seems to be no gqnestion but that
Jarrett was the right name of the man.
When he was first taken to the City Hos-
pital Dr. Storch asked him what his name
was and he aunswered that it was Searrat;
at least that was what Dr. Storeh under-
stood him tosay. It is very likely that he
said Jarrett instead of Nearrat. It wounld
bave been an easy matter to get the names
confused, especially as Jarrett was in a
semi-gconscions condition most of the time,
It seems that doring most of the time Le
lived in this city he was connected with
; gambling-rooms 1n one capacity or another.
