Miss rrice Outrageously Treated While
Traveling in a Compartment Car.

Her Assailant, Don. Patrick Greyille-Xnzen- t,

Arrested and Held for Trial Anarchists
Plotting Against Spain's Young Kin?.

BECOMING mEQULNT.

Another Woman Criminally Asnanlted In an
English Compartment-Ca- r Her Story.

London, April l'J. The Hon. Patrick
Grerille-Nugeu- t, brother of Lord Gre-vill- e,

was to-da- y arraigned in a police
court on a charge of having indecently as-

saulted a young woman named Trice. The
offense is alleged to have been committed
last night in a compartment of a train run-
ning to London from Brighton. Miss
Trice stated that she made a desperate
struggle against her assailant, and that he
only succeeded in his attempt after she
xr as exhausted by her fighting against him.
The prisoner was remanded in bail of 400.
He strenuously denies the charge, and de-

clares that the case is one of attempted
black-mai- l. The Hon. Patrick Grevillo-Nugen- t,

who was born m U52, married
Krmengard, daughter of the late Augustus
Ogitrie, in 1VSJ. Ho is a deputy lientenant
and magistrate of county Vetmeatb, Ire-
land, and was at one time high sheriff of
the county.
. When the case was called Miss Trice was
not present. This was explained by the
police, however, as being duo to tho fact
that she had uot reaebed her home until 3
o'clock this morning. Her presence was
not necessary to enable the magistrate to
hold tho acensed. In her statement Miss
Trice declared that she was traveling in a
first-clas- s carriage from Uriah ton. Sho
was the only occupant in the compartment
until tho train reached Hay ward Heath.
When this station was reached the ac-
cused entered the compartment. He
shortly engaged her in conversation and it
was not long before ho made an im-
proper proposal to her. bho spurned
his advances. but be persisted
and grasped her and attempted to throw
her upon tho seat. Miss Trico was in an
ugony of terror. She screamed for help
and struggled violently. In all first-clss- s

English railway carriages there is a cord,
known as a safety-cor- d, which is only to
be used iy passengers to attract tho atten-
tion of the guards in cases of emergency.
In her statement Miss Trice says she pulled
this cord during her struggle with her as-
sail.int. but her signal does not appear to
have been answered. She resisted the as-
sault to the utmost of her strength, but the
striigeln was an unequal one, and she was
finally helpless in the man's hands. When
the train arrived at East Croydon Miss
Trice loft the carringo in which the assault
had been made and entered another one.
fcho then told the guard of what had oc-

curred. The accused has apartments in
Eaton Terrace, London. When arraigned
in court, this morniug. to answer tho chargo
ho was accompanied by his wife.

PLOT AGAINST SPAIN'S BOY KINO.

An Anarchist Confesses that n Conspiracy
Existed to Kill the Youthful Monarch. '

Madrid. April 19. The arrest of Felipe
Mnnoz, tho Anarchist who was betrayed
into the hands of the police by Delboohc,
who informed the authorities that Munoz
was the prime mover among the Anarchists
and supplied him and others with bombs,
promises to result in the extirpation of
that dsngerons class in pain. Munoz has
already made confessions that have caused
tho arrest of a number of his accomplices,
and it is thought before tbe police are
through with him all the loading Anarch
ists in Spain will be under arrest or else
will have sought safety in lligut.

A most decided sensation wss created
here to-da- y by the making public of a
further confession by Munoz to the magis-
trate who has charge of the case. Munoz
told this ofhcial that at a recent secret An-
archist meeting lots were cast to decide
which of the members should kill the boy
King of Spain. This statement has caused
much1 anxiety, and the precautions to
guard against any attack upon the King

been greatly added to. Several of
the Anarchists now under arrest havo con-
fessed that an attempt was to be made to
blow np tho royal palace, but none until
now has acknowledged that a direct at
tempt upon the. life of the King would bo
made. With the knowledgo that such a
conspiracy does exist the authorities will
be ablo to guard against it. The public
does not know anything of tho matter be-
yond that Mnnoz has confessed tho exist
ence of tho plot to kill the Kintr. but it is
thought that in a very short time every
one connected with it will be in custody.
It is also thought that Mnnoz will make a
clean breast of his connection with tbe
Anarchist movement, and by this means
seek to escape the lite sentence banging
over him.

