UAD AN EXCITING TRIP. (

Iodianspolitan Who Saw Three Men Struck by
Lightning and Half a Dozen Horses Killed.

Yesterday afternoon, about 4 o'clock.
near Hardinton, Ind., a village a few miles
from Lawrenceburg, on the Big Four road,
a young man named Hank White was
killed by being strnck with lightning and
two other men were fatally injnred. Tbe
accident occurred just a few minutes be
fore the east-bonn- d Big Four express
passed that point. Mr. Walter Cox, of
this city, was on the train, and got off at
Hardinton to take the Junction train to Cin
cinnati. At that time he noticed a number
of people hastening toward an open field
in tbe center of which was a big pond, and
he followed tho crowd. Arriving on the
scene he saw several persons surrounding
tbe dead body of ayoungman, all blistered
by the volt ot electricity that had gone
through it. aid upon the grass lay two
other men, gioanmg in agony. Mr. Cox
ascertained tbat a few moments before
these men bad been fishing in the pond
with gigs, aud bad been struck by light
ning. There was not a tree in sight, and
the onlv conclusion to draw was that the
gigs bad attracted the lightning. My. Cox
says the cousternation among the people
was great.

He further says that it seemed to bim he
was destined yesterday to witness a chap-
ter of accidents. Coming back on the even
ing train, a few miles this side of the spot
where the men had been killed tbe tram
ran into a herd of twenty-fiv- e or thirty
horses. Tbe engineer saw them too late to
stop the train, and realizing that
the greater the speea tne less dan-
ger to the hundreds of passengers
be polled the throttle of the big engine
wide open. The great iron norse lunged
forward as if spurred onward by some
mighty impulse, and dashed into the herd
of animals on tho track. The result was
anawlul slaughter of dumb brutes. Six
ot the horses were mowed down aud killed
instantly, while all tbe rest had legs bro-
ken and were otherwise injured. The train
was stopped and it was discovered that
tbe cow-catch- er was broken and tbe front
end of the baggage car was stove in. Two
of tbe animals bad been drawn under tbe
engine, and tbe entire train bad passed
over them. Mr. Cox says tbe engineer told
him it was one of the most exciting mo
ments in bis life. Tbe passengers were all
scared when they realized their narrow
escape. The train was not delayed a great
while.

Hundreds of inquiries still ponr in upon
the Auditor of State and the Attorney-genera- l

for information regarding the liability
of building association stock for taxation.
In an opinion rendered some months ago
by Attorney-gener- al Smith, in response to
a request by Auditor of State Henderson, it
was held tbat bnilding and loan association
stock is not taxable, whether paid in by tbe
week, month or raid tin at the time of
the subscription. The investor who pays
up bis stock in a lump receives the same
exemption as the investor wno mages
weekly or monthly payments.

Vendetta May Rest a Little While.

Here Preliminary Skirmishing in the McDon

ald Will Case Mrs. Worman's Grievance
Another Eif;ht-Uo- ur bait Lost.

TOW-BAS- S FEUD.

Curtis Bass, One of the Principals, Sent to
Jail by the Federal Coarr.

Cnrtis Bass, one of the principals in the
notorious Tow-Bas- s feud in Lawrenoe
county, was yesterday given a sentence in
the federal court which will keep him out
of the vendetta for a while, at least.
Henry Tow owns a distillery, and Bass
once removed six barrels of liquor from his
bonded warehouse before the government
tax was paid. A United States grand
jury, several months ago, indicted both
Tow and Bass for violating the internal
revenue law, and both gave bond to await
trial. On the way home the two tactions
got into a fight ou the train, and there
were bullets nylng through tbe air.

After they arrived home, tbe vendetta
broke out afresh and grew more bitter.
Bass is a son-in-la- w of Tow, and his moth- -
er-in-la- w ana r ranx low siae witn mm iu
the feud, while all tbe relatives and friends
are lined up on one side or tbe other, sev
eral times deadly coullicts have occurred
between tbe hostile factions, and midnight
attempts at assassination have been made.
Time after time members of the factions
have been wounded in their fights, and
only recently Curtis Bass was charged with
attempting to assassinate Henry Tow.
The trial ended in disagreement by tbe
jury. It is freely alleged that this result
was caused by the lear or the punes that
if they found for conviction in any case
friends of the convicted parties would in
flict dire vengeance upon the jurors, and
by a similar fear which prevented wit--
nesses from revealing an tney Knew.
However this may be, no conviction was
secured, and the fend was made fiercer
than ever.

After the iury failed to agree an attempt
was maae to compromise the feud by hav
ing Bass leave the State. Parties m
Lawrence county wrote to Smiley N.
Chambers, then district attorney, to have
tho cases dismissed against Tow and Bass
in the United States Court, so that Bass
could leave, but Mr. Chambers said that
the cases must be tried, and that perhaps
they would be separated by prison walls
soon.- - Bass was called for trial, and pleaded
guilty to taking whisky from low's bonded
warehouse, but asked a lew days to ar- -
range things at home. Yesterday he was
arraigned before Judge Baker, and sen- -
tenced to pay a fine of $400 and costs, and
in default of payment was sent to the
Greencastle iail.

But still tbe feud goes on. Henry Tow's
wife has for some time been living with tbe
Bass family, and recently his daughter left
him and followed her mother. Only Mon
day Henry Tow and his brother Frank bad
a row. and drew their pistols, but blood-
shed was prevented by the interference of
by-stande- rs.

CONDUCTOR'S CARELESSNESS.

Mrs. Wormtn Had to Suffer for It and Now
She Wants Damages.

He stopped tbe train and made
her get out and walk all tbe distance back
to tbe junction, lne night was dark, it
being near midnight, and Mrs. Wormau
wart obligea to walk over a high trestle
spinning a deep creek in order to get to the
depot. She fell on tbe trestle when about
half way across, and came near falling orr
into the creek below. The adventure has
so worked upon Mrs. Worman's nerves that
ber physical condition is irreparably dam
aged to the extent of 82,000, so she be
lieves. For which sum she demands judg
ment.

Trying to Make .the Contestants Select a Line
of Action Possession of the Will.

Attorney Cropsey. for the contestants,
argued that no matter how inconsistent
the charges may seem to the defendant's
counsel they all go to prove that the in
tentions of the testator in the disposition
of the will are not being carried out. and.
therefore they are valid. He persisted,.
with citations, that this is good law.

Mr. Winter, also for the plaintifls, spoke
on tbe same line, and said that tbe pursuit
of either point was bouud to bring out the
other.

The case was taken under advisement by
Judge Brown.

EIGHT-HOU- R LAW.
