Indianapolis Lines Begin to Feel the Ef-
fects of the Heavy Rains in the West.

Heavy Falling Of in East-Bound Shipments—
Good Voluame of Local Traffic—Discrimi-
nation Against Our Steckyards

The train records show that in the week
ending May 14. 506 fewer loaded cars were
handled at Indianapolis than in the week
ending May 7. and eleven less than in the
corresponding week of 1501, which is the
first week for many mounths in which the
car movement fell below that of the corre-
sponding week last year. The decrease
in business seemas to be in the east-bound
through freighta. This 1s doubtless at-
tributable to the heavy rains which have
tallen 1n the last two weeks west of In-
dianapnlis, making the country roads um-
passable, and thus prevented farmers frowm
yeaching the elevators and store-houses
from which grain shipments are made. An

unfavorable exhibit may also be looked
for during the mnext Iwo weeks, even
should the rains cease, as the farm-
ers are badly Dbebind in getting
their corn in aund will net have
time to haul grain to the stations. In only
one line of east-bound traflic is an inerease
noted, and that is export busine The
Jower rates which now prevail enable the
millers to ship flour for export to some ad-
vantage, and they have promptly seized the
opportunity. Next month shipments of
cattle for export will set in, and indica-
tions point to aJarge traflic in that diree-
tion, as there are many well.-fed catile al-
most ready to market _
Had there not been an improvement in
west-bound through traffie the exhibit of
laat week would have been even more un-
favorable. The Pennaylvania lines brought
west 522 loaded cars, against 685 forwarded;
the Bee-line division of the Big Four
sgainst 566 loaded cars forwarded, an
about the same vroportion 1s noticeable
with the other through lines. The Van-
dalis took west from Indianapolis 906,
535 loaded cars brought in. North-
and-south roads, it will be mnoticed in
making oomwuonl,rhhuglé,y beld their
own with last year. e diflerences, how-
ever. can be accounted for in sthe same
manper as the light east-bound traflic—to0
muech rain. Despite the unfavorable con-
ditions, the tonnage of local business aver-
sges well with the preceding weeks of the
spring months, and 1s in excess of the cor-
responding period last year. The deficit in
the in movement has been overcome by
the Lrgo quantities of building material
being sbipped here and then shipped out to
the surrounding cities and towns, where a
good deal of building is going on.

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When to Spray Fruit Trees,
Farmers' Voice.

The effiency of spraying fruit trees to
destroy cureunlio, codling moth and fungus
diseases, commonly enlled blight and rust,
isno longer a matter of doutit, We have
demonstrated in our own orchard the fact
that Paris green and bordeaux mixture are
both of untold value in acecomplishing the
work for which they aro used, and that no
special skill is necessary to do eflective
work.

One-fourth of s pound of Paris green to a
barrel of water wo have found to be of
suflicient strength to kill the insects, and a
stronger mixture is a waste of matemnal,
The spraying should be thorough, and
every rtion of the trec should bhe
touche We use a spraver that breankas
the stream into a fine waist, and a still
morning 1= the best time to make thoe appli-
eation. ‘Ihe tirst applieation ia made jost
as the bloom is 1alling. and another ten
days later.

If there is & rain at any time after the
application of the first spray, the work
shounld be done over again, for the peison
is washed olt quite easily, After the sec-
ond application bas been on & weok rain
dees no damage, for the poison will do 113
work. It i1s useless to spray trees on the
first tlush of bloom, for the voung fruit ie
stung just after the bloow ialls, or 1n the
case of the codling moth, the

Stage Held Up and Three Men Shot

RrppiNg, Cad,, May 14, —A stage robbery
and jmurder oceurred near here abont 6
o'clock this evening.

The driver complied, but the messen-
ger inside fired upon the highwayman, who
dropped to his knees, and then, with his
partonor bid in the bush, returned the fire
with ritles., The messenger was shot in
the navel and several more bullsts were
lodged in the seat. The passeuger re-
cvived three buckshot in the right leg and
the driver got five buckshot uear the
rigkt knee. 'The robbers then disappeared
with the hoxes, The team started to run,
but George Sabr held the hnes. Dr. Ste-
venson and his wife, who were going to
Shasta, mnet the stage.
