A break in provisions anfl live-bo- s rates
from Chicago to the sea-boar- d has been
precipitated by the Lake hore. Notice
was given by that comDiny to the chair-
man of the Central '1 lat'iic Association that
to meet the irregular competition of other
lines it would be compelled to reduco the
rate on provision and nogs from the pres-

ent basis of 10 cents per 100 pounds from
Chicago to New York to the basis of 25

cents. A meeting of the roads interested
was hold yesterday, and they all decided
to take similar action, to go into etlect June
V. The rate on bulk moats, which is al-
ways 5 cents Limber than that on tbe ar-
ticles mentioned, is thereby palled down
to tbe basis of JJO cents.

Future of the I., I. Jfc I. KalivrsjT.

Evidence accumulates that the Indiana,
Illinois & Iowa road is to bo extended
eastward and made a much more important
road than it now is, although now, as a
rate-disturbe- r, it cats quite a figure. Tbe
belief strengthens that some strong road is
behind its aggressive movements, and there
is but little doubt it is tbe Delaware,
Lackawanna & Western, and that event-
ually tbe three "1" road is to be extended
to buffalo, the present western terminus of
the Lackawanna road. This scheme has
heeil talked of for three years, but not un-
til now has it shown any real life. A sur-
vey has just been completed from the east-
ern termini of the three "I" to Plym-
outh, and it is stated that the surveying
corps has now been instructed to push on
in a northeastern direction to Goshen, Ind.
At this point it would strike tbe new
Wabash line, but it is believed if any of
that line is utilized for Detroit or Toledo
such arrangement would be but temporary.
A belief prevails that within eighteen
months the road will be completed to a
connection witn the Lackawanna at Buf-
falo, which, it is claimed, would give the
Lackawanna a more direct line than any
now operated into the heart of the West-
ern Statea.
