CHICAGO. June U-T- ho event to-da- y

With some fluctuations the market rallied
steadily from the start, and closed at U3
ho decline to-da- y. There was buyig on
California account, rumors of large treicht
engagements here, a better export busi-
ness at the sea-boar- d, and reports of for-
eigners buying futures. In addition came
reports of hot winds doing damage in
Kansas.

The chief feature
of the day's business was the buying for
account of Wright of about sevon million
pounds of ribs. Such heavy purchases ad-
vanced the price from 6.500 to C.57c, the
market closing at the latter price as against
fi.3?4c on Saturday.

Rugs of Japanese matting are kept from

curling at tbe corners by inclosing narrow
strips of lead in n casing of cambric or
other material, and fastening them with
long stitches ou the under side of the rug.
