The board
concurred in the report. An appro-
priaticn of §50 for chemical ap-
paratus at High-school No. 1
was made upon recommendation
of Mr. Frenzel. Mr. Lieper moved to amend
by adding a rider in favor of the Sonth-
side High-school for $650 for apparatas,
buot the dictator opposed and carried the
day. Messrs. Leper and Williams voted
against the appropriation, on the ground of
the slight cast upon the Sonth-side school.
