The ticket agents over the country, more
especially in the Central Tratlic Association
and Western territory, are watching with
& good deal of interest the new deal in the
Chieago and Obio Kiver Association allow-
ing the roads 1o the association to pay com-
missions, The Monon has already paid its
commissions for May, and the Peunsylvania
& portion, :f reports are correct. The Big
Four, however, is not known to have paid
any commissions on May business, and it is

undergtood that President Ingalls prefers
that the DBig Four should not again enter
the field as a commission-payer. In the
Jast few days some very pointed corre-
spondence Las been going on between the
general managers of the Big Four, the

Yennsylvanis aud the Monon, which, it is
believed, will yet result in vhe Pennsyl-
vauia withdrawing its cirenlar announecing
the payment of commissions on certain
business. The Chicago & Eastern Illinois
comea out flat-footed against the pavment
of commissions, and has given the thres
roads above named to understand, if they
do psy commissions, the Chicago & East-
ern l!lino1s will resort to other methods to
even up matters, which uecessitates the
Big Four moving cantiously in the commis-
slon matter,

Takes a Sensible View of Matters.

E. E. Clark, grand chief of the Order of
Railwav Conductors, seems to be just the
man for that position, being, ilke Grand
Cluef Arthur, conservative in his views
snd almost invariably taking the ecorrect
position. At the recent oconference in
Pittsburg, in referring to the settlemens of
guestions as regards wages, ete., his
language was piainly to the effect that the
demands of the employcs must be clearly
based on jnstice; on no other grounds could
they bope to suceeed. In speaking of the
men actually engagod in the running of
trains or employed in the operating de-
partment, he said that he felt that tsheir
duties, their hopes, their aims and lives

had never been fnlly understood by the
great publiec. When they wore, the work
they did wounld be the more appreciated.
No former grand chief of thislarge railway
organization has created as good an im-
pression with the officials of the railways
a8 bas Mr. Clark. While firm when he
thinks he has right on bis side, he is not
obstinate, and always ready to acknowl-
edge when Le is in the wrong.

Half Holiday on Saturday.
The general offices of the Pennsylvania

lines at Pittsburg are closed at noon on
Baturdays between June 15 and Sept 15
Jf this can be doue at Pitteburg, where

over one thousand persons are benefited by
these half :olidays, why should 1t not be

extended to Western ecities? In this con-
pnection it 1s starad that Colonel Perry,
general agent of the FPennsylvania lines at
this poing, is 1n favor of sueh an arrange-
ment. as is William Sullivan, agent of the
Big Four. With these two strong liaes in
favor of this mnetion, and with the em-
ployes, many of whom work every week
hours of overtime without extra pay, it
would seem that the less important roads
should fall in line. Doubtless if the prop-
osition was properly presented it conld be
accomplished. Ninety-nine out of one
bundred of the business men of the city
would willingly consent tosuch an arrange-
ment.

Still Wnlhouat a Chairman,

The Western Passenger Asscciation again
failed to elect a chairman. The opposition
to M. C. Markham was not overcome, one
of the roads refusing to give him ita vote
on the ground that he was not & passenger
man. Asassistant traflic manager of the

Illinois Central he has had opportunities
of aoqunainting himself with the leading
points of the business, butit was urged
that his kuowledge of it did not embrace
the details, and that 1t was desirable to
bave a man thoroughly trained in such de-
tails. It became evident during the day
that neither Mr. Markhamnor F. W, White,
of the Atchieon, could be elected, and ths
committee appointed Wednesday was con-
tinoned, with instructions to make afurther
roport at a meeting to be held to-day.

A Supreme Court Decision Leaves the
School Board “Holding the Bag.”

g

Justice Coffey Says It Bas No Titls to the Li-
trary Projerty—Many Cases in the Sa-
perior and Federal Courts.

The Supreme Court rendered a decision
yesterday which demolisbes any claim
which the Board of School Commissioners
may have bad or claimed to bhave had on
the Public Library property, at the corner
of Pennsylvania and Ohio. The facts in
the case, briefly stated, are these: Elijah S,
Alvord, in 18580, agreed with the Board of
School Commissioners of the city of Indi-
anapolis to convey to the board the prop-

erty desoribed for school purposes, free
from liens, except » mortgage held by Ed-

ward F. Claypool, securing $60,000 in bonds,
payable ten years after date, and also
agreed to make improvements on the real
estate to be worth $14,000. The board was

to pay $3,000 per year as rent by taking op
the interest coupouns as they matured, and
was to bave the option to pay off the mort-
gaze and have a perfect title. In case 1t
fulled to pay off snch morigage then it wae
to eonvey the property to the mortgages
The Sehool Board paid the interest but did
not pay the mortaagee.

Judge Brown, of the Cirecunit Court, be-
fore whomn the case was first tried, hela
that the Bchool Board was entitled to the
year usually allowed for the redemption of
property upon which a mortgage has ex-
pired. The opinion of the Supreme Conrt,
as declared in the decision, which was
rendered by Justice Coffey, is that Mr.
Claypool is entitled to immediate pos-
session. The decision declares that the
School Boera stands in the attitude of
Lolding on to property in which it hae not
invested a cent having also violated 1ts
contract npon the alleged ground that 1t
can sell the property, pay the mortgage
and have a surplas left

Mr. Frenzel, of the Sohool Board, who
was seen last evening, being asked the ef-
fect of the decision, said that it left the
board no ground to standon. ‘‘The board,”
said he, “will have to pay Mr. Claypool
damages for the detention of property
sinoe the mortgage expired, and 1f it wishes
to occupy the building until the new li-
brary is completed it will have to make
such arrangements as to rent, ¢te., as it
can with Mr, Claypool.”

Money of the Miller Helirs, .

Judge Brown yesterday issued an order
to Clerk Wilson to pay over to John 8.
Duncan, as attorney, some money paid into
the clerk’soffice by the suretiesof W, F. A,
Bernhamer on his bond as guardian of
the Miller children. Bernhamer had been
removed as guardian, and Howard Cate,
who was angointod in bis stead, sued his
boundsmen, who. to protect themselves, paid
into the clerk’s ofiice the sum of -

245.46. 1t was this money which Dunean
desired to nave paid over to him.

Dunocan explained that the matter haa

been running along for a long time on
promises and that he thonght the time had

arrived when " patience ceased to be & vir-
tue,” as the children were compelled to bor-
row money to provide themselves with the
nocessaries of life, Wilson was willing to

pay over the money, but wanted the order
of conrt to protect himself., Charles Bern-

hamer, who was one of the snreties, was
gent for and had no objection to interpese
to the order being made.

Duriug the preliminaries before the cours
made the order. tbere was some bandying
of words between the attorneys, Van
Vorhis and Spencer taking a remark made
by Dunean to be an impntation of 1nsincer-
ity on their part. Mr. Duncan said he did

not mean it for such and the attorneys
were pacified.
