‘Talks with many prominent men on the
exchange iail to reveal any deep-seated
confidence that there will b any material
change in these conditions until the sum-
mer is well epent, Lut there 18 no lack of
hope that beiore fall a larger and wider, as
well as a higher, market will be developed.
The leading feature was Louieville &
Nashville, of which there was apparent
solling for some time on the part of the
foreigners, 1 fear of a reduction of the
dividend. The declaration of 2 per cent.,
though areductiou of % por cent. of that
of the last half-year, was in many guarters
an agreeable surprise, as proedictions of
nothing were freely put ont for some iime.
‘The pressure was met by adequate support,
and, on the announcement of the dividend,
fractional gains were made which, how-
ever, were afterwards lost. The grangers
were still leaders in activity. Apart irom
the dealings in  Lounisville & Nash-
ville, there was mno feature in the
market except a decline of 1 per cent, in
Sugsr on the light trading. The market
finally elosed strong at the best prices, de-
spite a drop of about 1 per eent, in Chicago
Gas. All the leading shares show lirge
fractional gains over Thursday night's
prices. and Louisville & Neashvilleis up
1%. The tranbactions of the aay were only
146.850 listed and 9,428 unlisted sharea.

Wheat Slumped O Again, but Recovered
on Bad Weather News,

CHICAGO, July 8.—A mountain of un-
certainty in the form of the forthecoming
government crop report loomed up before
speonlators to-day and causead weakness
nearly all day. 1n the end wheat and corn
left off at aboout laust night's prices, but
pork aud ribs closed T4we lower and lard
5¢. The recovery in grain at the close
was due to reports of heavy rain through-
out the winter-wheat belt. Wheat trading
was limited, After the opening prices de-
clined "!s@%c,‘ rallying %ec at the ciose,
which was ateady. The Hatch and silver
bills, rumors of a panic at Paris, the labor
troubles, and even cholera, all helped in pro-
ducing the feoling of depression that pre-
vailed during most of the session. The
flattering Kansas crop report also had an
mtinence. Pardridee was about the only
buyer of prominence, though shorts gener-

ally seemed disposed to cover and take in
profits, while longs showed increasing en-
conragement and lignidated freely. Sea-
verns and Mitchell were among the most
liberal individual sellers.

Corn opened a shaae better than it closed
last night with a few buying orders on the
market, but the receipts proving larger
than estimated —being about €00 cars—ibe
grading unususlly good and weather
splendid, with 300 cars expeoted to-morrow,
the selling soon became urgent and there
was a decline of “4#@%c. A good deal of
long corn eame out on the exhaustion of
marging or the disoouragement of holders,
and crop advices were also regarded as
better. A feature was the selling of July
and buying of September, the premium of
the f{ormer being reduced to %%c at one
time, The demand improved at the decline
and September closed with a slight gain.

Oats followed corn. T'he market opened
steady, broke %c¢ and sustained n partial
recovery, closing 4 @%c lower ascompared
with yesterday’s close. Harvey sold July
and bought September. Most of the trade
was of a sealping nature.

There was a good all-ronnd trade 1n pro-
visions. It was the best market pn the
floor., There was a drive at prices early,
causing o sharp decline, which was but
wartially recovered on the later trading.
I'he feature was the sale of two million to
three million pounds of short ribs, by Beas-
ley and others, for the Cudahy interests.
