Silver Men Launch Their Metal Bark on

the Stormy Seas of the llonse.

Bland Beports the Stewart till Without
Amendment, and Secriffs an Order for

Its Consideration This Week.

REPORTED TO THE DOUSE.

The Stewart Silver Dili . to Tie Considered
This Week if the Antls Will Allow It

Washington, July 0. After being in
session about half an hour this morning,
the coinage committee, by a vote of 8 to 5,

ordered the Stewart silver bill reported to
the House without amendment The dis-

senting votes were: Tracey, G. F. Will-
iams, Abner Taylor, Stone and Johnston.

Chairman Bland subsequently reported
the bill to the House without any request
for a special order to consider or vote
upon it, but later he introduced a resolu-
tion, which was referred to the rules com
mittee, making the silver bill special order
for consideration Monday next, to be con-
tinued until finally disposed of. During
the afternoon the committee on rules
adopted the following resolution, whioh
will be reported to the House next Wednes-
day:

That immediately upon the adoption of this
resolution the Houso proceed to consideration
of senate bill 51 (the free-coina- ge bill), and if
said bill shall not be disposed of on naid day then
consideration thereof eiiall be continued during
the next legislative body.

Should the rale for consideration of the
bill be voted down the advocates of the
measure will surrender. Should it be
adopted they will expect their opponents
to move that the whole question be post-
poned nntil December. But if the motion
to postpone is defeated the anti-silv- er men
will resort to filibustering motions, and then
the good offices of the committee on rules
will again be invoked to bring in a cloture
rule. All the Democrats of that committee
are adverse to bringing in such
a rnlo and will do so only when they are
absolutely compeled to do so by force of
circumstances, such as a request from a
majority of the total Deinocratio member-
ship of the House. The Republicans are
still reticent, and their position on the
question, as Mr. Pieroe of Tennessee, ex-
pressed it to-da- y. is an unknown quantity,
if they Bee a chance of defeating the bill
they will improve it, but they will not
agree in advance to help either faction of
the Democrats.

A careful poll of the House made to-da- y

by Mr. Williams, of Massachusetts, con-
vinces him that if the bill comes to a di-
rect vote on its merits it will be defeated
by a majority from 4 to 8, but the arrival
of absentees may change this estimate.
The opponents of the bill believe, how-
ever, that there will be a much larger ma-
jority against Its consideration.

Mr. Kilgore, of Texas, a member of the
coinage committee, to-da- y voted in com-
mittee against a demand for the previous
question on a motion to report the bill as
it came from the Senate, lie voted in this
way, he says, because he believes "that the
bill is defective in at least three particulars,
and ought to be amended. The most
important defects are that it repeals
the law making about one hundred million
dollars of the treasury notes redeem-
able in coin and a legal-tend- er as well.".
When a majority of the committeo had
votd to report the bill without amend-
ment Mr. Kilgore recorded his vote in the
atiimative, stating "that he had been un-
willing to take the responsibility of there-po- rt

of a bill carrying on its face defects
which would justiiy its veto without refer-
ence to the mam question."

In the House Mr. Bland presented a re-
port to accompany the silver bill. In this
report the committee says that whatever
may be the effect of the bill as it relates
to the treasury notes issued under the act
of July 11, 1690. which act is repealed by
this bill, there is no diversity of opinion
that the notes are redeemable in coin de
rived from the coinage of the bullion pur-- i
chased under the repealed aot The
bill reported compols this coinage.
The notes being, therefore, redeemable in
coin, are necessarily as good as the coin.
The bill, says this report, prescribes as the
sole requirement upon the owner of silver
bullion that he shall "deposit the same at
any mint," and defines the whole
"duty of the proper officers 'as to
his deposit for coinage to be upon
the terms and conditions which are
provided by law for the deposit and
coinage of gold." These officers are to coin
stiver into the standard silver dollar au-
thorized by the act of Feb. 23, 1878. If this
bill should pass silver bullion would be
paid for at tho mints, on deposit of the
same, in money appropriated by Congress
and kept there by the Secretary of the
Treasury, as is now provided for gold.

The capacity of the mints is limited prac-
tically by appropriations. The mints at
Philadelphia, New Orleans, San Francisco
and Carson City, are run to their full ca-
pacity, and with two changes of workmen
or shifts a day, can coin largely in excess
of all silver bullion produced from the
mines from year to year. Silver certifi-
cates authorized by the act of 187S ana sub-
sequent legislation can be issued on the
coins provided for in the act of Oct 11.

A DO-NOTI1I- CONGRESS.

The Houae Hi Passed Few Bills of National
Importance, and Is Still Wasting Time.

Eferl&l to Hie lodlanapolU Journal.
Washington, July O.There was a great

deal of surprise expressed when it became
known that this Congress had only passed
two or three bills of national importance.
The amount of talk and funs made . by the
House in the last six months has left the
impression that it has been working very
hard. The faot is that it has been all talk
and np work. The appropriation bills are
still slowly making their way through con-
ference, and only two have so far been
completed. These are the agricultural and
river and harbor appropriation bills. The
hitch on the District of Columbia bill in
regard to the O. A. R. appropriation seems
to be the one which will hold that off for
some time. The Southern Democrats are
determined to put every obstacle in the
way of the O. A. R. from haying a success-ful- l

enoampment here this fall. The same
spirit actuated them in this regard as did
ali their tight against the pension bills on
Friday nights.

