It Is stated that the cut rates to Colorado
oints announced by the Chicago & RockIeland will iro into etiect July despite

all ellortK to induce the road to withdraw
them. The new tarifl means a cutnot only
to Colorado points from the Missouri river,
tho Mississippi river and Chicago, bnt also
from Galveston, the Pacific coast and the
seaboard, and is really the most important
break in rates which has occurred in many
years.

The tanks of all the new engines built
for the Pennsylvania lines are constructed
with an apparatus for taking water from
the track troughs when the train is mov-
ing. Track tanks arts to be put in on the
Pittsburg, Fort Wayne &. Chicago road as
soou as possible. All tracks of .tbo Penn-
sylvania road east of Pittuburg are pro-
vided with such tanks, which does away
with the stopping of a train for the engine
to take water.

Western roads have taken steps to pre-
vent the accumulation in the Chicago
market of return portions of return tickets
issued on account of the Christian En-deav- or

convention and the National Edu-
cational Association by a universal vote of
the members of the "Western Passenger
Association that theso tickets roust be
presented on their trains within two days
from the date stamped on the. back at any
office in the Eastern Trunk-lin- e territory.

A Pennsylvania official says that it is
practically decided that the Pennsylvania
Railroad Company, the Baltimore & Ohio
and the New York Central will bo the only
roads which will make extensive exhibits
at the world's fair. The Pennsylvania
Company will ask Mr. Elvin, of this city,
who has been officially connected with the
Madison fc Indianapolis road, now a part
of the Pennsylvania lines, since built, to
contribute some of the articles he has for ex-
hibition, showing the improvements which
have been made on the lines west of Pitts-
burg, now controlled by the Pennsylvania,
as well &a east of that point.

The shippers and farmers on the lino of
the Indiana Midland road are much
troubled. The operating company now has
but one engine; the sheritt having the
others, while on the line there are 150 or
more cars to be loaded with grain and
shipped East. An effort is being made to
induce the Pennsylvania Company or the
Big Four to furnish engines to move the
cars, and nut in others and help the farmersoat, bnt most of the grain is to go to
Toledo, and neither of the roads named
wonld gotmnohofa haul oat of it. Were
the grain going to the seaboard doubtless
one of the strong lines would help the
farmers oat.

The Chicago &. Southeastern railway is
tUd up because of the attachment by the
sheritl of its engines, to satisfy a judgment
for S8.000 baok taxes due Madison county
and the city of Anderson. The road is
miles long. One of the engines is oat on
bond, through the courtesy of the sbcritl
of Boone county, as it was until recently
held by film, but was released on a deliv-
ery bond pending the settlement of a judg-
ment. The road is operated now with but
one engine, and, of course, the service is
somewhat irregular, and the train haa to
have orders to run against itself, as the
rules on the time-car- d are imperative. Long
before the train gets to its destination it is
due several miles in the opposite direction.

E. A. Peok. general superintendent of
the Big Four lines, who has been out on
the road tor three days, is expected homo
to-da-y, and probably some time during theday he will havo a conference with the
committee of the conductors over some
slisht grievances they claim to have. One
of the conductors, yesterday, when asked
what their urievaneea were, said they were
not as regards wages, for tho conductors
now were averaging fully 8125 a month, a
number last month making 140 to 145.

SuDDOslng
that yesterday would be the last day, the
trains were again well loaded. No. 20 over
the Pennsylvania railroad, for the fifth
time in the last week, went out with
double-heade- r trains. The Big Four, No.
18, for Cincinnati, was run in two sections
and an extra sleeping coaoh was required
to accommodate the business over the liig
Four line via Cleveland. That all rail-
roads have made money out of the arrange
ment np to this time is net questioned, but
it ia questioned if either can afford to con-
tinue the low rate longer, unless it 4s pro-
posed to make $15 the permanent rate for
d round trip to New York. Doubtless at
the end of a year the revenue would be as
large as if tne companies interested got the
fall rate $19 one way. The Pullman com-
pany will not object. In no case has it de-
parted from its full tariff for sleeping-ca- r

accommodations.
Intratt-Commer- ce Investigation.

The first case heard by the Interstate- -
commerce Commission, at Chioago, yester-
day, was ft complaint against rive railways
charged with giving the Illinois Steel
Company discriminating rates. The roads
in question are tba Calumet & Bine Island,
the Kenosha & Milwaukee, the Joliet &
Blue Island, the Chicago & Southwestern
and the Bay View & Chicago, It was
claimed that all the3e roads were owned
and controlled by tba Illinois Steel Com-
pany. President Brinion, representing all
the roads, was put through an examina-
tion. He said the business of the roads
was switching and terminal facilities, in
answer to a question concerning discrimi-
nating through rates, he said his compa-
nies got no share of the through rates' and
was paid only for switcning. They were
paid by the Illinois Steel Company. Pres-
ident Brinson, on advice of his counsel, de-
clined to answer Commissioner Veazey's
question as to whether the steel company
had an interest in the roads. J. 8. Keefe,
auditor of the five roads, said about 90 per
cent, of their business was for the steel
cenjDuny, but the commission was unable
to learn whether the lines were controlled
and operated by that company to its own
advantage and the disadvantage of other
shippers. The testimony of W. Robert
Sterling, vice-preside- nt of the steel com-
pany, was equally unsatisfactory.
