TRADING AT CHICAGO.

Dull Day in All the Pitws, with Small De-
clines Generally.

CHICAGO, July16.—Trading on 'Change
was very lhight to-day, as is usual on Sat-
urday, when there is a balf-holiday. There
was very little in the way of news that
weas calcalated to stimulate trade, or to 10-
crease values., The result was extreme
dulinesas and general weakness. The crop
revorts continune to bear out the promise of
former estimates, and showed that the big

‘harvest was being gathered in good shape,

and there will be little troubie experienced
from the weather, and that new wheat

was coming into the market freely and
with every indication that farmers would

market freely as fast as the grain was
ready. Cables were a shade stronger, bnt
traders complained that they brougnt no
buying orders, and was regarded as only
nominal. Domestic markets, while appar-
ently about as dull as Chicago, were gener-

ally held with a little more firmness,
Pardridge was thonght to be gelling some
September, but his operations were not on
a very large scale, September opeped un-
changed at 77's¢, tirmed up to 770 on lichs
offerings, then eased off gradunally to "Gie,
remained quiet and steady, and closed at
e,

Corn was quiet and weak on reports of
good rains 1n the Sonthwest, general dull-
ness and sympathy with the weakness 1n
other grains and provisions. Holders were
less contident and there was free selling,
while the demand was sluggish. Theopen-
inp was steady, with a firm nodertone, at
48'se for September, It advanced to 48'%e,
th7en weakened, selling off and closing at
47" 0.

Oats were dull, weak and slow. Septem-
ber opened at 30'se, held 1t for a time, then
weakened and closed at 30e.

Hog producta wers neglected, dull and
featureless.

The Culture of Hemp.

New York Mai! aud Express.

It would take 2,000,000 acres of land to
grow enough hemp to supply fiber for the
twine manufasotured in the United States.
The actual area of land devoted to this in-
dustry 1s only about thirty thousand acres,
and 85 per cent. of this is within the limits
of one State, Kentucky.

1t would seem to be worth while for farm-
ers to turn their attention to this industry.
There is no reason in the world why the
greater part, if not the whole, of the hemp-
cord used'in this country should not be
Erown by our own farmers. Its practica-

ility hasbeen demonstrated. In Kentucky
the raising of hemp has long been an estab-
lished industry; and the owners of an 1111-
nois twine manufactory bhave taken the
pains to rent land and grow hemp, not only
to provide themselves with the raw ma-
terial, but also to prove, by an object lesson,
to the farmers of the neighborhood that
there is protit in the cultivation of this
product.

There is nothing difficult about the cult-
ore of the plant or the preparation of the
fiber for the factory. In Kentucky. where
old-fashioned methods are follewed, a
great deal of band labor 18 bestowed on
the e¢rop. Hand-breakers are nse!, and
the fiber is carefolly kept straight in
“nands,” as they are called. Bat this is
quite nnpecessary, as the improved oord-
age machinery does not require the fibre to
be kept straight, and the crop is handled
by Northern growers with labor-saving
machinery at much less expense than was
required by the old method.

Good land is needed; a rich loam, such as
will grow a heavy crop of corn, is recom-
mended as beat for the purpose. The land
is plowed in the fall, and the seced sown
from the middle of March to the first
of June, the earlier sowing be-
ing _preferalle. The crop matares
in Illinoys 1n about one hundred
days. It is cut with a mower and allowed
to remain on the ground until it has been
rainéd on several times. Then it is raked
up and ran through a power-breaker to
separate the fiber from the woody part of
the stalk.

The cost of growing a erop, as shown by
tho *‘object lesson” experiment, is §15 an
acre, inciuding 85 allowance for the rent of
the land. The crop is worth from %30 to $35
an acre, leaving a net profit of from §i5 to
820 per acre,

It is certainly desirable that our farmers
should—to use an appropriate slang phrase
—*rope in” the greater part, at least, of
the profit to be derived from growing this
nsetul crop. Even one haif the amount
required, at 815 per acre, would net our
