One week
ago the Boone Cirenit Court placed the
road ander the control of Empson T. Lane,
of Lebanon, as receiver, to satisfy judg-
ments snd delinquent taxcs that the man-
sgement had been nnable to pay. Mr
Lane, 1n thia time, bad the road in fair
shape to pay out the indebtedness in a
short time. the trains were running on
time, and the yoad regained the confidence
of the business men which Crawford’s con-
trol bad lost years ago, but a bond for
$50,000 was filed 10 the Supreme Court this
morning, and its apuroval anthorized the
receiver to deliver up the property to Craw-
ford, No sooner was this doue than the
Boone county treasarer levied on two of

the four engines in service, and chained
them to the track. After the nrst engine
was secured Ly the deputy treasurer the
company tned to run the othef through
wwn and gt away. The locomotive was
comng, with the president’'s car in the
train, at about twenty miies an hour, when
the track was blocked at the intersection
with the Big Four read. The engineer
Larely stopped the trainin time 1o eschpe
jis Leing ditebed. The tressurer now Las
deputiea awaiting the arrival of the re-
maining two engines, when they will be
seized and beld until paymeat 1s made,

howl that the Big Four manazement
sbandoned the idea of bunilding up the
f’aona & Eastern at the expenae of the Bee-
ine, and in the few months the old order
of things has bheen re-established the
business on the Bee-line has reached propor-
tious never beforv attained.

Chairman Caldwell, of the Western Pas-
senger Association, has decided that the
Atchisonroad basnorighttomaken §i2 rate
from Chioago to Denver and réturn on ac-
count of the Knights Templars’' conclave.
The grounds of justification presented by
the Atchison were that the Chicago & Al-
ton had contracted to carry a commandery
at Kalamazoo and another from Batavia, N.
Y., at the rate of $12. A representative of
the Alton said his eompany secured the
Kalamazoo commandery on a pled ge of one
fare tor the round trip, or as _mueh lower
rate as any competing line west of Chi-
cago might openly adopt. Recently,
throngh a misunderatanding, this com-
mande«ry sent out a printed circunlar an-
nouncing o rate of $12 hy way of the Aiton
aud the Union Pacitic. It was proven that

this circular was upsnthorized, and at the
requess of the Alton people had boeen with-
drawn. Hegardingthe Bataviscommandery
it was anhown that the Alton’s contract
with it was not closed until last Saturday,
after the Atchison had declared that the
twelve-dollar-rate woula be putintoetfiect,
A committes of representatives of rival
lines was appointed to make applieation to
Chairman Cald well for an order aﬂ'ordin_g
relief as agninat the $12 rate of the Atchi-
son. It is elaymed that the SBanta Fe $12
tickets are already on sale, and that some
of them have been bought. If the chair-
man is sustained the Atchison will be
forced to get ont of the association or turn

over to the body the total revenne denved
from the business done at the $12 rate. The
latter alternative wounigd invoive a forfeit-
ure of not iess than $100,000,

On Monday every scalper
in Chicago was oftering the return part of
these three-dollar tickets at 81, and one
scalper dropped the price to 50 centas.
