QUEEK VICIOMA AMD SIB. GLADSTONE.

Tho present political situation in Eng-
land furnishes a sharp contrast between
somo features ot the British Constitution
and that of tho United States. A better
understanding of the situation will bo
gained by a little recapitulation. Under
the British Constitution a Ministry, or as
we should say, an administration, only
holds as long as it can .command a ma-

jority in the House of Commons. In
this country it does not matter so far as
the administration is Concerned whether
it has a majority iu the house or not. As
a matter of fact, a majority of tho House
is often opposed politically to the execu-
tive branch of tho government. This is
sometimes inconvenient for the adminis-
tration and may even prove embarrass-
ing, but It nover causes a change of
administration.

Iu England it is quite different.
Under tho British Constitution a single
defeat of tho Ministry, that is, an ad-ver- so

vote in tho Commons, means a
chango of administration, or at least an
appeal to the people arnd tho election of
anew Parliament, which, after an ad-

verse vote, is likeb to result in tho re-

turn of a majority opposed to tho party
in power. It then becomes tho duty of
the sovereign to recognize tho popular
verdict by calling on tho leader of tho
victorious fcarty to form a new Ministry.
This the sovereign must do whether he

or, ns in the present' case, she is
personally in sympathy with tho vic-

torious party or not. Although the
British Constitution is not n .written
one, it is 6o strict and exacting in this
regard that it would bo almost as much
ah a British sovereign's crown was worth
to attempt to ignore or override a popu-
lar verdict by refusing to form a Minis-
try in harmony with the result of an
election. It is not tho sovereign', but
the people, who decide which party
shall administer the government, and
when thoydiavo spoken there is nothing
left for tho sovereign but to obey.

Tho recent elections having resulted
in a Liberal victory, though by a nar-
row majority, it is incumbent on the
Queen to call on some member of that
party to form a Ministry. As tho recog-
nized leader of tho liberal party and
the foremost champion of Irish homo
rule, which was a prominent issue in
the elections, Mr. Gladstone should bo
summoned to perform this duty. But
the Queen is bitterly opposed to Mr.
Gladstone's views on the home-rul- e

question, and therefore does not want
him for Premier. Mr. Gladstone is not
a very 'acceptable courtier, 8nd it is
probable the Queen does not like him
personally any too woll, but she posi-
tively hates home rule, which she re-

gards as a step toward "the separation
of my kingdom." Hence sho would like,
if possible, to form a Liberal . Ministry
without calling Mr. Gladstone to the
head of it, in tho hope of getting one,
not so 6trongly in favor of home rule as
he would form. Acting on this idea tho
Queen sent for the Duke of Devonshire
to discuss with him the situation. Tho
Duke formerly acted with the Liberals,
but broke with them on tho question of
homo rule. It is evident the Queen
thought he might serve as a compromise
Premier, and that it might be possible
to form a Liberal Ministry that would
bo acceptable to the country without
placing Mr. Gladstone at the head of it.
Of tho interview between tho Queen
and tho Duke the report says:

TheDnke found her Majesty laboring un-
der greater emotion than be had ever seen
her display. After the usual courteous
formalities the Queen aeked the Duko ab-
ruptly whether there were any way to
avoid sending for Mr. Gladstone. Her
Majesty added, in snbstncoe:

To Mr. Gladstone personally I have no
objeotion. bnt 1 do object to tbe separation
of my kingdom, to which I understand he
nas pledged himself."

The Bake replied most courteously that
it must be understood that while he him-
self regwtted tho conrso taken by Mr.
Gladstone, which had compelled him to
leave that gentleman's side heartily to
strive for the maintenance of the union,yet the majority of tbe House of Commous
favorable to Mr. Gladstone's view must be
recognized. The Duke is also reuortod to
have said, in reply to her Maiestv, that
there was but ono alternative for her to
adopt: Hhs must either call opon Mr. Glad-
stone to form a Ministry or must abdicate
tho throng.

