Uptarn in Prices Due Solely / 'most to
the Character of Late Reports.

TRADING AT CHICAGO,

Provistons Were Active and Strong at an
Advance,

CHICAGO, Aue. 13.—The weaknesa which
bhas been the conspicuous feature of the
markets had disappeared at the opening
to-day, and as the repult of the day’s trad-
ing everything dealt in on the Board of
Trade 1s bigher than atthe close yesterday.
Thie fact is due in part to a natural reae
tion from the recent declines and in partto

the news of the day. The trading, how-
ever, was generally light. Wheat exhibit-

ed & conspicnous undertone of strength,
considering the volume of trading, which

was small. This undertone was supported
by th&é i1mprovement manifested in the

ocables, liberal exporta from both coasts, the
buillish purport of Beerbohm’s estimate

of the world’s wheat crop, the receipts
haia being under the estimates

and reported heavy cold rains
in certain sections of the Northwest. The

opening salos exhibited an improvement of
lsc over yesterday's olosing prices and the
fluctuations during the whole of the session
were confined to a bhalf-cent range, the
market closing with a gain of %ec. There
wero some sales at top figures, at 77%ec for
September, but at the sawe time there were
bayers at T8¢ and & good deal changed
bhands at the latter and very little at the
former price at the time referred to. The
price held for @ matter of half an hourat
78e, or better, and then took a dip to TT%oe,
after which it remained for a long time at
Ti%o with very little otiered for sale and
just as little wanted; ciosing firm at 75e.
The corn market was very firm, Septem-
ber touching 550 1n the first rush to 1ill the
early orders. There were some sales at the
same time at 52%e¢, but 52%c and 550 were

more generally current at the opening.

The latter price was also the closing quota-
tion, but it wasbeing ofiered at that., There
was an interval of consmderable weakness
developed about half an hour from the
start, daring which there was adrop to
52%c. The recovery was due to some un-
easiness regarding the approach of colaer
and perhaps frosting weather in some of the
most northern counties, where corn is
growing, and the good demand which was
reported from the cash erowd. The latter,
more than frost in the corn country in Au-
gust, was probably the explanation of the
change in sentiment, which caused the
market to wind up at about ita higheat
point. The stock of corn in Chioago 18 said
to be ehiefly owned by J. Bryant, and he is
no bear on the article. o looks for (56¢
for the ceuple of million bushels or so of
September corn which he 18 said to have
laid by. )

Oats fluoctuated within narrow limits, and
olosed with a gain of 'sc.

Proyisions opened active and strong, with
an advanes of B¢ ip pork, .024@.12%e¢ In
lard, ard .056@.10¢c in ribs. Armour’s brokers
were taking everything that was oftered at
the improved prices, and caused a complete
change in the feeling of the crowd, which,
until the support given by Armour, was
inclined to be somewhat panicky. The
small receipts of hogs, as reported from the
yards—8,000 head—was a contribatory cir-
cnmsetance in toning up the trade at the
start. An estimate of 90,000 hogs for all of
next week also had its influence 1n restor-
ing confidence. There wassome realizing
at the advance, which brought a reaction
from the extremes reached om the first
bulge, but in the end prices remained high-
er than at the corresponding time yester-
day by 12% @156 in pork, .056@..0¢ in lard,
and .07'%e¢ in ribs.

Care of Corn-Fodder.

Philade’'phia Recorq,

It has been well demonstrated that the
fodder produced by a crop of corn is fully
equal in value to she grain. 1f the grain
was wasted, as is the case in the mauage-
ment of the fodder by many, 1t woanld cre-
ate surprise. It has been claimed by emi-
pnent authority that the amount of fodder
wasted annually by exposare and tram-
pling is sufficient to feed all the stock in
the United States during the winter. The
claim is & broad one, but that an enormous
loss ocours is a faet fully recognized.

The practice of “shoeking” the corn fod-
der in the fields1s an old one. At lirst the
cured fodder is bright 1n color, bnt as the
raine and snows come upon it the color
changes, becoming darker, the leaves dry
until very brittle, and the winds literally
clean the stems of all that is of any value,
The shocks are blown over and rot on the
ground, while the cattle trample that
which remsins by pulling it firat to the
grouond aund picking it over. Just why
care should be exercised in cutting the
fodder and securely binding it, only to
allow it to waste later on, is a mystery, yet
the same thing happens over aud over.

Fodder is a bulky crop, and for that rea-
son it is loft in the fields. Itisnot given
that cousideration which it deserves, so far
as its potritive value 18 concerned. When
cut at the proper time, however, and left
in the tields until an opportunity is af-
forded for storing it under shelter, it can
be hanled to the barn, or under a covered
shed, in a condition which will makeit
very acceptable to all classes of stock, and
if eut with =& cutter, and fed
moistened, or steamed, with a smail

roportion of ground grain, it will

eep stock I1n good <condition with-
out the aid of hay. It mnay be stored under
ocover by standing the fodder on end, nnder
a large roof, or may be layered, and if
well cured, and not baving been exposed,
it will not heat. It shounld be nsed as much
as possible before the wet season sets 1n,
to lessen the bulk., If there is a power cut-
ter it may be cut in lnrie guantities at a
time and stored in bins. No matter how it
is preserved, it is a faot that until some
other method than that of sllowing it to
remain exposed all winter in the fields is
ggopmd, a large portion of the crop will

lost.

All those who have made a study of road
construetion and maintenance are agreed
that the broad-tired wagon 18 one of the
essentials of the cheap maintenance of a
good track. The very broad tire acts as a
roller. and when the water is kept off the
roadway travel improves instead of injur-
ingit. The narrow tire cuts a little ditch
on the top or side of the road and parallel
to the center of it, and this ditch or rat
holds the water on the bed until it soaks
down and softens the whole or else 18 evap-
orated by the bheat. If it were not for
these ruta the water wonld pass away and
the bed wonld always be hard and good.

The broad’tire cannot cut deep into the
road-bed. It is a step in the right direction.
1f with the abandonment of the narrow
tire conld eome a cessation of the practioce
by everyone of following a fixed track
along the road the improvement wounld be
marvelons, The common tire so cutsthe
gronund that the horses must take beaten
paths, but with quite broad tires
and shallow, _ it any ruts, the
road would soon be wmade so smooth
and harda that with a little care
on the part of the drivers no fixed track
wounld be made, and the water after rains
would flow off withont diflienlty. The
trouble is that the people have the narrow
tires and a change ia expensive. |hose
buying & new wayon do not prefer a wide
tire while others use the narrow, as the
former does no better than the latter on a
road full of ruts, 1f a general chauge from
the narrow to the wide tire eonld he made
the road question would be half selved.
