Two More New Yorkers Seized with Ill-

ness Resembling the Asiatic Plague.

One Man Who Roomed Above an Immigrant
Employment Acmcy Sent to the Floating

Hospital Mail Carrier Fcnud Sick.

New York, Sept, 21. Henry Frick. fifty-fiv- e

years old, was hurried to the reception
hospital to-nig- ht by the health authorities,
who' believe he is icir w;th
cholera. The man was suddenly seized
with vomiting at C o'clock and two hours
later he was among the "suspects" on the
floating hospital. Frick's appartments aro
above an immigrant employment . agency,
which has recently been visited by arrivals
from Hamburg. It is belioved that they
brought the germs of the plague which
Frick contracted. The homo has been dis-

infected and quarantined. , .

Up to date there have been six deaths
from cholera in this city. The result of
the bacteriological examination in the
case of John Carr, owner ana cap-

tain of the canal-boa- t ' Harry Ca-bii- i,

who died at his home in
New Brunswick. N. J., was reported to tho
Health Hoard to-da- y by Professor liiggs.
Clenns of Asiatic cholera were found. 'J be
New Urunswick Board of Health was noti-
fied to-da- y that Carr's death was due
to cholera. The utenraship State of
Nevada, on board of which fireman Knox
died from cholera last Sunday nizht, left
her dock at daylight tiiismorningand went'
back to quarantine headquarters under
orders from Health Ofticer Jenkins. Pres-
ident W ilson said to-da- y that he would send
to Colonel Weber for the Nevada's passenger
list, and an etiort would be made to trace
them.
