Mr. Wiltsie was
at that time a member of tbe Carthage
(ind.) drum corps, and that organization
made the trip to Shelbyville overland in
wagons, accompanied by several marehing
organizations from that place. Tbe littio
town of Manilla, in Rush county, had to be
padbed through, and just before it was
reached the drum corps fell considerably in
the rear of tbe rest of the delegation.
When it did reach the village its half-doze- n

members were corralled bv a blustering,
tbreateniug mob of Democrats, who in-
formed them that they didn't propose to
allow any more Republicans to go throuuh
that town. Tbfdratn corps decided that dis-
cretion was the better part of valor, as they
were outnumbered twenty to one, and beat
a hasty retreat, being compelled to retra.cn
their steps some five miles to a cross road,
by which they might circuit the strong-
hold oi the belligerents.
