Sign of Clonds in the Business Sky.

Home Trade of Esormous Velume, Increass
Being Noted from All the Centers—Stocks
Wezker, Uwieg to Court Proceedings.

NEW YORK, Oct20.—R. G. Dun & Co.’s
weekly review of irade says: There is
still no eloud in the business sky. unless
the state of foreign trade be cne. All home

trade is of enormous volume, making an
aggregate of bank exchanges outside Now
York, thus far in October, never equaled
in the same month of any previous year.
Prices are low, but merchants are pressing
for more Lusiness at the same rates. All

domestic industries are crowded with or-
ders, and works as & rule are fully em-

ployed, many being pushed to overtime by
the urgent demands resulting from an un-
precedented distribution of goods. Money
markets are fairly supplied, and there is
reason to Lope that some return of
gold from Europe is mnot far dis-
tant. Exports mn BSeptember were but
$02,019,526 in value, a great decline, due

mainly to the fact that Jast year's move-
ment was far bayond all precedent. Ship-
ments of wheat were little more than half
as Iarge as last year's, and the average
vrice S0%ec. Cotton exports were 21,000,L0
Ibe less and the average price 7.23¢. Oil ex-
ports were 85,000,000 gallons, but the price
waa lec lower. A good sign is that exports
of minor products are, on the whole, near-
ly as large this year 1n September as they
ever have been, Imports last month were
$:2,03,023 in value, Net exports of specie
last month were $3.824,127 gold and $1,1%0,-
€06 silver, which would bave been increased
kad money not been so cheap abroad.

The money markets are nowbere strin-
gent, notwithstanding the qelay of returns
from the West or from Euro In shis
market money has risen from 5% to G per
cent. on eall and there 1s & more active and
firmer market at Chicago, but nothing like
monetary pressure is reported from any
quarter. Foreign exchange has declined
from $4.86% to §4.56, and 1ndications favor
a furtber deeline as the exportd of producta
mcrease. The report from Chicago servea
this week to indicate the tone of business
at the West. Merchandise sales in
the Jeading lines are larger than
last year, Collections are good,
real-estate dealings heavier, amouut-
ing to over $3,000,000 and bank clearings
60 per cent. larger than last year. At
she East business has becn more active
since the great celebration, and in volume
never equaled. The textile manufactures
oontinne the extraordinary activity fally
described 1n recent reports,

The iron industry feela the 1mpulse of i1n-
creasing demand, and the market is strong-
er. Speculation has not been very active
except in common. Wheat is 'ac loyer,
corn le and oats '2e, with moderate trade,
and o1l 1o Jower; but pork products and
coffee are higher. Copper is stromger.
Etocks have a turn of weakness since pro-
ceedings began against coal-carrying roads,
but the decline for the week averages
scarcely half a dollar per share.
