commodating Travelers to Chicago.

Three Distinct Tassetcer Tariffs Wcull Suit
the Ei Four Justica Brewer's Decision

Threatened Strike of Switchmen..

D. 11. Martin, general passenger agent of
tbo IJiic Four lines, was in tbe city yesterday
on official business, and when the subject
of passenger rates for tbe world's fair was
broacned, he said he bad ideas of bis own
as regards the business of next year. He
thought the roads should mako money oat
of the business, and yet accommodate the
diflerent classes of people. To do this he
cited the business which tho Big Four will
carry between Cincinnati and Chicago and
Dctween Indianapolis and Chicago. In
carrying this business he wonld have three
grades of rates, and he thought that would
be the policy of the Bik Four. For day
travel he would havo one strictly limited
train, made ud entirely of parlor cars, to
make tbe run between Cincinnati and Chi
cago in seven hours: on this train ho would
charge the highest lirst-ciaa- s rates. On the
second grade he would run good coaches at
5 per cent, reduction on the regular rates,

and on the night trains ruu sleeping cars
to accommodate tbo.no who wished to use
them. Then be would have a still lower
rate, say 1U or 1 cent per mile, this train to

made up of day coaches, kept clean and
inviting. In this manner, be said, all
classes of travel could be accommodated,
and there would be no charges of discrimi-
nation in favor of any Mass, the one getting
the best service paying for it.

Regarding the rate war which has been
In progress for some months in tbe Chicago
and Ohio River Traflio Association terri-
tory, Mr. Martin said it was an uncalled
for state of atlairs. James Barker, general
passenger agent of the Monon. and K. O.
McCormlck, general passenger agent of the
Cincinnati, Hamilton & Dayton, were dis-
posed to restore rates to i from Cincinnati
to Chicago and from Indianapolis to
Chicago, but E. A. Ford, of the 1'eunsyl-ani- a

lines, expressed a determination to
hold the rate at $6 until the question is
settled of protecting the roads against the
xuisueo of mileage books.

Registration Law Will Not Stand Be-

cause It Classifies Voters.

Supreme Cturt's Decision Vesterday Stcries
of Siamese and Divorce Savings Bank

Trust end Report.

The Supreme Court yesterday handed
down an opinion, written by Judge Coirey,
in the registration litigation brought up
from Hendricks county. The clause re-

quiring- registration was pronounced un-

constitutional and. therefore, invalid. The
opinion, in legal phrase, declares that the
court did not errin overruling a demurrer
to the complaint in tbe case, and this judg-
ment was affirmed.

This is the second time the court has de-

clared such a registration invalid. The
reasons advanced in the opinion for the de-

cision are tho eamo as those declared
by Judge Olds, who wrote the opin-
ion in the first litigation. The chief
reason is that the provision of the law
which directs such registration really
divides tho electors of the State into
clashes, and Imposes upon One class bur-
dens not borne by all alike. Jndge Coftey
quotes Judge Elliott, in tbe former litiga-
tion, in which he says the only ciassitica-tio-n

possible of citizens was made by tbe
Constitution itself, and no other is valid.

Marriage and Divorce.
The chambers of justice were filled yes-

terday with complainants who, for various
reasons, had become disgusted with mar-
ried life. In Room 2, Superior Court, Judge
Harper, after hearing the evidence, de-

cided that Emma Fitchoy had just cause to
complain of her husband Christian, and
granted her petition for divorce. The at-
tention of Judge Walker was occurred
with marital woes altogether, and he
sent back three couples to single blessed-
ness. George Bingham was tirst beard on
his complaint against Rosa B. Bingham,
and his petition granted. Marion M. Oram-le- y

wanted a divorce from Clara G. Gram-le- y

and also wanted the custody of their
child. The court granted the divorce and
reserved his decision upon tho disposition
of the child. Elbert Boicourt was giveti
the legal .separation which he naked from
Nelly Bioconrt. A child was also in con-
troversy in this case and tbe court reserved
his decision upon tbe custody or it. David
b. Chadwick was granted a divorce from
Josephine Chadwick by Judge Brown,
upon proof of abandonment.

Down in tbo clerk's oflice marital
woes also received an airing. Emma
Karstetter said that her husband,
William B. Karstetter, bad abandoned her,
and for that reason asked a release from
ber marriage obligations. Anna Muntz. in
a lengthy recital of abuses, told how her
husband, William Muntz, whom she al-
leged was an habitual drunkard, had
treated her in a cruel una inhuman man-
lier and wholly failed to make any provis-
ion whatever for her support. Sh says
they were married May 16, 1861, and sepa-
rated during the present year on account of
her husband's cruelty and false
accusations atlecting her character.
At oiio timo she says he assaulted
her in a vicious manner with a
sugar-bow- l, and would have inflicted eeri-ou- s

injury had not a third person inter-
fered to protect her. She asks the court to
give her the custody of the six children
and possession of what little household
furniture they own.

The auperabundance of divorces granted
and applied for did not atlect the marriage
license clerk, who wa3 kept on the go
throuohout the day filling out the precious
little documents to hopeful ycuths, and
some that were not youths. At the cIo.o
of tho day the record showed twenty
couples granted permission to embark
upon tho sea of marital bliss ' or
woe, whichever it1 may prove to be.