The authorities at Cadiz have made a
further discovery of secreted dynamited,
and much alarm prevails among tho inhab-
itants in consequence. It is fe.ired that the
May-da- y demonstrations at Cadiz will be
marked by dynamite out raize, though the
precautions tskou by tho authorities to
guard against anything of the kind will bo
more stringent than over before known. At
other Industrial centers in Spam it is
feared that tho demonstrations on May
day may be of a revolutionary character,
bnt the military will bo m readiness to put
down any movement of that kind.

Snmory Defeated by the French.
St. Loins. Senega, April ID. Advices

from the interior show that the situation of
the French expedition, under the command
of Colonel Humbert, has greatly improved
since last reports reached tho coast. Re-

cently King amory gathered together a
great force, and wa about to attack the
French, and grave fears wore entertained
that tbe latter would all be killed.

WYOMING'S "RUSTLERS."

Their Threats and Conduct Discussed by the
Cabinet at Washington.

Washington. April l'J. The "rustlers' "
trouble in Wyoming was the principal
topic of discussion at the meeting of the
Cabinet to-da- y. All the mombers were
present, except the Secretary of the Treas-
ury and the Attorney-genera- l. The situa-
tion in Wyoming is regsrded as serious, in

iew of the fact that the feeling ngamst
the prisoners in charge of the military is
Tery bitter, and also because of the freely
expressed throats of desperate men that
they mean to avenge the killing of Cham
pion and Kay at the first opportunity. No
word has been received from Colonel Van
Horn and Lis captives at Fort McKinuey
since Saturday morning, when he tele-
graphed General Brookt at Omaha that he
would start that day for Douglass to turn
2U prisoners over to the civil authorities.
Snorts to communicate with Fort McKi-
nley and vicinity since that date have

, failed, and this has led to the belief that
the 'rustlers" or ttieir sympathizers have
destroyed all telegraphic communication
so as to prevent the authorities from learn-
ing the true situation of attain until after
their own purposes had been accomplished.
A teleirram was sent to General Brooke
this morning asking for the latest informa-
tion on the subject. He telegraphed in re-

ply that Colonel Van Horn, with a force

WAR-VESSE- LS OX THE LAKES.

Canadians Are Kifkinjf Became Uncle Sam
Won't Let Them Build a Revenue Cotter.

Toronto, Ont., April 19. A dispatch
from Ottawa to tbe Empire (government
organ) says: "The recent attempt of the
American authorities to prevent the Cana-
dian government from building a revenue
cutter on Georgian bay has led to inquiries
being made as to the extent of the navul
force which the United States now main
tains on the great lakes. Aceording to
tho agreement of 1817, but which was abro-
gated by Mr. Seward in 1865. Great Britain
and tho United States were limited to main-
taining on Lake Ontario one vessel each,
not exceeding one hundred tons burden,
and 'armed with one eighteen-poun- d can-
non,' and on the upper lakes two vessels
each, not exceeding one hundred tens.
The agreement said: 'All other armed ves
sels on these lakes shall be forthwith dis-
mantled, and no other vessel of war shall
be there built or armed.' It was under this
latter clause that the attempt to
stop the construction of tbe Cnrlow
by Messrs. ToUon & Sons, of Owen
Sound, for the Canadian government was
made by the United States, but the Ameri-
cans had evidently overlooked the fact of
tho abrogation of the agreement of 1917.
Meanwhile it appears that the United
States authorities, since 1865. have had no
fewer than seven armed vessels on tho
great lakes, six of which were either bnilt
or purchased at Buffalo. At tbe present
time four aro stationed on inland waters of
the United States. The Andrew Johnson.
three guns, built at Buffalo in lft5. and
possessing a tonnage of 49, is stationed at
Milwaukee; the Commodore Terry, two
guns. 2S1 tonnage, built at Buffalo in lbNi,
is stationed at Erie, Ta.: the William T.
lVssenden. two guns, i2C tons, built at
Butlalo, is stationed at Detroit, and the
George M. Bibb, two guns, 214 tons, at Os-
wego."

The dispatch adds: "The United States
authorities seemingly lose no opportunity
to harass and hamper the Canadians, but
in this particular matter they seem to have
been considerably astray. It would re
quire a pretty wide stretch of imagination
to convert a small revenue cruiser into a
'vessel of war.' "

Spider a Ten-Koa- nd Draw.