The Senate is getting along with their
bills, and the reporting to the Senate of the
snndry civil bill on Wednesday shows that
they are anxious to hurry matters along.
The Senate has led the House in work from
the beginning, and a glanco over the calen-
dar shows many bills pending which, if the
House will take np and pass, would greatly
increase the credit of this Congress. The
Senate has beeu working and sending to
the House bills of importance to the
Nation, which the Houso committees haye
either tucked away in pigeon-hole- s or have
neglected to take up and act upon.
The ehcese-parin- g principles inaugurated
by Hoi man and his followers have blocked
many important bills in the interest
of various sections of trie country. This is
especially so with regard to pnblio build-
ings and the improvements which the
public-spirite- d Seuate has seen tit to pass,
and which the narrow-minde- d Democratic-majorit- y

have smothered to death. Thespirit in which the House meets every-
thing is well shown in tho silver light.
Rather than let the bill goto a committee
and 00 me squarely before the Democratic
majority some few have always tried to
delay matters and prevent, if possible, a
s;nnre and open right upon any bill. Thus
lime has passod, and the Houso has fonnd
itself dodging any delaying., and now. as
the time approaches for a iinal adjourn-
ment, its record stands forth as a more ex-
travagant one by at least twenty millions
thau the last Congress, and still with
nothing done to make a record on.

Steamer Sunk by a War Ship.
Paris, July P. Tho transatlantic steamer

Marechal Canrobert has been sunk In col-

lision with the French ironclad Hoche, off
Planier, nine miles southwest of Marseilles.
There were eighty-riv- e passengers on the
deck of the Marechal Canrobert, watching
the maneuvers, when the Hoche, whioh is
the flag ship of the squadron, crashed into
her side. Owing to the dense smoke cansed
by the firing of the guns on the war ships
the officers of the Hoche did not see the
Marechal Canrobert until it was too late to
avoid the disaster. Both vessels were de-
flected from their course by the tremend-
ous force of the impact and lloated along
side of eaoh other. Immediately after the
Marechal Canrobert bad been detached
from the Hoche she gave a lurch and dis
appeared beneath the waves. Several of
the passengers of the Marechal Canrobert
were lost. It is supposed that they were
killed by being struck by the ram of the
Hoche when she crashed into the unfortu-
nate steamer. The rest were transferred
to another ship.

Japanese Ministerial Troubles.
San Francisco, July 9. The steamship

Belgio arrived yesterday from Japan. Tho
Japanese Diet closed its session June 15,

after a dispute between the two houses,
which resulted in the Emperor giving the
House of Peers equal righta with the lower
house to amend the budget.

standing oppotite. Lafayette Park, across
the way from tha executive mansion, has
been closed tight for the last month. The
grass in the garden in front of the house
has grown long and straggling, and cob-
webs aro gathering about the windows and
door-way- s. Trie house has been closed
since the day Mr. Blaine and his family
left it. a few days after be sent in his resig-
nation as Secretary of State.

It is strange, but Mr. Blaine seems to
have dropped out of Washington's ex-
istence as completely as the house is closed
to .tne public. Nothing is heard of Mr.
Blaine or his . plans, and there seem to be
little or no interest as to his future career.

It is not generally known that a few
months boforo Mr. Blamo resigned he com-
pleted the purchase of tho red house. Ex-
actly what will be done with it no one can
tell. It is hardly likely, though, that Mr.
Blame and his family will return to occupy
it next winter. Tne location is a most de-
sirable one. and should Mr. Maine intimate
that be wished to rent it it could be readi-
ly disposed of to a Cabinet otllcer or to
some high official who wished a comfort-
able, pleasant Washington home. How-
ever, there are many wbo say that the
House is an unfortunate one, and
that whoever has occupied it
bus either bad - private or of-
ficial disaster. , The record of
Mr. Blaine's family afflictions are too well
known in this respect to need repetition.
Mr. Blaine has another house in this city,
tne largo one on Dnpout eircle. whioh has
been rented to Mr. Leiter, of Chicago. This
gentleman,' however, is building a very
naudsome residence across the street from
the old Blaine house, and next to tho
Chiuese legation, which be will occupy
next winter, and. therefore, should the
lilames desire they could occupy this
house, and not return to the unfortunate
one on Lafayette square. This little spec-
ulation in regard to what the Blaines will
do is about the only way the family is
talked of at the capital at this time.

a couple of bombs into bis rooms andwrecked the place, bnt did not injure the
Prince.

sent to protect national interests.

Hong Kong advices of June t8 state the
probability of a general renewal of the
anti - Christian demonstration in the
Yangtse valley is still felt to be by no
means remote. The "Literati" are still
energetically doinc what they can to stirnp the people asalusit the foreigners, and
their efforts In this direction ara more fre-
quently encouraged than checked by the
officials. At Chin Kiang recently there
were threats of destruction of the Roman
Catholic and other mission buildings, and
of the wholesale murder of missionaries
and foreigners generally. The authorities
considered it advisable to interfere, and
the danger was thereby averted for a time,
A feeling of security among foreign resi-
dents is still far from being restored. There
is a good deal of incendiary talk of an
auti-Christi- au character at Wusich. As
usual. th principal charge made against
the missionaries is that of kidnaping chil-
dren. At Shanghai, when two Americanladies were onr driving,a Chinaman rushedup to the carriage and spit at the occu-
pants, and afterwards threw stones at
them, one woman being struck on the arm.

Tea-grower- s are being exhorted by emis-
saries of the "Literati'' to pull up theplants and grow sweet potatoes instead, so
that it will not be necessary for them to
trade with the "foreign devils."