Here we have the strange spectacle of
a British statesman courteously inform-
ing tho Queen that she must conform to
tho traditions and requirements of the
Constitution or abdicate the throne.
And bo strict aro these requirements
that tho result of the recent elections is
construed as not only a popular verdict
in favor of a Liberal Ministry, but in
favor of Mr. Gladstone ns the head of it,
and that without regard to whether the
Queen likes his views on home rule or
not. It must be remembered that the
Liberal majority is only about forty, and
composed of incongruous elements. Mr.
Gladstone may not be able to form a
Ministry that will hold together more
than a few months. And yet the Queen
is not strong e.nough to depart a hair's
breadth from the provision of tho un-

written Constitution which requires her
to call Mr. Gladstone to the head of tho
government. Surely, tho British Con-

stitution is" a very well-balanc- ed and
delicately-adjuste- d instrument. '

America should adopt free trade," ho
goes onto say, "they would probably be
reduced one-ha- lf and become equal to tho
wages paid in England." This is not
the statement of a "robber baron" of a
manufacturer, nor that of a Republican
campaign orator or newspaper, but
of an Englishman who occupies
a prominent position in tho tiu-pfa- te

industry in Wales. : He is
not fooled by any such nonsense as that
the American mechanic or laborer does
enough moro work in a day to mako up
for the difference in wages, because ho
knows better. Except for the advantage
of superior machinery, he knows that
the American workman producesno more
goods than does the English, To him
the ocean across which freight can be
carried at a mere nomina) cost is only a
channel separating the factories of tho
two countries, and he knows that when
tho American doublo wages are not pro-
tected by having all tho American mar-
ket they must fall, and when trade be-

tween tho two countries is absolutely
free wages must be nearly equal.

THE EIGHT TO LIVE AND WORK.

A few days ago Recorder Smyth, of
New York, sentenced to imprisonment
for life one Charles Reilly for killing
one James Kelly about a year ago.
Reilly was a striking 'longshoreman,
and ho killed Kelly because, being a
non-unio- n man, he applied for work in
an establishment where a strike was go-

ing on. Tho court and jury refused to
recognize the right of a striker to kill a
non-unio- n man, and Reilly was found
guilty of murder.

On the samo day that Reilly was
sentenced a non-unio- n truck-driv- er in
New York, who had been out of Work
for six weeks, and whose wife and baby
were sick, applied for work in an es-

tablishment where a strike was in prog-
ress. A little later he was hit on the
head with a brick, thrown by a striker,
and killed. His wife and child aro un-
provided for.

It Is to bo hoped that when a just set--
tlement of the labor question is finally
effected, some provision will bo made
guaranteeing to non-unio- n men the right
to live.

THE MOSSBACK CONSPIRACY IN THE HOUSE.

To-da- y every department of the pub-
lic service dependiug upon the sundry
civil appropriation bill for money for
current expenses will come to a stand-
still, because the House neglected to
pass the appropriation bill or to extend
the appropriations at tho rates of the
last fiscal year. Tho Senate priced a
bill making the extension, but the House
did not. The extensive public printing-hous- e

of the government will be closed,
the work on public buildings and on
certain river and harbor contracts which
have been provided form that bill must
stop, and many other branches 'of the
public service must come to a stand-
still until the House acts. And what is
the House doing? Simply stowing to
the American people that because the
majority has refused to adopt rules to
prevent filibustering in that body the
minority can control it so far as to pro-ve- nt

action. Two-thir- ds of tho Demo-
cratic leaders are filibustering ppainst
the formal declaration of tho passage pf
a bill which has been practically passod
by a yea and nay vote. One of the lead-

A NEW FUEL QAB.

Public opinion has been agreed for some
years past in predicting the discovery,
before a great while, of an artificial gas
which would rival natural gas in cheap-
ness and serve every purpose where that
fuel could not be obtained. The neces-
sity for such a discovery seemed almost
imperative, and so many practical in-

ventors have been exnerimenting in va-

rious directions that it seemed quite
certain some of them wrould succeed.
Several processes have already been in-'vent- ed,

but from all accounts the best
is that about to bo introduced at Koko-m- o,

in this State. It requires a conf-
ident inventor to introduce an artificial
fuel in a city where two rival natural-gn- s

companies aro already engaged in a
war of rates which has resulted in freo
gas to tho entire community, but the
new-proce- ss people seem to havo no
fears. They do not propose to furnish
gas free, but they offer it at the price
which prevailed before the war of rates
began, and say they will furnish it per-
manently at the usual price of natural
gas, or cheaper. The now gas is made
from crude petroleum, steam and air,and,
it is claimed, can be manufactured for
factory use much cheaper than coal can
be bought. It gives a cleart white light,
is free from carbonic acid gas and
sulphur, makes no smoke, and is so free
from smell that it can bu burned in
etoves without a flue connection. For
iron and steel manufacture it is claimed
to bo superior to natural gas on account
of its freedom from sulphur. In short,
it seems to be an ' almost ideal fuel.
From present indications the supply of'

Interview with tlu Chairman of theTin
Plate-Make- rs' Association of Wales.