Minneapolis, Minn.. Aoril 19. A large

crowd witnessed the ten-ronn- d glove con
test between Ike Weir, the Belfast Spider,
and Tommy White, of Chicago, for a parse
of $500, o tiered by the Hennepin Athletic
Clnb.

Aimnding Military Records.
To tho Edits ot tho Indianapolis Journal: -

I have carefully read the communication
from your Washington bureau, as pub-
lished in last Monday's edition of your pa-
per, and wish to enter at least a mild-manner- ed

protest against its spirit and tenden-
cy. Of course I refer to the general de-

nunciation of the bills introduced in Con-
gress for the correction or amendment of
"soldiers'" military records. I think 1 am
in condition to discuss this matter impar-
tially and candidly, for the reason that I
was not a soldier and am in no way inter-
ested in any of tho numerous bills said to
be pending, und have no political aspira-
tions or arhliations to propagste or nurture.
However, I will make this remark; that tho
argument therein sought to make ssvors
very much of tho Democratic style. It is
of the name ilk that we used to enoounter
from the Pension Bnreau when General
Black would raise the excuse for rejecting
a claim "that it is highly probable if the
soldier was affected with a pensionable dis-
ability he would have applied long ago,
and not have waited twenty or twenty-liv- e

years before making snch a claim." Such
an argument is not only upon a false basis,
bnt is altogether unpatriotic. Hundreds-y- es,

thousands of most deserving pension
claims ere not tiled because ot tbe fact
that the soldier thought it would be put-
ting a burden upon his country that he
could avoid; so that bis motives wero most
patriotic and commendable except in cer-
tain quarters, where if be did cooclude to
apply he would sneeringiy be told that if
he had had a meiitorious claim he would
have tiled it lung ago.

Besides, a great many of the billi present-
ed in this Congress have, no doubt, been
frequently introduced in former sessions
and "lost in tho shutlle." and such whole-
sale denunciation aa tho article referred to
contains will 8till further retard their fa-
vorable consideration, no matter what may
be tbe merit of the individual cases. Say-
ing they are an "insult to the honorably
discharged soldiers" is tnlly as misleading
and untrue. Many of those alleged deser-
tion records are false, and left in such con-
dition that they cannot be corrected under
tho general laws, and the only remedy lies
in a petition to Congress. And in the cases
of many that have thn charge of desertion
marked against them correctly there are
extenuatimi and extraneous circumstances
that would render their conduct excusable,
aud even merit such amendment, whrr it
could not posrtibly be granted br the War
iK'partment without additional legislation
by Congress. An an example of what 1 re-
fer to. takeone case that 1 happen to know
has been presented in tbe present Congress,
viz.: that of Wear Crawford, of. Company
G. Kitty-secon- d tteuiment. Indiana Volun-
teers. His military history is about this,
in brief: lie enlisted In the First Ohio for
three months in April. lbGl; served the time
and was honorably discharged. He then
enlisted in the Fifty-secon- d Indiana,
served, r.wnhsted as a veteran in the
s.uno organization, served faithfully

Then he grabbed
his valise aud started down the railroad
track for Quincy. Tho neighbors, armed
with nhotguns, followed blm down tbe
track, but ho tired at them steadily. When
his revolver was emptied he would eit
down on the bank and deliberately reload
it. Two trains passed and Jamison tried
to llag them with bis red handkerchief, but
tho engineer saw the armed men and re-- f
nsod to stop.
After the murderer had gone three miles

a deputy sberitl appeared with a Win-
chester rifle and, taking deliberate aim.
shot the negro in tho hip and through the
fingers of his left hand. Jamison then
threw down his weapon and surrendered.
He was then brounbt to Quincy and a
crowd of a thousand assembled about the
place. Jamison studied Indian medicine
in the Cherokee nation nnd had quite a
reputation. He had an odico three years
ago in Little Rock, Ark., where be is now
wanted for attempted assault on a young
woman who visited his orlice to consult
him. He jumped his bonds and changed
his name from Jamison to Smith. He
claims that he had been attending Mrs.
Aaron for two months without taking otf
his clothes and bad been drinking gin to
keep up his strength.