Loiter Du icsin th Cnited States l'ean Lo:tcr
Wasjfs lor La tor Th Ecst Tin -- Mate

Want in the World I in This Country.

J. IL Rogers, chairman of the Tin-plate-xnake-
rs'

Association of Wales, has recently
returned to England from a tour in the
United States, whither ho was sent to
ascertain the prospects tho Welsh tiu-plate-ma-

havo ot regaining tho Ameri-
can market, whieh they are losing under
the McKinloy law. In the Industrial World
of Swansea, of June 15, which is the official
organ of the Tin-plate-make-

rs' Association,
is an extended interview with Chairman
Rogers, which contains matters of interest
not only regarding the tin-plat- e industry
but all otber industries iu this country
which compete with those of Europe. The
Welsh tin-pla- te organ's reporter first asked
Mr. Rogers:

"Asa result of your recent visit to the
United States can you give somo idea of
the prospects of the Democratic party in
view of the coming presidential election?"

"Well," was Mr. Kogers's reply, 'it is gen-
erally regarded that the right will be an
exceedingly close one. The Republicans
say they will certainly return their 1'resi-den- t,

and the Democrats, on the otbtr
hand, are equally confident. Tbe general
opinion is that the Democrats cannot win
unless they carry New York Mate, but the
Republicans may possibly win. even if they
lose this State. The parties are so closely
balanced that it is really impossible to say
which will win."

MEANING OF CLEVELAND'S SUCCESS.
"Supposing Mr. Cleveland were elected,

what do you think woald he the cfiect of
his poltcyf I

"1 think tho result would be that the
duties would be ' gradually lowered, and
that' wages would constantly fall. Tho
working classes would, of course, not be
willing to remain without work, and manu-
facturers would have to reduce wages to
enable them to compete successfully with'
other countries. Wages iu America are at
present about double what tbey are here,
but if America adopted free trade they
would probably be reduced by one-hal- f,

and become equal to the wages paid here.
The question of free trade or protection in
America is. therefore, of far more impor-
tance to the working class of America than
it is to any class of this country. In Amer-
ica the working class earn high wanes at
present, and the cost of living ont thero is
so little more than it is here that tbey havo
much greater comfort, and are able to save
more rapidly."

The reporter here reminded Mr. Rogers
.of tbe statements that had been made
during the last twelve months as an argu-
ment to prevent the tin-plate- rs of Wales
to emigrate to America, that the heat and
tho cost of living was much greater in tho
United States than in our own country.

Mr. Rogers replied that, as a matter of
fact, such was not tbo case. Trne, house-re- nt

was higher there, but the necessities
of life to working men and thoir families
were very cheap. Tbe best class of clothing
was also more expensive, but that for work-
ing men was not. Tbe weather was exceed-
ingly hot during his visit, and one of tt
first things Mr. Rogers did was to purchase
a cool, thin suit, which cost bim 2 shil-
lings, which he didn't think he could get aa
cheap in this country.

RICH IIERE.
Roferring to the cost of living. Mr. Rogers

instanced the case of a Llnaelly er,

for whom he bad found employ-
ment, who told him that not only was be
in a position to live comfortably upon tbe
wages he earned, about S6s (9) a week, but
he was able to send about half of it to his
family at home. -

Conversation then ensaed upon the con-

dition of trade In South' Wales, Mr. Rogers
declaring that it was really worse now
than it was twelve mouths ago, which was
proved by the nnmber ot works whjch were
either partially or wholly idle. lie could
not account for it, and feared that a bad
period had set in, while he eould see no
prospect of a change.

Mr. Rogers was then asked whether he
bad read the recent utterances of Mr. D.
Randell, member of Parliament, who de-
clared that the action of Messrs. Morewood
& Co. iu erecting works in the United
States before waiting to see the result of tbe
November elections was not only "seltisa
and suicidal." but also 'ill-time- d, mis-
judged and unpatriotic"

Mr. Rogers smiled, and said in reply that
the November elections, however they
might go, would have no effect upon what
they were doing. The McKinley tariff was
only a secondary consideration in their
Action. "Capital," bo added, "is sensitive
and timid, and willt always flow to the
countries which oer most security and
tbe most free opportunities for untraui-mele- d

development, and where capital is
the most abundant there will be the great-
est prosperity, most regular employment
and most happiness."

Proceeding. Mr. Rogers remarked that
some of the Democrats said: "We am quito
prepared to admit that if the duties are re-

duced wages will have to bo correspond-mel- y

reduced, but our aim is that wages
shall be so far reduced that our
manufacturers can undersell Kurope
in neutral markets, such as India, Australia,
etc.; but we believe that tbe cost ot living
and of luxuries should also be so reduced
that workmen would be as well oil at the
lower wages as tbey are now at tbo
higher waaes."

'Are there any other works in course of

Senator Vest stated in a speech de-

livered a few days ago that the price of
land had steadily decreased during the
last few years in Missouri and other
agricultural States. Two or three Sen-

ators from other- - Agricultural States
promptly responded that it was not 60
in their States. The Ipwa State Regis-
ter says:

During the last five years lands in this
State have advanced on an average nearly
3313 per ceut. Lands that two years ago
eold lor $30 an acre to-da- y aell for 50. It
is impossible to bny good farming lands
within aradiusof seventy-fiv- e or a hundred
miles of Des Moines Tor less than &0
an acre. Choice tracts are selling for $75
in many -- sections, and very favorably lo-
cated tracts have brought as high as Si 00
an acre for agricultural purposes. In north-
ern and northwestern Iowa lands that a
few years ago could be bought for $8 an
acre to-da-y cannot be had for $15. In fact,
$l.Vanaere land is scarce in Iowa; that is
good Land. Farm lands are not decreasing,
they are continually rising in value.

It is evident that Senator Vest's as-serti- on

was not true of any other State
than Missouri, and, if true there, it is
because that State has been regarded as
hopelessly Democratic. If the Repub-
licans should carry the State this fall, as
there is somo prospect of their doing,
there would bo a speedy advance in the
prico of lands..

WniLE the two Democratic candidates
for Governor in Alabama are soliciting
the votes of colored men with promise
of a free ballot and an honest count, and
recognition as full-fledg- ed citizens, it is
different in Georgia, where there is but
one Democratic party and an active
farmers' political organization.. Re-

cently the Peopled party, held a State
convention in Georgia, and one John
Mack, colored, seconded the nomination
of W. L. Peck for Governor. This fact
seems to have excited the indignation of
the Atlanta Journal to the degreo that
a considerable portion of the first page
is given up to a cut representing Mack,
the colored voter, seconding a nomina-
tion, followed by editorial intimations
that any white voter who supports a
ticket which this colored man has helped
to nominate is guilty of a crimo against
the commonwealth of Georgia. The
Journal, it should be added, claims the
honor of having carried the Georgia
delegation for Mr. Cleveland.

The testimony furnished by Repre-
sentative Watson's witnesses to prove
that drunkenness prevails in the House
shows that Representative( Cobb, of
Alabama, drank some liquid sent to him
when making a speech sustaining Sen-

ator Hill's man Rockwell in the seat
which had been stolen for bim, and be-ca- mo

incoherent, and that on two other
occasions a member was tipsy in the
aisles while the House was in session,
once in the evening. In other words,
there arc three or four men of 330 wbo,
two or three times during the session,
have been tipsy. It appears that the
members who have told this story aro of
the People's party, and that its victims
are Democrats.

The Supremo Court of tho United
States has deeided that it is not inter-
state commerce where freight is trans-
ported from one point in a State across
a portion of another State and delivered
at a point in the same State. That de-

cision fieems unnecessary, sinco inter-
state commerce is trallic between a
point in ono State and ono in another,
but a railroad company which shipped
goods from ono point in Pennsylvania
across a portion of New Jersey to a
point in the former thought otherwise
and resisted a State tax on tho ground
that a State cannot tax interstate com-

merce. Tho Supreme Court has taught
the company better.

BUBBLES IN Tllfcl AlK.
